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Abstract

This thesis examines the transformation of propaganda narratives within Belarusian state media,
focusing on the "Panorama" program aired on Belarus 1 television, in the aftermath of Russia's
military intervention in Ukraine in 2022. Drawing from extensive research, including the "Media
IQ" project and insights from Belarusian experts, the study investigates how Belarusian state media
shifted its coverage of the Russia-Ukraine conflict, departing from its prior stance of information
sovereignty. The analysis reveals a notable increase in negative portrayals of Ukrainian matters
and a decrease in positive coverage of Russian subjects, aligning closely with Belarusian
authorities' positions. Additionally, the study highlights the strategic use of World War II imagery
to depict Ukraine as an adversary and explores how generational differences contribute to the
prevalence of state-controlled media in Belarus. A mixed-methods approach, combining
quantitative content analysis and qualitative interviews, provides a nuanced understanding of
propaganda dynamics in Belarus. While the study acknowledges limitations related to its
timeframe and data sources, it offers valuable insights into propaganda's role in shaping public
opinion and calls for longitudinal studies, diverse media sources, media literacy programs, and
transparency and accountability within media organizations. Ultimately, this research serves as a
starting point for further exploration of propaganda in authoritarian contexts, emphasizing the

importance of truth and transparency in an era where information is a potent tool.

Resumo

Esta tese investiga a evolucdo das narrativas de propaganda nos meios de comunicagdo estatais
bielorrussos, com foco no programa "Panorama" transmitido pela Belarus 1 televisao, no contexto
da intervencdo militar russa na Ucrdnia em 2022. Com base em extensa pesquisa, que inclui o
projeto "Media IQ" e insights de especialistas bielorrussos, o estudo analisa a mudanga na
cobertura do conflito Russia-Ucrania pelos meios de comunicagao estatais bielorrussos, afastando-
se de sua abordagem anterior de soberania da informacdo. A andlise revela um aumento
significativo nas representagdes negativas dos assuntos ucranianos € uma diminui¢ao na cobertura
positiva dos temas russos, alinhando-se estreitamente com as posigdes das autoridades
bielorrussas. Além disso, o estudo destaca a utilizacao estratégica de imagens da Segunda Guerra
Mundial para retratar a Ucrania como um adversario e explora o impacto das diferencas
geracionais na prevaléncia dos meios de comunicagdo controlados pelo Estado na Bielorrussia.
Uma abordagem de métodos mistos, que combina analise quantitativa de contetido com entrevistas
qualitativas, oferece uma compreensdo complexa da dindmica da propaganda na Bielorrussia.
Apesar de reconhecer as limitagdes relacionadas ao periodo de estudo e as fontes de dados, a
pesquisa fornece insights valiosos sobre o papel da propaganda na formacao da opinido publica e
defende a necessidade de estudos longitudinais, uma variedade de fontes de midia, programas de
literacia midiatica, bem como maior transparéncia e responsabilidade nas organizacdes de midia.
Em ultima andlise, este estudo serve como um ponto de partida para uma exploragdo mais profunda
da propaganda em contextos autoritarios, destacando a importancia da verdade e da transparéncia

em uma era em que a informac¢do desempenha um papel poderoso.

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Introduction

In accordance with the findings of the "Media IQ" project (2023b) and the insights of Belarusian
experts (Bykovski, 2022; Kazakevich, 2022; Dobrovolski, 2022), a significant shift in Belarusian
state media's approach to covering the Russia-Ukraine relations was observed on February 24,
2022. On this date, Belarusian state media deviated from its established stance of maintaining
information sovereignty, a principle enshrined in the Concept of Information Security of Belarus
(Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Belarus, 2023; Moroz, 2022), and transitioned towards
retransmitting Russia's position on the matter (Media 1Q, 2023b; Bykovski, 2022; Boguslavskaya,
2022). This marked departure from previous practices, notably those employed during the
annexation of Crimea and the Donbas conflict in 2014, wherein pro-government media primarily
relied on Russian sources for news content while avoiding explicit markers of their stance (Media
1Q, 2022b). However, the landscape changed significantly on February 24, 2022, when Russia's
actions in Ukraine were framed as defensive measures against perceived abuses and genocide
perpetrated by the Kiev regime. The narrative encompassed objectives of demilitarizing and de-
nazifying Ukraine, contending that Kiev was under the control of an illegitimate government
referred to as a "junta" (Media 1Q, 2022b). Within Belarus, propaganda permeates various spheres,
including written, broadcast, and electronic media, the educational system, and the security
apparatus, constituting an integral component of state-directed social engineering designed to
influence public opinion (Gershovich, 2023). Notably, in 2022, the TV channel "Belarus 1"
emerged as a leading proponent of propagandistic messaging, with approximately 67.55% of its
content being recognized as propagandistic (Media IQ, 2023b). Media 1Q's monitoring (2023b)
further revealed that coverage of the war was characterized by selectivity, often aligning with
Russia's interests or espousing openly pro-Kremlin positions. Such coverage frequently entailed
expressions of support for the Russian army and leadership, coupled with the devaluation of

Ukrainian authorities, armed forces, and the Ukrainian populace (Media 1Q, 2023b).

The prevalence and impact of propagandistic narratives within Belarusian society set the backdrop
for understanding the intricate dynamics of propaganda in the realm of political competition (Horz,
2021; Jowett & O’Donnell, 2012). As Chatham House's research reveals, 33% of Belarusians still
rely on state media as their primary source of information, while only 24% engage with
independent media outlets (Chatham House, 2023). This statistic underscores that a substantial
segment of Belarusian society in 2022 consistently encountered propagandistic narratives marked
by intolerance and dehumanization, including assertions such as "there are Nazis in Ukraine,"

"Russia is a fraternal nation," and "Poland is an aggressive neighbor" (Media IQ, 2023b).



In the context of such widespread exposure to propagandistic narratives, it becomes evident that
propaganda is an ever-present dimension of political competition (Horz, 2021; Jowett &
O’Donnell, 2012). In its pursuit of specific desired outcomes, such as the endorsement of political
decisions, the dissemination of media information often undergoes a transformation characterized
by distortion, the suppression of facts, and the strategic amplification of particular facets of an
issue, all designed to captivate the audience's attention (Nisbet, Brossard, Kroepsch, 2003).
Notably, certain scholars posit propaganda as a deliberate and calculated exercise in the
dissemination of inaccurate or fabricated information, typically orchestrated to advance the
interests of specific politicians or governments (Huang, 2018; Jowett & O’Donnell, 2012). This
comprehensive definition encourages us to draw a clear distinction between propaganda and other
techniques of information manipulation, including disinformation, pure fabrication, parody,
advertising, and satire, all of which may find their place within news content (Edson, Zheng, Ling,
2018). Importantly, it is imperative to underscore that propaganda does not always equate to
outright misinformation (Kazun, 2020). Instead, it frequently manifests through media framing,
which involves concentrating exclusively on specific facets of an issue, thereby manipulating the
audience through a selective and incomplete portrayal of information (Nisbet, Brossard, Kroepsch,
2003). Furthermore, it may encompass the employment of journalists with distinct political
perspectives, tasked with assembling facts in a biased manner (Sobbrio, 2014), or the use of

specialized language to frame news narratives (Gentzkow et al., 2011).

Recent scholarly contributions and media studies (Media 1Q, 2023b; Chatham House, 2023;
Belarusian Association of Journalists, 2023; Doroshevich, 2021) have advanced our understanding
of propaganda. For instance, Leonid Gershovich's work (2023) examines Belarusian propaganda
post-Russia's Ukraine intervention, focusing on anti-Semitic themes. Gershovich reveals that
Belarusian propaganda mirrors Russian narratives, challenging Holocaust uniqueness
(Gershovich, 2023). However, his scope is specialized. Similarly, Ilya Sulzhytski (2022)
investigates how Belarusian propaganda portrays opposition via the Yellow Leaks Telegram
channel, emphasizing an "anti-society" image (Sulzhytski, 2022). Petro Katerynych (2023)
explores the impact of the Russian-Ukrainian war on Belarusian propaganda, revealing narratives
demonizing Ukraine and glorifying military service within Belarus, with a focus on a specific time

frame (Katerynych, 2023).

This present study distinguishes itself within the academic community by adopting a more
extensive timeframe, spanning from September 2021 to August 2022, and delves into the evolving
narratives of propaganda following the eruption of the Ukraine conflict. It places a particular

emphasis on analyzing the content disseminated by Belarus 1, the nation's principal propaganda-
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driven television channel (Media IQ, 2023b). Furthermore, this research incorporates the
invaluable insights of media experts and journalists, providing a comprehensive panorama of
Belarusian propaganda. In addition to its academic significance, this study holds practical
importance, as it lays the foundation for future research endeavors in the field of propaganda. It
serves as a critical resource for informing the media community about the shifts in propaganda
following Russia's military intervention in Ukraine, thereby empowering independent experts and
journalists to disseminate information on these changes and formulate strategies to counteract
propaganda efforts. Recognizing the intimate connection between regime propaganda and
government policy (Horz, 2021), this study also sheds light on the intentions of Belarusian

authorities and the transformation of state policy in response to evolving circumstances.

The overarching objective of this study is to assess the extent to which propagandistic content
within the "Panorama" program on Belarus 1 television has evolved and transformed following
Russia's military involvement in Ukraine. Also drawing inspiration from prior research
highlighting the human tendency to follow rather than lead (Van Vugt & Ahuja, 2010; Cialdini,
2001), and building upon studies positing that propaganda aims to induce passive conformity,
thereby diminishing critical thinking (Lasswell & Lerner et al., 1980; Thomson, 1977), we seek to
ascertain whether the prevailing apathy among the majority of Belarusian citizens fosters the

existence of propaganda in the society.

Given the findings of state media monitoring, which indicate that Belarusian propaganda often
mirrors Russian propaganda narratives (Media 1Q, 2023b; Bykovsky, 2022; Boguslavskaya, 2022)
and is directed at vilifying Ukraine (Katerynych, 2023; Media 1Q, 2023b; Media 1Q, 2022b), we

have formulated the following complementary hypotheses:

HI: The frequency of news articles characterized by a negative tone regarding Ukrainian matters
experienced a notable increase following the commencement of Russia's military intervention in

Ukraine.

H2: The prevalence of news articles featuring a positive tone regarding Russian subjects witnessed

a discernible escalation subsequent to the initiation of Russia's military intervention in Ukraine.

Furthermore, numerous experts (Gershovich, 2023; Bykovsky, 2022; Media 1Q, 2023b) have
observed the utilization of World War II imagery in constructing Ukraine as the adversary in the
context of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict. Consequently, an additional hypothesis has been

formulated:



H3: Belarusian propaganda has reconfigured the portrayal of World War Il imagery to depict

Ukraine as the adversary in the context of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict.

Additionally, a fourth hypothesis was formulated, exploring the role of specific societal conditions
within Belarus in contributing to the prevalence and effectiveness of propaganda in the country,
drawing upon existing research (Ellul, 1965; Jowett & O'Donnell, 2012; Lasswell & Lerner et al.,
1980; Thomson, 1977):

H4: Specific societal conditions within Belarus contribute to the prevalence and effectiveness of

propaganda in the country.

To examine these hypotheses, a mixed-methods research approach will be employed, as
recommended by Creswell (2009). This approach combines both qualitative and quantitative
research methodologies within a single study, providing a comprehensive and nuanced
understanding of the research problem at hand. To achieve this, we will employ a Sequential
Explanatory strategy, following Creswell's framework (2009, p. 211). This strategy involves an
initial phase of quantitative content analysis, which will subsequently be complemented by
qualitative interviews, enabling a thorough exploration of the research questions posed in this

study.
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I. Literature Review
1. Characteristics and Definition of Propaganda

1.1. Characteristics of Propaganda

The concept of propaganda is intricate and multifaceted, with its defining characteristics serving
as the fundamental elements that govern its essence and functionality (Jowett & O'Donnell, 2012).
Researchers and scholars from various disciplines (Jowett & O'Donnell, 2012; Pratkanis &
Aronson, 2001; Lasswell, 1927; Bogart, 1995; Aronson & Pratkanis, 2003) have extensively
examined these attributes, collectively shedding light on the potency and influence of propaganda

in shaping public opinion and behavior.

Propaganda, fundamentally, constitutes a form of communication, harnessing an array of
techniques such as emotional appeals, repetition, and the selective presentation of information to
exert influence over individuals' beliefs and attitudes (Hyzen, 2023; Rubin, 2022). The core
objective of propagandists revolves around conveying a specific message or agenda to a designated
target audience, with the ultimate aim of persuading them to adopt a particular viewpoint or
undertake desired actions (Jowett & O'Donnell, 2012). To achieve this, propaganda often
simplifies complex ideas or issues into easily digestible concepts, ensuring accessibility to a
diverse audience (Rubin, 2022). Symbolic images, slogans, and metaphors are frequently
incorporated into propaganda to evoke emotions and create a lasting impact (Pratkanis & Aronson,

2001).

Emotions, undeniably, occupy a central role within the realm of propaganda (Diesen, 2022).
Propagandists adeptly utilize emotional triggers to elicit strong reactions from their intended
audience (Karell & Agrawal, 2022). Whether it involves instilling fear, kindling hope, provoking
anger, or evoking a sense of patriotism, emotions hold the potential to decisively influence
individual decisions and actions (Lasswell, 1927). Effective propaganda is, by its nature, custom-
tailored to specific target audiences (Karell & Agrawal, 2022). Propagandists meticulously
consider factors such as demographics, psychographics, and the prevailing cultural context of their
audience to craft messages that resonate harmoniously with the values and beliefs of the recipients

(Jowett & O'Donnell, 2012).

Control over the dissemination of information is often an integral component of propaganda
strategies (Rubin, 2022). This control manifests through various means, including stifling
dissenting voices, selectively disseminating information, and resorting to censorship, all with the
purpose of ensuring that only the desired narrative is presented to the public (Bogart, 1995).

Repetition is another potent tool within the propaganda arsenal, with messages routinely reiterated
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to reinforce the desired beliefs or actions (Woolley, 2022). This consistent messaging across
various media channels amplifies the impact and memorability of propaganda endeavors (Aronson
& Pratkanis, 2003). Furthermore, propaganda frequently leverages endorsements or appeals to
authority figures (Rubin, 2022). The backing of influential leaders, experts, or trusted individuals
serves to imbue messages with credibility and possesses the potential to sway public opinion in

the desired direction (Jowett & O'Donnell, 2012).

In examining the characteristics of propaganda, Jacques Ellul (1965) emphasized its foundations
in the domains of psychology and sociology, arguing that this knowledge serves as a fundamental
basis for both its existence and effectiveness. Simultaneously, propaganda itself embodies a
discipline governed by specific principles and patterns. In his seminal work, Ellul delineated

distinctive external and internal attributes of propaganda.

External attributes are the characteristics and aspects of propaganda that are observable and pertain
to its outward manifestation and impact on society (Ellul, 1965, p.6-9). Furthermore, Ellul stressed
the necessity for propaganda to be all-encompassing, asserting that "propaganda must be total"
(Ellul, 1965, p.9). This entails its infiltration across a comprehensive spectrum of media outlets.
Different media platforms may disseminate varied forms of propaganda and manipulation tailored
to specific audience demographics (Ellul, 1965, p.9-16). Moreover, for propaganda to maintain its
efficacy, it must operate seamlessly, without perceptible discontinuities that could prompt
individuals to recognize their immersion in a propagandistic environment (Ellul, 1965, p.17-18).
Administrative organization emerges as another pivotal external facet of propaganda. Ellul
elucidated that administrative organizations often underpin propaganda efforts, meticulously
calculating their effectiveness, techniques, and manipulation methods in advance (Ellul, 1965,
p-20). Additionally, Ellul (1965, p.25) considered that propaganda operates with an inherent
absence of choice, coercing individuals to engage in actions that align with the propagandist's
objectives. These multifaceted external attributes contribute to propaganda's pervasive influence

within society (Ellul, 1965, p.25).

Examining the internal attributes (those inherent to the functioning of propaganda and its impact
on individuals and the collective psyche of society), several significant aspects take prominence.
Chief among these is a deep comprehension of the psychological landscape, encompassing an
awareness of the predominant sentiments and convictions held by the propagandist's intended
audience. This encompasses an understanding of their interpretations of historical events, such as
World War II or the Holocaust (Ellul, 1965, p.33). Additionally, a keen grasp of societal trends is
imperative. This entails discerning the prevailing currents of thought and the contemporary

concerns of the populace, which can subsequently be leveraged for manipulation (Ellul, 1965,
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pp-38-40). Temporal urgency stands as another noteworthy internal characteristic. Propaganda
endeavors to cultivate a pervasive sense of impending haste within society, where individuals feel
that time is rapidly slipping away. This urgency compels people to act swiftly, often without
engaging in critical thinking (Ellul, 1965, p.43-45). Ellul posited that propaganda predominantly
exerts its influence on the undecided—a category comprising individuals with fluctuating opinions
and unanswered questions. He contended that this demographic is particularly susceptible to
propaganda's allure, elucidating the historical prevalence of religious propaganda as a testament
to this susceptibility (Ellul, 1965, pp.48-49). Regarding the relationship between propaganda and
truth, it is a nuanced matter. Propaganda can employ both unadulterated falsehoods and truths to
further its objectives. To unequivocally label propaganda as synonymous with falsehood would be
overly simplistic, as it operates within a complex interplay of context, purpose, and transparency
(Ellul, 1965, p.52-53). This perspective aligns with the views of other researchers who contend
that propaganda's ethical dimension is contingent upon these multifaceted factors (Weaver et al.,

2006).

1.2. History of the Term

The concept of propaganda is believed to have its origins in the early stages of state and
governmental structures, though the precise inception remains uncertain (Mozolin, 2006, p. 139-
140). Its emergence can be attributed to the need for a non-violent instrument to exert control and
subjugate one class to another, often one that was more dominant. This instrumental role of
propaganda in governance became evident in ancient Greece, where the earliest systematic
attempts at manipulation and persuasion were made (Mozolin, 2006, p. 139-140). Although there
are references to the utilization of propagandistic techniques in earlier civilizations, notably
Ancient Egypt (Jowett & O’Donnell, 2012), ancient Greece marked a significant juncture in the
development of propaganda. Aristotle, the eminent philosopher, categorized persuasive speeches
into three types: judicial, deliberative, and epideictic. Propaganda, in its essence, falls within the
realm of epideictic rhetoric, focusing on praise and blame (Khazagerov, 2020, p. 516). Plato, in
chapter 10 of his work "Discourse on the Laws," posited that the role of a citizen is to influence
the majority's opinion in a favorable direction, with eloquence serving as the principal tool for

achieving this objective (Plato (Ed), 1998).

The Roman Empire represents another pivotal epoch in the systematic use of propaganda strategies
(Thomas, 2022). The Romans harnessed all available forms of communication and symbolism of
their time to construct a highly effective network of control (Mozolin, 2006, p. 142-144). In regions
they conquered, the Romans filled the void in culture and spirituality by propagating their own

ideology and symbolism (Etényi, 2022). Manipulation also extended to the organization of various
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events to consolidate their influence (Thomas, 2022). Furthermore, even in its infancy, Christianity
employed manipulative techniques to disseminate its religious beliefs (Mozolin, 2006, p. 142-

144).

A notable resurgence in the evolution of propaganda emerged during the 17th century, coinciding
with the Vatican's efforts to bolster the influence of Catholicism across various regions (Mozolin,
2006, p. 146). This endeavor was exemplified by Pope Gregory XIII's authorization of cardinals
de propaganda fide to propagate the Catholic faith in non-Christian territories (Fellows, 1959, p.
155). In 1622, Pope Gregory XV issued a decree that established a distinct institution, the
Congregation for the Propaganda of the Faith, marking the inception of the term "propaganda" in
this context (Mozolin, 2006, p. 146). Prior to this development, the Latin term "propaganda" had
been confined to the realms of biology, specifically referring to the reproduction of animals and
plants (Fellows, 1959, p. 155). The primary objective of the Congregation was the conversion of
non-believers and the reclamation of those who had renounced their faith (Volkogonov, 1983). In
1627, Pope Urban VII founded Urbana College, an educational institution dedicated to the
teaching of propaganda. The mission of this college was to encourage individuals to willingly
embrace the Catholic faith (Mozolin, 2006, p. 146). Throughout the 19th century, the term
"propaganda" remained exclusively associated with religious contexts. It was not until 1800 that
the Philadelphia Aurora newspaper documented the initial usage of the term in political and
military contexts. Subsequently, twenty-four years later, Daniel Webster employed the term in a

speech pertaining to the Greek Revolution (Fellows, 1959, p. 155).

Propaganda tends to reach its zenith in times of crisis, harnessing any available technological
means to secure victory in the battle for public opinion (Mozolin, 2006, p.147). Subsequently, as
situations stabilize, propaganda takes on characteristics associated with integration, aiming to
sustain the positions achieved by specific groups or individuals (Ellul, 1965). Historically, the
emergence of large-scale political propaganda is believed to have transpired during the French
Revolution (Fellows, 1959, p.156). Napoleon, in particular, accorded significant importance to
newspapers, famously stating that "Four newspapers can do more harm to an enemy than an army

of a hundred thousand" (Mozolin, 2006, p.149).

Throughout the 1800s, the term 'propaganda’ predominantly denoted informative endeavors,
describing activities dedicated to disseminating knowledge, culture, and promoting health (Smith,
2005 p. 42). Nevertheless, with the outbreak of World War I, the word underwent a profound
transformation. The military actively employed propaganda as a means to sway public opinion and
garner support for the war effort (Fondren & Hamilton, 2023). Notably, propaganda tools such as

posters depicting heroic soldiers and demonizing the enemy became ubiquitous during wartime
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(Fellows, 1959 p. 158). This deliberate application of propaganda during the conflict introduced a

new connotation to the term, one associated with manipulation and persuasion (Mein, 2022).

Propaganda played a role, in shaping opinion boosting morale and advancing military and political
goals during World War II (Lim, 2022; Pineda & Jiménez-Varea, 2023). Nazi Germany, led by
Joseph Goebbels Ministry of Propaganda used mediums such as films, posters and radio broadcasts
to spread anti-Semitic, nationalist and militaristic messages (Han & Slosek, 2022). Their aim was
to promote Nazi ideology and garner support for their war efforts (Kallis, 2018). On the one hand,
the Allied forces (the United States and the United Kingdom) utilized propaganda to counteract
Nazi and Axis propaganda by producing films, posters and radio programs that aimed to boost

morale while promoting Allied values (Pineda & Jiménez-Varea, 2023).

During the Cold War era both the United States and the Soviet Union engaged in propaganda
campaigns in order to promote their ideologies globally (Powers, 2010). The U.S. Government
employed agencies like the United States Information Agency (USIA) to conduct propaganda
campaigns against communism. They utilized media outlets along, with exchanges and
publications to portray democracy and capitalism as systems (Saunders, 1999). Similarly the
Soviet Union employed propaganda strategies to promote communism while criticizing societies
(Powers, 2010). Pravda, a newspaper and Radio Moscow played roles in disseminating Soviet
propaganda. This propaganda also had an influence, on forms of art, literature and cinema
(Saunders, 1999). Throughout the Cold War era both superpowers engaged in proxy wars and
utilized propaganda to garner support and allies in conflicts such as the Korean War and the
Vietnam War (Akbarzadeh & Gourlay, 2023). The objective, for both sides was to sway the
sentiments and loyalties of people residing in these regions (Stark, 2023; Isoda, 2022).

Following the onset of the 21st century, the internet has assumed a paramount role in the
dissemination of propaganda (Lock & Ludolph, 2019, p.107). Owing to the internet's
organizational capabilities, ideas propagate swiftly and effortlessly, transcending geographical
boundaries and eliminating conventional barriers to dissemination (Goel, 2011). This pervasive
reach of the internet has markedly amplified the propagation of propaganda (Jowett & O'Donnell,
2012). Notably, digital communication channels have been harnessed by various actors, including
extremist groups, for purposes such as recruitment, training, and fundraising (Jacobson, 2010).
The Second Iraq War, in particular, has been characterized as the inaugural "Internet war,"
underscoring the internet's pivotal role in modern conflicts (Hiebert, 2003). Moreover, it is
imperative not to overlook the prevalence of "Flogs," counterfeit blogs designed to disseminate
divergent opinions and manipulate discourse (McNutt & Boland, 2007). Additionally, automated

bots have emerged as influential actors in shaping public opinion during significant historical
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events, exemplified by their role in the lead-up to the Brexit referendum in the United Kingdom
(Howard & Kollanyi, 2018). An additional driving force behind the widespread adoption of
internet-based propaganda is the medium's accessibility and cost-effectiveness. As observed by
McCauley in his study on the "war of ideas" in the digital realm (2015), social bots can be created

inexpensively, yet their impact holds the potential to be appraised in the millions of dollars.

1.3. Definition of Propaganda

The concept of "propaganda" has been a focal point of scholarly examination, yet a universally
accepted definition remains elusive (Baines & O'Shaughnessy, 2014). In its broadest sense,
propaganda relates to the dissemination or advocacy of specific ideas (Jowett & O’Donnell, 2012,
p.2). Leonard W. Doob, in his essay (1989), notably observed that "a precise and all-encompassing
definition of propaganda is neither attainable nor desirable" (p. 375). One of the pioneers in
formulating fundamental ideas about propaganda characterized it as a deliberate effort to influence
the beliefs and behaviors of individuals, often for purposes that lack scientific validity and may

raise moral questions within society (Jowett & O’Donnell, 2012, p.4).

Jacques Ellul (1965, p.61), in contrast, defined propaganda as a mode of communication employed
by organized groups with the objective of securing either active or passive engagement in
collective actions through the manipulation of psychological factors. Notably, Ellul viewed
propaganda as a sociological phenomenon, portraying it as a subconscious process rather than a
consciously orchestrated endeavor by individuals to satisfy personal needs (Ellul, 1965). Garth S.
Jowett and Victoria O'Donnell (2012, p.4) acknowledged Jacques Ellul's perspective, underscoring
his contention that nearly all messages within society may be construed as forms of propaganda.
According to Ellul, propaganda serves as a crucial mechanism for fostering societal cohesion,

particularly during momentous occasions such as significant holidays (Ellul, 1965).

Some argue that propagandists aim to control the flow of information to disseminate
misinformation, ultimately benefiting themselves (Messina, 2007; Fallis, 2015). This perspective
underscores why propaganda is often described as a tool for spreading ideology (Collison, 2003).
In line with this, Anthony Pratkanis and Elliot Aronson (2001, p. 15) put forth a broader definition
of propaganda in their book. They characterized it as a form of mass indoctrination achieved
"through the manipulation of symbols and the psychology of the individual" (Aronson & Pratkanis,
2003, p. 11). Their definition implies that propaganda involves the dissemination of information
with the ultimate goal of persuading the message recipient to "voluntarily" embrace the conveyed
position as if it were their own (Aronson & Pratkanis, 2003). Further emphasizing this perspective,

Maureen Taylor and Michael L. Kent, in their study on "Dialogic Engagement" (2014), noted that
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propaganda is marked by an attempt to persuade and change individuals' beliefs by restricting their

freedoms and, in turn, fostering societal compliance.

Leo Bogart (1995, pp. 195-196) emphasized the role of the propagandist as a skilled professional
who requires "a good mind, genius, sensitivity, and knowledge of how that audience thinks and
reacts." Bogart also highlighted that there is no one-size-fits-all methodology for propagating
ideas; instead, the propagandist must intuitively grasp the audience's mindset and select the most
effective arguments to manipulate it. However, the widely recognized metaphor "propaganda
machine" underscores the industrial nature of propaganda, implying the systematic production and
dissemination of specific thoughts (Khazagerov, 2020, p. 519). Building upon this perspective,
Shawn J. Parry-Giles (2002, p. 26) viewed propaganda as strategic messages strategically
disseminated by institutions "to generate actions that benefit their origin." In parallel, corporate
propaganda has been examined as a form of communication designed with the sole purpose of

steering a target audience toward predetermined attitudes and beliefs (Carey, 1997, p. 2-1).

Another viewpoint posits that propaganda aligns with the historical tradition of persuasion and, by
extension, is an integral component of political discourse. For propaganda to maintain its efficacy,
it must be "truthful within its own scope" (Taithe & Thornton, 2000, p. 2-4). It remains a political
construct because its primary objective lies in influencing individual or public opinion by
selectively presenting information and emphasizing favorable narratives while concealing certain
facts (Sample et al., 2019). According to O'Shaughnessy (2004, p.16), propaganda is often
regarded as "a complex conveyor of simple solutions." Qualter (1962, p.12) further elaborates that
for propaganda to effectively serve its propagandist's objectives, it must possess memorability and
adaptability to the specific needs of both the situation and the target audience. Pratkanis and Turner
(1996, p.190) introduce the notion that propagandists leverage straightforward images and slogans
designed to exploit prejudice and emotions, thereby prompting individuals to act without critical
thought. This concept is rooted in a person's reliance on their own emotions, giving rise to various

modes of manipulation (Bem, 1970).

Aristotle's teachings are also pivotal in defining propaganda for certain researchers. They perceive
propaganda as a persistent form of communication, extending beyond single speech events
(epideictic speech), characterized by both intensity (the frequency of repetition) and extensiveness
(intrusion into the realms of deliberative and judicial eloquence). Importantly, these scholars
emphasize that prolonged propaganda can yield significant cultural consequences, which may
persist even after the propaganda campaign ceases (Khazagerov, 2020, p.525). In their
comprehensive work, Garth S. Jowett and Victoria O'Donnell (2012, p.4) assert that any analysis

of propaganda hinges upon a clear understanding of its definition. According to their perspective,
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"Propaganda is the deliberate, systematic attempt to shape perceptions, manipulate cognitions, and
direct behavior to achieve a response that furthers the desired intent of the propagandist" (Jowett

& O’Donnell, 2012, p.7).

Andrey Mozolin (2006) explores various perspectives on the definition of propaganda. Within the
context of the "propaganda-society" relationship, propaganda is construed as a system of spiritual
influence primarily directed towards shaping specific social attributes that facilitate the stable
functioning of society (Mozolin, 2006, p.129). According to Jos¢ Ortega y Gasset (1991), the
absence of propaganda would render the development of a stable society, as we presently know it,
unattainable, given that many individuals lack their own opinions. Moreover, propaganda
cultivates a favorable attitude towards the existing societal system and its leaders (Mozolin, 2006,
p.130). Its primary audience consists of individuals who strive to align their views with the
majority, thereby diminishing their capacity for critical thinking and nuanced understanding of
situations (Thomson, 1977, p.77). In essence, the core objective of propaganda is to mold
individuals into passive conformists, devoid of critical thinking, who blindly follow the majority
(Lasswell & Lerner et al, 1980). This propensity for social consensus, the desire to blend in with

the majority, is of paramount importance to propaganda (Solovey, 2018, p.83).

The Frankfurt School theorists, M. Horkheimer and T. Adorno, examined propaganda from the
perspective of control through political and meaningful symbols. They contended that mass
cultural production reduces significant sociocultural themes to trivial ones, fostering societal

passivity and a fixation on comfort (Horkheimer & Adorno, 1997).

As noted by Oleg Feofanov (2000), Erich Fromm explored the relationship between individuals
and propaganda, emphasizing that manipulation targets the emotions and feelings of individuals
rather than society as a whole. Fromm argued that propaganda operates by manipulating emotions
in a manner akin to hypnotic suggestion, all the while preserving the significance of the individual
and deceiving them (Feofanov, 2000). D. Kretsch and R. Crutchfield viewed propaganda as a form
of stimulation that leads to suggestion (Mozolin, 2006, p.134). Additionally, propagandists adeptly
exploit the human inclination for imitation, especially in the absence of critical thinking (Thomson,
1977). In the context of regarding propaganda as a form of mass communication that centers on
the analysis of its elements and structure (Mozolin, 2006, p.135), G. Lasswell posited that
propaganda consists of one-sided statements disseminated to a mass audience. He further
emphasized that its primary aim is to control public opinion and rally society around a singular

objective (Lasswell, 1927).
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Within the framework that considers propaganda as a type of activity, scholars distinguish between
preparatory and operational propaganda (Mozolin, 2006, p.135). Preparatory propaganda focuses
on cultivating the mood of individuals who will later be susceptible to manipulation, with specific
actions being of secondary concern. In contrast, operational propaganda aims to incite specific

actions, such as racial conflicts or political rallies (Mozolin, 2006, p.137).

1.4. Forms and Categories of Propaganda

Garth S. Jowett and Victoria O'Donnell (2012) categorize propaganda into three distinct types
based on the sources of information and the accuracy of the data they contain. The first type,
known as white propaganda, involves the dissemination of accurate information from clearly
identified and credible sources, such as official reports on national holidays (Jowett & O’Donnell,
2012, p.17). In contrast, black propaganda encompasses the promulgation of outright falsehoods
from undisclosed or unnamed sources. The effectiveness of black propaganda hinges on the
audience's willingness to accept such information as credible, essentially relying on the audience's
propensity to believe it (Jowett & O’Donnell, 2012, p. 20). Black propaganda often incorporates
disinformation, which can be defined as "false, incomplete, or misleading information that is
passed, fed, or confirmed to a targeted individual, group, or country" (Shultz & Godson, 1984).
The third category, gray propaganda, falls between the previous two. In gray propaganda, the
source may be accurately identified, but doubts linger regarding the veracity of the information
provided (Jowett & O’Donnell, 2012, p.20). Notably, the emergence of the internet has witnessed
a proliferation of white and gray propaganda, blurring the lines between information and
manipulation and making it increasingly challenging for audiences to distinguish between
propaganda and other forms of content, such as advertising (Lock & Ludolph, 2019, p.108). This
ambiguity is concerning as it often contravenes established norms of truthfulness and fairness

(Messina, 2007).

Andrey Mozolin (2006) delineates various categories of propaganda based on their specific
domains of application. These categories encompass political, economic, military, and diplomatic
propaganda, each serving distinct purposes and objectives (Mozolin, 2006, p.153). Political
propaganda constitutes a multifaceted set of strategies and tactics aimed at acquiring and
consolidating political power (Mozolin, 2006; Diesen, 2022). Throughout history, notable figures
such as Caesar, Napoleon, and Hitler have excelled in the utilization of this form of propaganda to
further their political ambitions (Mozolin, 2006, p.153). Economic propaganda, on the other hand,
is designed to influence and persuade individuals or entities engaged in economic transactions,
with the dual objectives of promoting the buying or selling of goods and safeguarding natural

resources (Mozolin, 2006; Stojkanovi¢, 2022). Military propaganda serves the purpose of
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discrediting an adversary while rallying society around a singular goal: achieving victory. This
form of propaganda is often instrumental in shaping public perception during times of conflict
(Mozolin, 2006; Han & Slosek, 2022; Kallis, 2018). Lastly, diplomatic propaganda operates on
the international stage, where its primary function is to foster either a favorable or hostile
disposition toward a potential ally or adversary (Mozolin, 2006, p.153; Degirmenci, 2023). These
delineated categories underscore the diverse range of applications for propaganda across various

sectors and endeavors (Mozolin, 2006).

Other scholars, such as Ellul (1965) and Szanto (1978), have delineated two distinct categories of
propaganda based on their varying impacts on the audience: agitational and integrative. Agitational
propaganda is oriented towards inciting the audience to take concrete actions, often manifesting
during transitions in government or in times of conflict (Ellul, 1965, p.70-71). In contrast,
integrative propaganda seeks to cultivate audience loyalty and passivity, thereby fostering a sense

of compliance within the populace (Szanto, 1978, p. 10).

Researchers also identify didactic, ideological, and avoidant propaganda as distinct subtypes
(Mozolin, 2006, p.153). Didactic propaganda serves as an educational tool, imparting knowledge
to the population to help them navigate societal challenges and mitigate chaos (Zhang et al, 2023).
Ideological propaganda is centered around disseminating a specific system of ideas or religious
beliefs (Jin, 2022). In contrast, avoidant propaganda is designed to induce passive acceptance of
societal conditions and norms (Mozolin, 2006, p.153). This approach aligns with Elizabeth Noel-
Neumann's theory, which introduces the concept of the "spiral of silence" (Solovey, 2018, p.83).
According to this theory, when individuals perceive their opinions to be at odds with those
propagated by the mass media, they are more likely to believe they constitute a minority and

consequently refrain from expressing dissenting views in public (Solovey, 2018, p.83).

Researchers have identified the concept of "subpropaganda," which serves the purpose of
gradually preparing individuals, such as instilling a particular mood that could pave the way for
embracing a specific doctrine in the future (Doob, 1948). This form of propaganda steadily molds
a positive or negative attitude toward a particular subject, depending on the propagandist's
objectives. The intention is to leverage these emotions in the future to facilitate the implementation

of specific policies or laws (Jowett & O’Donnell, 2012, p.27).

Jacques Ellul (1965) further distinguishes between political and sociological propaganda, with the
latter being more intricate and multifaceted. He defines sociological propaganda as the

"penetration of an ideology through its sociological context" (Ellul, 1965, p.63). Sociological
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propaganda extends beyond various media platforms and can manifest in mediums such as film

and theater (Ellul, 1965, p.65).

Ellul delves into the differentiation between classical vertical propaganda and horizontal
propaganda. In the case of vertical propaganda, typically orchestrated by a leader or government
to consolidate their authority, ideas appear to emanate from the top, often characterized by a
singular figurehead (Ellul, 1965, p.79-80). In contrast, horizontal propaganda operates within a
group where all participants are considered equals, devoid of a central leader. This form of
propaganda is more commonly observed in smaller groups and necessitates multiple instructors,
making it comparatively more challenging to execute than vertical propaganda (Ellul, 1965, p.81-

84).

Propaganda can also be categorized as rational or irrational (Ellul, 1965). Rational propaganda
aims to disseminate accurate information that mirrors reality, providing explanations for specific
events or experiences. This form of propaganda emphasizes the underlying reasons behind these
occurrences (Ellul, 1965, p.84-85). Conversely, irrational propaganda does not seek to convey
factual information but rather targets emotions and passions, exploiting them for manipulation

purposes (Ellul, 1965, p.84-85).

In conclusion, the concept of propaganda is intricate and multifaceted, encompassing various
defining characteristics that govern its essence and functionality. Propaganda, fundamentally a
form of communication, leverages techniques such as emotional appeals, repetition, and the
selective presentation of information to influence individuals' beliefs and attitudes. Emotions play
a central role in propaganda, and propagandists adeptly use emotional triggers to elicit strong
reactions. Control over the dissemination of information, repetition, and appeals to authority
figures are integral components of propaganda strategies. Propaganda has a rich history dating
back to ancient Greece and the Roman Empire, where it was used as a tool for governance and
influence. It has evolved over time, playing significant roles in shaping public opinion during
pivotal moments like World War 1, World War II, and the Cold War. In the 21st century, the
internet has become a prominent platform for propaganda dissemination, with the potential to

reach a global audience.

The definition of propaganda remains a subject of debate, with various scholars offering diverse
perspectives. Some view propaganda as a deliberate effort to influence beliefs and behaviors, often
for purposes that may raise moral questions. Others emphasize the manipulation of psychological
factors and the subconscious nature of propaganda. Its definition is further complicated by the

blurring of lines between information and manipulation, particularly in the digital age. Propaganda
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takes on various forms and categories, including white, black, and gray propaganda based on the
accuracy of the information and its sources. It can also be classified as agitational or integrative,
didactic, ideological, or avoidant, depending on its objectives. Additionally, subpropaganda is a
concept that involves gradually molding attitudes over time. Jacques Ellul introduced distinctions
such as political vs. sociological propaganda, vertical vs. horizontal propaganda, and rational vs.

irrational propaganda, further illustrating the complexity of this phenomenon.

In essence, propaganda is a multifaceted and ever-evolving communication tool that has played a
significant role in shaping societies, politics, and public perceptions throughout history. Its

definition and impact continue to be subjects of scholarly inquiry and societal relevance.
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2. The Impact of Government-sponsored Propaganda

Government-sponsored propaganda serves a dual role, capable of persuading the audience
regarding the positive outcomes of a regime's policies, as evidenced by studies (Guriev &
Treisman, 2020; Peisakhin & Rozenas, 2018; Rozenas & Stukal, 2019), or alternatively, of
conveying a potent message of its authority, thereby instilling intimidation and silencing the
citizenry (Huang, 2015). The primary strategy of manipulation can be articulated as follows: "We
will not coerce you into compliance, but rather, we will infiltrate your cognition and evoke a

voluntary inclination to act" (Kara-Murza, 2009, p.38).

Propagandists exhibit a mastery of linguistic precision, adeptly presenting data and artfully
manipulating terminologies and categorizations to further their objectives. Their profound grasp
of the values, needs, and anxieties of their target demographic enables them to deftly exploit these
elements (Ingram, 2016). Metaphors and emotionally charged terminology serve as their
customary tools for audience manipulation (Williams, 2013). Skillful manipulators possess the
ability to craft potent imagery that engrosses the public while diminishing their sense of personal
responsibility. Consequently, this phenomenon results in an emotional orientation superseding a
rational one (Kara-Murza, 2009, p.147). In simpler terms, individuals no longer prioritize the
realization of their own aspirations but instead perceive them as already fulfilled. Moreover, under
the influence of specific conceptual frameworks, individuals may draw erroneous or even absurd
conclusions, even when confronted with glaringly evident facts. Psychologists have labeled this

phenomenon as the 'artificial schizophrenization of minds' (Kara-Murza, 2009, p.130).

The impact of propaganda, including extremist content, is contingent upon the prevalence of
individuals holding uncertain viewpoints within the population, as well as the dynamics of online
interactions. Digital models demonstrate a positive correlation between heightened levels of
societal uncertainty and an increased prevalence of extremist ideologies. In such societies, interest
groups coalesce with greater ease, and the internet becomes an instrumental tool for the
dissemination of propaganda (Jithender & Timothy, 2017). Paradoxically, individuals tend to
perceive themselves as less susceptible to propaganda's influence compared to others, resulting in
a reduction in protest activities. This misperception inadvertently quells dissent, as individuals

erroneously assume that their peers are disinclined to engage in protests (Huang & Cruz, 2021).

In the Republic of Belarus, Russian propaganda exerts a continuous and pervasive influence
(Media 1Q, 2023b). According to research conducted by the Baltic Internet Policy Initiative, a
substantial portion of the population engages with Russian media, with 47% of citizens reading
Russian news outlets and 53% tuning in to Russian television broadcasts (Doroshevich, 2021).

The Russian propaganda model, which shares similarities in both its methods and objectives with
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Belarusian propaganda, employs a diverse array of tools to shape public opinion. It often operates
in plain sight, assuming the guise of an alternative viewpoint or an 'unconventional' source of
information (Oates, 2017). Christopher Paul and Miriam Matthews (2016) aptly coined this model
as the "Firehose of Falsehood" due to its multi-channel nature and the sheer volume of messages
disseminated to inundate audiences with misrepresentations and falsehoods. The impact of this
propaganda is amplified when a substantial number of consumers endorse the messages (Flanagin
& Metzger, 2013), particularly when their worldviews align (Hughes et al., 2013). Russian
propaganda is characterized by its rapid, incessant, and cyclical nature, which enhances audience
trust and facilitates the retention of information (Paul & Matthews, 2016). Russian scholar S. Kara-
Murza (2009, p.332) draws an analogy between watching television and consuming drugs, as in
both cases, individuals struggle to critically assess their influence on their cognitive processes and
behavior. Furthermore, once individuals become 'addicted' to television, they persist in consuming
it even when they are cognizant of its negative impact, akin to how drug addicts continue their

drug use despite recognizing its harmful consequences (Kara-Murza, 2009, p.332).

1.1. Social Media as Propaganda Tools

In the traditional model of propaganda, the relationship between the propagandist and the reader
adheres to a top-down structure, with clearly defined roles of sender and receiver (Bernays, 2005,
p. 168). However, in the digital age, this model necessitates adaptation, given the dissolution of
the demarcation between "propagandist" and "audience" (Achkasova et al., 2020, p. 47). Digital
technologies, including bots and social media platforms, have significantly facilitated the

infiltration of propaganda into our daily lives (Mare et al., 2019).

Social media platforms, in particular, render news consumption interactive for users and provide
a platform for online commentary (Longa & Shao, 2021, p. 10). It is widely acknowledged among
researchers that social media has emerged as the primary vehicle for the dissemination of
propaganda content (Achkasova et al., 2020, p. 46). This is predominantly due to the ease with
which disinformation can circulate swiftly, reaching a vast audience with minimal effort (Bernays,
2005). Furthermore, the younger generation increasingly relies on social media as their primary
source of news (Longa & Shao, 2021, p. 4). One contributing factor to this trend is the ubiquity of
cell phones, which individuals use to access the internet more frequently than laptops.
Consequently, consumers can access news on social networks while commuting or waiting in line,
effectively reducing the opportunity cost of their reading time. This expanded accessibility caters

to consumers' preferences, delivering news content in a convenient package (Martens et al., 2018,

p. 21).
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Social media platforms have facilitated the emergence of what can be termed "participatory
propaganda," signifying the capacity of any social media user to engage in the creation and
dissemination of propaganda by reposting relevant content (Wanless & Berk, 2017; Ribeiro,
2021). Formerly relegated to the role of mere spectators, users have now assumed the mantle of
"media creators" (Jenkins, 2006). They possess the means to effortlessly disseminate news content,
as virtually every news item today incorporates clickable links for publication on users' social
network profiles (Martens et al., 2018, p. 22). The "participatory propaganda" model has enabled
propaganda messages to assert significant dominance within the informational sphere (Ribeiro,
2021). A substantial volume of propaganda is disseminated through a combination of "authentic
user accounts and automated accounts (bots)" (Achkasova et al., 2020, p. 47). This operational
dynamic often leaves users perplexed, ascertaining a challenging distinction between counterfeit
content and authentic information (Achkasova et al., 2020, p. 47). Within the realm of social
media, audiences frequently place their trust in individuals they know, particularly those who
wield influence over them (Jason et al., 2015). Consequently, users are not solely reliant on news
disseminated by specialized groups or professional journalists but also engage with content shared

by their peers (Martens et al., 2018, p. 22).

Researchers (Bradya et al., 2017) have observed that the inclusion of emotionally charged words
enhances the velocity of news content dissemination on social networks and expands its reach by
a factor of 20. Furthermore, it has been documented that the incorporation of emotional
expressions fosters heightened discourse within social groups (Bradya et al., 2017). In parallel,
social media platforms can orchestrate campaigns aimed at countering specific information
messages that feign the existence of an ostensible external adversary, thereby galvanizing users to

rally in response (Aymanns et al., 2017).

Recognizing the significant influence of social media in shaping mass consciousness, some
scholars (Van Dijck et al., 2019) advocate for government intervention to regulate algorithms and
the data flow of digital platforms. Conversely, both governmental bodies and private enterprises
can utilize social media management services (SMMS) to promote specific news content on these
platforms. In general, SMMS specialists are accessible to anyone willing to procure their services,
given the potentially substantial impact of their efforts (Martens et al., 2018, p.22). Consequently,
some researchers (Gosh & Scott, 2018) contend that it was commercial advertising technologies
that facilitated the proliferation of misinformation and propaganda designed to discredit news
sources. Nevertheless, solely relying on censorship and content blocking to combat

misinformation is unlikely to yield the desired results, as the goals and tactics of propaganda are
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constantly evolving. While enhancing system transparency may provide some benefit, it is unlikely

to be a comprehensive solution (Gosh & Scott, 2018).

The social media platform TikTok initially presented itself as a community primarily focused on
short videos for social entertainment (Cunningham and Craig, 2019). Over time, TikTok has
evolved into a vast platform that significantly influences the political, economic, cultural, and
social domains (Zhang, 2020, p.221). It's important to note that the platform, while not completely,
is subject to control and censorship by the Chinese government, which influences its approach to
handling confidential data breaches. In Western contexts, the leakage of personal information
typically results in a loss of social trustworthiness. In contrast, in China, such breaches serve as a
mechanism to promote fair business practices within social networks (Kostka, 2019). While
TikTok users do not pay to access video content on the platform, the service is far from free.
TikTok collects user data and sources of attention, transforming these inputs into statistical
information that is monetized through advertising sales (Van Dijck, 2013). Additionally,
researchers have highlighted TikTok's role in advancing artificial intelligence. The platform's
algorithm enables information to be disseminated more rapidly than if shared by human users

(Zhang, 2020, p. 225).

Many Chinese government agencies maintain a presence on TikTok through official accounts.
Influential users on the platform disseminate information and participate in activities promoted by
the government and its affiliated agencies. Simultaneously, the regime employs the platform as a
vehicle for political propaganda (Zhang, 2020, p.231). For instance, during a six-month period in
2018, approximately 3,000 political accounts published 100,000 videos, amassing five billion
views. While some videos were of propagandistic nature, the majority focused on events related
to the unrest in Hong Kong from the perspective of the Chinese government (Guang Ming Online,
2018). Researchers have observed that the government is actively collaborating with TikTok to
advance national objectives through data sharing and enhancing content reliability (Zhang, 2020,

p.232).

In a span of just a few years, Facebook has significantly expanded its reach by incorporating
mobile applications and integrating various services. The company actively advocates for what is
termed the 'platformization of infrastructure' and the 'infrastructuralization of platforms' (Plantin
et al.,, 2018). Notably, researchers contend that the Facebook website itself and its primary
applications represent merely "the proverbial tip of the iceberg" (Nieborg & Helmond, 2019,
p.198). Users, for the most part, remain unaware of the platform's intricate technical dimensions,
its underlying business strategy, and its transformation into an integral component of a broader

'connective media' ecosystem (Van Dijck, 2013). Mark Zuckerberg's 2017 manifesto articulates
26



Facebook's developmental trajectory as centered on the creation of a 'social infrastructure'
(Gurdian, 2017). This strategic shift signifies that Facebook positions itself not merely as an
internet-based social network but as an integral element of society, offering support for social
services (Nieborg & Helmond, 2019, p.199). In essence, Facebook has evolved from being 'the
operating system of our laptops and desktops' to becoming 'the operating system of our lives'
(Vaidhyanathan, 2018, p.99). Nonetheless, some researchers contend that these developments
primarily serve the purpose of monetizing the utilization of user data (Nieborg & Helmond, 2019,

p.211).

Scholars also assert that Facebook's core business strategy revolves around infrastructure-related
data mining, analysis, and dissemination for advertising purposes (Alaimo and Kallinikos, 2017,
p.175). This infrastructure empowers Facebook to exert control and advance its agenda, thereby
influencing the global information landscape (Nieborg and Helmond, 2019). Researchers
underscore that "the concentration of Facebook's media power is unprecedented," and the
company's media policies are far from neutral or balanced (Nieborg & Helmond, 2019, p.200). In
essence, Facebook may not merely serve as a tool for propaganda dissemination but could also
function as its creator. News organizations often conform to Facebook's standards, sometimes at
the expense of infringing upon the rights of independent journalists (Nechustai, 2018). A notable
instance is the removal of the iconic "Napalm girl" photograph in 2016 on account of nudity
(Nechushtai, 2018, p.1044). News organizations, in their efforts to share this historically
significant image with their audiences on Facebook, faced a dilemma. They had to choose between
conforming to Facebook's content standards and potentially infringing upon the rights of
independent journalists who might wish to publish such important but controversial images

(Nechushtai, 2018).

2.2. Manipulation through News Aggregators

Users exhibit a preference for news articles with higher ratings, a convenience facilitated by search
engines and aggregators, thereby eliminating the need for extensive information search (Moraga
Gonzales et al., 2013). However, it is noteworthy that the phenomenon of ranking can be
"endogenous," wherein articles occupying top positions in terms of audience reach tend to sustain
their popularity due to enhanced accessibility and visibility. Conversely, news items with lower
rankings tend to descend further, adhering to the same logic, as elucidated by Rosen (1981) in the
context of "superstar and long-tail effects." It is imperative to recognize that aggregators, including
industry giants like Google, do not invariably maintain transparency in their dealings with readers.

These platforms accumulate user data and utilize it to prioritize content that is more likely to
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captivate a larger readership. Consequently, the most popular news stories do not always secure

the top positions in the rankings (Martens et al., 2018, p.19).

Given that the ranking process is predominantly governed by algorithms rather than human editors,
it becomes susceptible to simulation. Search Engine Optimization (SEO), which is intricately
intertwined with the advertising industry, can be manipulated by individuals possessing insights
into the factors influencing search rankings. By exploiting this knowledge, propagandists and
manipulators may disseminate identical stories across "fake domains" and establish artificial
linkages between freshly generated news stories and coordinated URL postings on news media
websites (Martens et al., 2018, p.19). This strategic approach enjoys an advantage in that
algorithms are incapable of discerning such deceptive practices, deeming these stories as

"trending" and consequently elevating their rankings within the aggregator's framework.

2.3. Systems Utilizing Machine Learning Algorithms as Propaganda Tools

Systems employing machine learning algorithms, extensively employed in developed nations
purportedly for ensuring security and combatting cybercrime, can be classified as propaganda
instruments (Yakovlev, 2021, p.124). This classification pertains to software applications
characterized by innovative methods for clandestinely shaping individuals' consciousness through
the dissemination of specific ideas and values, often associated with cultural codes. These tools

leverage technical communication mechanisms alongside machine algorithms (Zakharov, 2020).

Algorithms employing machine (deep) learning analyze user internet activity, tracking and parsing
content. Simultaneously, millions of surveillance cameras monitor movements and behaviors
(Yakovlev, 2021, p. 124). Authorities and stakeholders utilize this wealth of data to inform their
policies and significant public decisions. This intrusion into the personal lives of citizens is often
justified under the pretext of "cybersecurity," a concept periodically featured in media reports
(Kislyakov et al., 2021, p. 156). For instance, Russia has implemented machine learning
algorithms for internet surveillance and content filtration. These algorithms monitor online
activities and possess the capability to block websites or content considered detrimental or illegal
by the government (Yakovlev, 2021). According to a study surveying Russian students, the most
significant socio-cultural threats, as perceived by them, encompass dangers to both the individual
and the state, notably the proliferation of cybercrime and cyberterrorism (Kislyakov et al., 2021,
p. 156). Similarly, Singapore has made substantial investments in smart city initiatives, which
include surveillance cameras equipped with machine learning algorithms. These cameras surveil
public spaces and possess the ability to detect anomalies or suspicious behaviors (Kumar et al.,

2022).
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Researchers J. Arquilla and D. Ronfeldt (1999) introduced the concept of "neopolitics" to delineate
the utilization of information from databases for political objectives. It represents a strategic
approach that encompasses cyberspace and all information systems, including media, with the
primary aim of establishing and/or preserving hegemony, primarily in the realms of information
and culture. A prominent domain within "neopolitics" involves the creation and dissemination of
ideas, values, and interests (cultural codes). These are formulated based on confidential
information acquired from internet databases and subsequently processed by machine (deep)

learning algorithms (Yakovlev, 2021, p. 124).

An illustrative instance is the ECHELON system, which collates and scrutinizes data on a global
scale. This system is supplemented by multinational corporate endeavors that unveil an
individual's private life through the utilization of cookies, facilitating the transmission of data
concerning the user's online activities. The worldwide proliferation of information and
communication technologies and the virtualization of pivotal domains within the socio-political
sphere have given rise to the emergence of a post-information environment. This transformation
has exerted a direct influence on the operations of governmental entities (Migun, 2020, p. 12).
China, for instance, employs the analysis of behavioral algorithms within its society through "The
Great Firewall of China" project. This internet content filtering system was inaugurated in 2003
(Bloomberg QuickTake, 2018). Similarly, Singapore spearheads "The Smart Nation" initiative
(Transforming Singapore Through Technology, 2022), while Moscow is actively pursuing the
"Smart City 2030" project, a comprehensive strategy aimed at establishing a citywide big data
platform (Zakharov, 2020). Currently, approximately 170 information systems are operational
under this program, encompassing a diverse array of functions. Some of these functions, however,
entail contentious legal justifications, including the storage of various data about the populace
(ranging from medical records to daily expenditures), media and social network monitoring,
identification of media-related risks, tracking of individuals and vehicles, surveillance of urban

infrastructure, and the identification of threats to regime stability (Yakovlev, 2021, p. 125).

Nonetheless, the data acquired through the aforementioned programs serves not only security
purposes but also has the potential for manipulation of human consciousness, fostering information
extremism, and facilitating terrorism (Matveeva, 2022; Migun, 2020, p. 15-16; Mozgovoy, 2022,
p. 62). As researchers (Yakovlev, 2021; Migun, 2020) have elucidated, the data derived from
systems employing machine learning algorithms can be harnessed by the state to establish a
profound and surreptitious form of control over individuals (Yakovlev, 2021, p. 125). This data is
strategically employed by propaganda to shape specific public opinions through the creation of

cognitive frames, effectively constituting specialized neural networks (Matveeva, 2022).
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2.4. Personal Resilience in the Digitalization of Propaganda

Scholars (Chubar'yan et al., 2019; Kravchenko, 2019; Strokov, 2020) argue that the digitalization
of society amplifies the production and dissemination of information, often devoid of cultural
context. This transformation engenders significant socio-cultural threats, notably linked to the
fragility of the value system and society at large, ultimately leading to the distortion of socio-
cultural identity (Chubar'yan et al., 2019). Among the youth, concepts of happiness, justice, and
socio-cultural significance, rooted in established values and norms, undergo qualitative shifts.
Success in life is increasingly contingent upon an individual's adaptation to the digital milieu
(Kravchenko, 2019). Within the digital realm, individuals exhibit signs of comfort, often at the
expense of systematizing their worldviews, thereby adhering to templated and stereotypical
thinking while prioritizing personal convenience and comfort. This shift can result in a detachment
from real-life issues beyond the digital sphere (Strokov, 2020). With the digitalization of society,
traditional and digital media have assumed pivotal roles in the processes of socialization and social
adaptation. However, they frequently propagate myths and quasi-myths as mechanisms for
regulating social behavior (Zakharov et al., 2021). Consequently, due to the influence of
propaganda, there exists a tangible risk of diminishing personal resilience in the contemporary

world (Strokov, 2020).

Researchers (Palmer, 2006; Carr, 2020) also argue that technology is bad for youth literacy
because it causes rash decisions and facilitates superficial learning (Palmer, 2006). In his writings,
N. Carr (2008, 2020) posits that online engagement diminishes the capacity for sustained
concentration and contemplation. Furthermore, regular interactions with artificial intelligence and
machine learning introduce novel sociocultural transformations, resulting in alterations in learning
formats and modalities (Lisenkova, 2018). Nonetheless, an examination of Russian students
revealed that young individuals possess a relatively high (above-average) level of socio-cultural
identity and critical thinking in their engagement with information (Kislyakov et al., 2021, p.156).
This suggests that young people exhibit proficiency in navigating the information landscape and
possess fundamental media literacy skills, enabling them to differentiate authentic news from

propaganda and disinformation (Lisenkova, 2018).

Personal resilience in society involves an individual's adherence to norms, resistance to negative
influences, self-organization, commitment to beliefs, and societal responsibility (Kordon, 2009).
Researchers (Kislyakov et al., 2020) have identified several factors that contribute to personal
resilience, including sociocultural identity, personal motivation, psychological well-being, critical

thinking, coping strategies, and adaptive capacity.
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In conclusion, through an examination of government-sponsored propaganda, the role of social
media as a powerful tool for propagandists, manipulation via news aggregators, and the utilization
of machine learning algorithms as propaganda instruments, we have unveiled the complex
mechanisms that shape our information ecosystem. The power of propaganda lies not only in its
ability to influence public opinion but also in its capacity to blur the lines between truth and
falsehood, thereby challenging the very foundations of democracy and civic discourse. As
highlighted in the analysis of government-sponsored propaganda, these tools can be employed to

both persuade and intimidate, wielding significant influence over citizens.

Social media platforms have emerged as pivotal battlegrounds for the dissemination of
propaganda, with users unwittingly becoming participants in the propagation of manipulated
narratives. The participatory nature of contemporary propaganda allows for the rapid spread of
misinformation and presents a significant challenge to media literacy and critical thinking.
Moreover, news aggregators and search engines, while providing convenience in information
retrieval, are not immune to manipulation. Propagandists can exploit the algorithms governing

these platforms to amplify their content, further muddying the waters of reliable information.

Perhaps most concerning is the utilization of machine learning algorithms to infiltrate and shape
individual consciousness. These technologies, ostensibly developed for security and cybercrime
prevention, have the potential to subtly control public opinion, fostering information extremism
and facilitating terrorism. However, amidst these challenges, there are signs of hope. The resilience
of individuals, particularly the youth, in the face of digital propaganda is exemplified by their
ability to develop critical thinking skills and media literacy. This signifies a potential path toward
a more informed and discerning populace. In navigating this intricate landscape, it becomes
evident that addressing the issue of propaganda in the digital age necessitates a multifaceted
approach. This approach should encompass not only regulatory measures but also an emphasis on
media literacy education, critical thinking development, and transparent algorithms. Additionally,
the role of social media platforms and technology companies in curbing the spread of propaganda

cannot be understated.

In the digital age, where the battle for hearts and minds unfolds in the virtual realm, safeguarding
the integrity of information and preserving the foundations of democratic societies becomes an
imperative shared by governments, institutions, and individuals alike. Only through collective
efforts can we hope to mitigate the influence of propaganda and foster a more resilient, informed,

and discerning global community.
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3. Propaganda and Society

3.1. The Role of Society as Information Consumers

Traditionally, society has been conceptualized as a collective of individuals interconnected
through various social relationships (Ilyinykh, 2011, p. 29). However, Emile Durkheim (1991)
challenged this simplistic view by asserting that "society is not a mere aggregate of individuals;
rather, it constitutes a system formed by their associations and possesses unique characteristics of
its own" (Durkheim, 1991, p. 493). In the context of the information age, the concept of an
information society is often linked to advancements in modern technology, representing the most
recent technological revolution. A pivotal driver of this transformation is the digitalization of
communication and information, encompassing the transition of information dissemination from

physical to electronic media (Bechmann, 2008, p. 11).

To comprehend the essence of the consumer society, it is imperative to consider two crucial points.
First and foremost, consumption, characterized by buyers' behavior, assumes a predominant role
in shaping social relations, thereby inducing transformations in these very relations. Secondly, it
is essential to recognize that the prevailing approach to understanding consumption is not merely
economic in nature, but predominantly socio-cultural (Ilyinykh, 2011, p. 30). In other words, the
consumer society, in contrast to traditional societies, extends the scope of consumption beyond the
economic realm and integrates it into the socio-cultural sphere (Ilyinykh, 2011, p. 30). As Philip
Kotler (1994) aptly observed, cultural factors exert the most profound influence on consumer
behavior, encompassing elements such as culture itself, subcultures, and the social status of the
individual consumer. Culture, in particular, stands as the foundational determinant that shapes
human needs and behavioral patterns (Kotler, 1994). The interplay between "new media," such as
online newspapers, magazines, and social media, and culture has instigated novel societal trends
linked to the emergence of more contemporary modes of communication. A comparable impact
was witnessed following the introduction of the alphabet, written language, and the printing press

(Bechmann, 2008, p. 16).

Furthermore, Gotthard Bechmann (2008, p. 21) highlighted the substantial influence of media on
shaping reality and serving as a tool for socialization. In today's consumer society, individuals
construct their identities through the consumption of information, music, videos, and
entertainment, driven by a conscious participation in mass consumption activities. This consumer
identity, while partially individual, is characterized by the blurring of self-conceptions within an
overwhelming flow of information, entertainment, and communication (Ilyinykh, 2011, p. 32).

Additionally, citizens contend with the challenges of rapid information turnover and accelerated
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processes, as ideas and beliefs enter and exit human consciousness with remarkable speed (Toffler,

1999, p. 266).

Another important characteristic of contemporary society is the increasing complexity of
communication. The modern man is part of a multitude of communication chains (Tchaikovsky,
2010, p.102). According to Dmitry Ivanov, today "a more informed person is not the one who
knows more, but the one who participates in more communication channels" (Ivanov, 2000, p. 11).
To exemplify, consider a typical individual's daily use of various communication platforms:
morning smartphone checks for news, emails, and social updates; work or school face-to-face
conversations, messaging, and video conferences; evening activities like television, and podcasts
during commutes. They also manage different social media platforms, each serving specific
communication purposes, such as Facebook for social networking, Twitter for updates, Instagram

for visuals, and LinkedIn for professional connections (Tchaikovsky, 2010).

As a consequence, an individual's identity as a consumer becomes marked by conspicuous "white
spots," akin to "failures," resulting in several ramifications. These encompass a superficial
cognitive sphere, where the consumer listens without truly hearing, observes while overlooking
many details, and sometimes significant events. Emotion management becomes deficient in this
person, who seeks various forms of entertainment in the behavioral sphere. Deep self-reflection
remains elusive for the consumer (Ilyinykh, 2011, p. 32). This observation aligns with Gotthard
Bechmann's assertion (2008) that user behavior has evolved in response to media accessibility,
with communication quality superseding content depth. Consequently, prevalence on the internet

takes precedence over textual profundity (Bechmann, 2008, p. 22).

Scholars such as Tchaikovsky (2010) and Ilyinykh (2011) emphasize that information is now the
most critical resource underpinning the social system's functioning. Yet, as active consumers of
information, individuals grapple with the problem of information overload (Tchaikovsky, 2010, p.
102), leading to a blurring of the lines between the real and the imaginary. This phenomenon
indicates that identity formation occurs within fragmented consciousness, thereby expanding the

boundaries and extent of consumption (Ilyinykh, 2011, p. 33).

Dictators actively suppress media diversity within their nations as it threatens the preservation of
freedom of speech (Bechmann, 2008, p. 23). Media, functioning as mass communication tools,
possess the ability to swiftly elevate any online news item into a central topic of discourse across
the internet. These discussions can unfold directly on the publication's website, thereby subjecting
power structures to widespread, near-instantaneous scrutiny and analysis in the wake of political

events (Tchaikovsky, 2010, p. 102). The pervasive influence of media on politics and public
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opinion has reached such an extent that politicians are compelled to adopt personas akin to

television celebrities to secure the support of their electorate (Bechmann, 2008, p. 22).

Consequently, this situation leaves information consumers in a state of uncertainty regarding the
true wielders of power and those merely assuming such roles. The public is presented with a
perception of power carefully constructed by the media, often reinforced through propaganda. It
is for this reason that authoritarian governments in many instances endeavor to gain control over
the media (Tchaikovsky, 2010, p. 102). For instance, the Belarusian authorities have effectively
dismantled independent media outlets, labeling their content as extremist and designating their
staff as extremist entities. Independent media have been stripped of their legal right to operate in
Belarus, with access to their content now restricted to virtual private networks (VPNs) (Media 1Q,
2023b). In 2022, the Belarusian Association of Journalists documented 17 criminal convictions of
journalists and media managers, resulting in prison sentences ranging from 1.3 to 14 years
(Belarusian Association of Journalists, 2023, p. 2). By the close of 2022, over 30 journalists were
incarcerated (Reporters without Borders, 2022b, p. 10). According to the international non-
governmental organization Reporters without Borders, Belarus ranked among the top five nations
with the highest number of imprisoned journalists and was fourth in terms of incarcerated female

journalists (Reporters without Borders, 2022b, p. 9).

Under such government dominance, society remains largely ignorant of reality, struggling to
discern essential messages from trivial ones (Tchaikovsky, 2010). As S. Kara-Murza aptly
expressed, "Opinions are dominated by the one who determines the structure of the information
flow, who selects 'facts' and 'problems,' shaping them into messages. Who raises questions
supposedly concerning society? Is this query genuinely significant amidst the backdrop of other
inquiries? Why is it framed in this manner as opposed to another? The media scarcely leave room
for genuine dialogue" (Kara-Murza, 2009). It is worth noting that the primary objective of
informational manipulation is to ensure that the message is perceived "correctly" by the audience,
provoking a predetermined response in the recipient (Tchaikovsky, 2010, p. 103; Kara-Murza,

2009).

Neil Howe and William Strauss (1991) introduced the "theory of generations," positing that
individuals' consumer behavior is influenced by their generational affiliation. According to their
research, each distinct generation is defined by a roughly twenty-year timeframe (Howe & Strauss,
1991). Within these temporal boundaries, key historical events shape living conditions and

conceptions of happiness, thereby influencing their perceived value (Zemskova, 2019, p. 3).
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It is worth acknowledging that the demarcation between generations is somewhat arbitrary, as it is
challenging to presume that humanity undergoes abrupt and drastic transformations. Instead,
generational shifts occur gradually, resulting in individuals born during transitional periods
exhibiting characteristics of both adjacent generations (Oleshko & Mukhina, 2020, p. 127).
Nevertheless, this categorization remains valuable for comprehending how different generations
interpret media, information, and propaganda, as each generation represents a distinct target
audience. Information that one generation may overlook might be of considerable interest to
another, given that each group processes information at varying rates (Androsova & Khramkina,
2016, p. 45). Consequently, we shall explore the transformations in information consumption

patterns contingent upon generational affiliation in the subsequent discussion.

3.1.1. Generation X as Information Consumers

Neil Howe and William Strauss (1991) define Generation X, also referred to as the "unknown
generation" or "wanderers," as individuals born between 1963 and 1983. This demographic cohort,
currently aged between 40 and 60 years, predominantly includes business owners who actively
utilize the internet for both personal and professional purposes (Androsova & Khramkina, 2016,

p. 43).

Growing up during peacetime, in contrast to their parents, has instilled a sense of pragmatism and
cautiousness toward novelty in this generation (Dabija, Bejan & Tipi, 2018, p. 193). Generation X
boasts a higher level of education, contributing to their pronounced skepticism (Jackson et al.,
2011). They exhibit a distinct inclination toward spiritual and intellectual growth while displaying
a relatively diminished emphasis on amassing material wealth (Dabija et al., 2016). In Eastern
Europe, this generation bore witness to the dissolution of the Soviet Union, fostering a more liberal
mindset. As they matured, they came to appreciate technological advancements and Western
culture, which had limited accessibility during their formative years (Dabija, Bejan & Tipi, 2018,
p- 193).

Generation X exhibits a meticulous approach to information quality, characterized by their status
as adults and socially active individuals who emphasize message substance. Consequently, unlike
other generations, manipulation tactics hold little sway over them. Generation X demands in-depth
analysis, skillful information presentation, and a cognitive message nature. Moreover, they are
keenly attuned to the erosion of ethical standards in the information realm and advocate for ethical

conduct from journalists and speakers (Oleshko & Mukhina, 2020, p. 129).

This cohort of Generation X adeptly leverages both new and traditional media as sources of

information. Their information-seeking behaviors encompass reading articles on internet
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platforms, watching television, and listening to the radio (Oleshko & Mukhina, 2020, p. 132). They
exploit the internet to enrich their knowledge base (Dabija, Bejan & Tipi, 2018, p. 194). However,
it's worth noting that members of this generation exhibit susceptibility to external opinions (Acar,
2014) and often base their decisions on recommendations from blogs and social networks (Dabija,
Bejan & Tipi, 2018, p. 194). For Generation X, the essence of human relationships holds
significant value. In contrast to younger generations, they allocate less time to social networks,
primarily relying on friends and acquaintances for information searches and placing a higher

degree of trust in these personal connections (Androsova & Khramkina, 2016, p. 43).

3.1.2. Generation Y as Information Consumers

Generation Y, often referred to as Millennials, typically includes individuals born from the early
1980s to the mid-1990s (Howe & Strauss, 2000). Distinguished by their sheer numerical size,
being three times larger than their Generation X predecessors (Cheng, 1999), millennials in the
post-Soviet context enjoyed a safe and stable upbringing between 1999 and 2016 (Radaev, 2018,
p. 49). While their characteristics exhibit some regional and socioeconomic variations, this
generation, in general, exhibits a heightened affinity for and familiarity with contemporary

communication methods, media, and digital technologies (Howe, Strauss, 2000).

As articulated by S. Dyatlov (2019), millennials perceive themselves as a creative class, a national
innovation force, multifunctional employees driven by capitalizing on their digital competencies,
and individuals who prominently display their status on social media (Dyatlov, 2019).
Collaborative teamwork, interdependence, and technological integration are essential components
employed by millennials to pursue their objectives. This generation stands out for its innovative
and experimental approach to electronic media, a commitment to free expression, the articulation

of strong viewpoints, and a profound desire for unrestricted independence (Alch, 2000).

Millennials represent the inaugural generation to have lived their entire adult lives deeply
entrenched in the digital realm. Coined as 'digital natives' by Prensky (2005/2006), they exhibit
substantial involvement in digital pursuits, with approximately two-thirds of them, regardless of
gender, engaging in video gaming and online activities, albeit with comparatively reduced
television viewership when contrasted with older generations (Radaev, 2018, p. 87). Notably,
platforms like Facebook, Instagram, YouTube, among others, serve as pivotal channels for

political engagement and influence their voting decisions (Kholisoh et al., 2019).

This generation possesses high self-esteem, nurtures professional ambitions, and boasts extensive
digital knowledge and skills. Their commitment to continuous professional development

underscores their dedication to deepening their expertise (Dyatlov, 2019). Millennials'
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personalities embody a fusion of traits inherited from their Baby Boomer parents and their unique
pragmatism, culminating in their characterization as 'realistic' individuals (Lancaster and Stillman,
2002). They tend to eschew complex textual materials, preferring online searches over in-depth
comprehension (Radaev, 2018, p. 191). Despite their ready access to copious amounts of
information courtesy of information and communication technologies, they have not received
structured guidance on information navigation (Considine et al., 2009). Growing up, millennials
often outpaced adults in adopting new information technologies, leading to a perception of
competence that older generations may erroneously associate with media literacy (Considine et

al., 2009).

Primarily engaged in virtual communication, millennials are conditioned to process compressed
information, occasionally struggling with the analysis and systematization of data, hallmarks of
'net thinking.' Furthermore, they tend to exhibit a degree of uncriticality towards information
sources (Bezbogova & lontceva, 2016). These traits may be influenced by their routine

multitasking behaviors (Alch, 2000).

3.1.3. Generation Z as Information Consumers

Generation Z, commonly defined as individuals born approximately from the mid-1990s to the
early 2010s, currently spans from late 20s to early teens as of 2023 (Urano et al., 2022). Often
referred to as the "echo-generation" (Androsova & Khramkina, 2016, p. 43), Generation Z
represents the first cohort to enter the world during the internet era. They are, by all accounts, the
inaugural generation of bona fide "digital natives," having come of age alongside smartphones and
various digital devices, which have seamlessly integrated into their daily routines (Urano et al.,
2022). These individuals were reared with the pervasive influence of internet technology (Prakash
Yadav & Rai, 2017, p. 111), blurring the boundaries between the physical and digital realms, with
both worlds seamlessly transitioning through smartphone screens (Androsova & Khramkina,
2016, p. 44). For Generation Z, continuous engagement with mobile apps constitutes a routine and

intuitive aspect of their lives (Urano et al., 2022).

Individuals of this generation, more frequently than their counterparts from other age groups,
access information through social media on their mobile devices (Oleshko & Mukhina, 2020, p.
130). Communication among peers predominantly unfolds on internet platforms, applications, and
messaging services, where active participation involves the posting of diverse reviews and
comments (Prakash Yadav & Rai, 2017, p. 111). Notably, many within this cohort prefer
anonymous interactions. Their heightened awareness of privacy concerns and the potential risks
associated with disclosing personal information online drive this inclination. Engaging

anonymously affords them a sense of security, mitigating the likelihood of their identity being
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compromised or exploited (Urano et al., 2022). It's important to emphasize that they exhibit a
profound indifference towards the origins or background of their conversational counterpart. This
disposition contributes to their reputation as the most tolerant generation (Androsova &

Khramkina, 2016, p. 44).

Researchers (Kuleshova & Ovcharenko, 2018) also assert that individuals belonging to Generation
Z exhibit a phenomenon known as "clip thinking." This term refers to their tendency to extract
discrete fragments from information messages, which impedes their capacity for holistic
assessment of the world around them. This behavior is attributed to various factors, including
information overload, the prevalence of short-form content, concurrent engagement with multiple
screens and devices, and a preference for instant gratification. (Kuleshova & Ovcharenko, 2018,
p. 27). Generation Z has grown up in an era characterized by information abundance, where they
are constantly exposed to a deluge of content from diverse sources. This pervasive information
overload poses challenges for processing and evaluating information in its entirety. Consequently,
individuals from this generation may resort to skimming or selectively concentrating on specific

aspects of messages rather than engaging with the complete context (Urano et al., 2022).

Furthermore, Generation Z individuals display a preference for quick information consumption
and are disinclined to focus on a single task for extended periods. They opt for visual content
consumption over reading, aiming to glean maximum information in minimal time (Androsova &
Khramkina, 2016, p. 44). Vladimir Oleshko and Olga Mukhina's (2020) study reveals that
individuals belonging to Generation Z are particularly interested in the educational function of
media. Notably, the "artists" interviewed in their research expressed concerns that propaganda and
manipulation hinder their comprehension of information (Oleshko & Mukhina, 2020, p. 130). It is
crucial to highlight that Generation Z tends to swiftly shift their attention, making prompt
decisions, and exhibiting reluctance to revisit the same question multiple times (Androsova &

Khramkina, 2016, p. 44).

3.2. Conditions for the Existence of Propaganda

In examining the conditions conducive to the existence of propaganda within a technological
society, it becomes evident that the prevalence of individualism and the emergence of a "mass
society," as elucidated by Jacques Ellul (1965), significantly influence the susceptibility of society
as informational consumers to the effects of propaganda. Propaganda's presence in a society hinges
on the prevalence of individualism and the emergence of a "mass society" (Ellul, 1965, p. 90). In
an individualistic society, individuals prioritize their personal interests over those of the collective,
potentially rendering them vulnerable to propaganda's influence (Ellul, 1965, pp. 91-92). While

people still form groups, these associations tend to be relatively small and lack the capacity to
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challenge established authorities and regimes. Paradoxically, propaganda often operates in a
manner that unwittingly fosters the creation of new structures, such as political parties or unions,
that ultimately serve the interests of the ruling government, contributing to the formation of what
Ellul terms "mass society" (Ellul, 1965, p. 93). Ellul further expounds on the "majority effect,"
wherein public opinion can be swayed by the belief that a certain viewpoint holds sway among the

majority (Ellul, 1965, p. 96).

Human nature inherently leans towards conformity and following others, a phenomenon
extensively explored in the field of leadership studies. American psychologist Robert Beno
Cialdini (2001, p. 75) identified the Principle of Social Proof, asserting that humans are inherently
social beings, and leaders should recognize societal trends that draw individuals closer to one
another, employing these trends for management purposes. Cialdini also elucidated the Principle
of Liking, which posits that individuals tend to favor those who share similarities with themselves
(Cialdini, 2001, p. 74). It is imperative to recognize that followership is an outcome of evolution,
representing an ancient phenomenon predating the emergence of our species. It is an innate trait
that evolved as a response to challenges necessitating coordination, such as group decision-
making, collective migration, and group defense (Van Vugt & Ahuja, 2010, p. 50). This trait finds
its earliest manifestation in the mother-infant relationship, considered the primal form of
leadership-followership. Observably, infants continually emulate their mothers, thus acquiring

vital survival skills (Van Vugt & Ahuja, 2010, p. 69).

According to Jacques Ellul (1965, p.89) propaganda cannot exist without media. For propaganda
to exist and to be successfully implemented, the media must be united by a common goal, to put
it simply, concentrated in one hand. After all, when there is freedom of speech, that is, there are
many different newspapers and television stations that broadcast different viewpoints on the same

issue, propaganda cannot be effective (Ellul, 1965, p. 102).

According to Garth S. Jowett and Victoria O'Donnell (2012, p. 360), the socio-historical context
holds significant importance in the realm of propaganda, shaping the propagandist's
communication style. In essence, propaganda draws upon knowledge, methods, and techniques
that predate the current environment in which it operates, leading to variations in propaganda
across societies (Jowett & O'Donnell, 2012, p. 360). The propagandist's work is imbued with
references to historical figures, methods, and motivations, as highlighted by Jowett and O'Donnell

(2012, p. 360).

The level of cultural development, particularly education, is another pivotal factor in the existence

of propaganda. To influence individuals through manipulation, they must be exposed to
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propaganda, typically through activities like reading newspapers or watching television, implying
a foundational level of education. However, a higher level of education, involving advanced
degrees such as bachelor's, master's, or doctoral degrees, tends to work against the influence of

propaganda, especially among individuals with critical thinking skills (Ellul, 1965, pp. 108-109).

In their book, Garth S. Jowett and Victoria O'Donnell (2012, p. 362) introduce the concept of the
"Cultural Rim," which encompasses the material context in which messages are received and
understood. Essentially, cultural elements, including mythology, symbolism, social practices, and
specific events, exert a substantial influence on propaganda (Jowett & O'Donnell, 2012, p. 362).
Additionally, the foundation for propaganda's existence often rests on a strong ideology that
facilitates the flow of ideas (Ellul, 1965, p. 117). Economic considerations, particularly related to
the sale and consumption of goods, also play a significant role in shaping propaganda (Jowett &
O'Donnell, 2012, p. 362). Of course, the very existence of propaganda relies on the availability of
information, allowing propagandists to disseminate messages that align with their interests (Ellul,

1965, pp. 112-116).

In conclusion, the intricate relationship between propaganda and society, particularly as
information consumers, reveals the profound impact of societal dynamics on the dissemination
and reception of propagandistic messages. Society, traditionally perceived as a collective of
interconnected individuals, has evolved into a complex system shaped by the digitalization of
communication and information. This transformation has not only redefined the scope of

consumption but has also blurred the lines between the real and the imaginary.

The emergence of distinct generational cohorts, such as Generation X, Millennials (Generation Y),
and Generation Z, has introduced unique characteristics and behaviors into the landscape of
information consumption. Each generation exhibits varying levels of susceptibility to propaganda,
influenced by their historical context, technological fluency, and information processing
tendencies. Understanding these generational differences is crucial for comprehending how
propaganda can resonate differently among different segments of the population. Moreover, the
existence of propaganda itself is contingent on a multitude of sociological and objective factors,
as elucidated by Jacques Ellul and others. The prevalence of individualism, the formation of "mass
society," and the manipulation of public opinion through techniques like the "majority effect" are

critical conditions that enable propaganda to thrive.

Additionally, the role of media and the concentration of media ownership cannot be overlooked.
Propaganda's effectiveness is significantly impacted by the consolidation of media outlets and the

absence of diverse viewpoints. When there is freedom of speech and a multitude of media

platforms presenting differing perspectives, propaganda's ability to influence society is limited.
Furthermore, the socio-historical context, cultural elements, education levels, and economic
factors all contribute to the existence and impact of propaganda. The interplay of these elements
shapes the propagandist's communication style and determines the receptivity of individuals to

propagandistic messages.

In the modern information age, where communication is complex and multifaceted, society's role
as information consumers remains pivotal. It is imperative for individuals to develop critical
thinking skills, media literacy, and an awareness of the potential influence of propaganda.
Ultimately, understanding the intricate dynamics between propaganda and society is essential for

fostering informed and discerning information consumers in an ever-evolving digital landscape.

4. Russian-Ukrainian war

4.1. Causes and Objectives of the War

The conflict between Russia and Ukraine found its origins in the aftermath of the Maidan uprising,
which transpired from late November 2013 to February 21, 2014 (Marples, 2022). Subsequent to
these protests, President Viktor Yanukovych vacated his office, Crimea was annexed, and the
eastern regions of Donetsk and Luhansk in Ukraine declared themselves self-proclaimed republics
(BBC, 2022f). The conflict saw a temporary cessation of hostilities due to the Minsk agreements
reached in September 2014 (Marples, 2022). Following this period, confrontations became
localized, primarily unfolding along the borders of the self-proclaimed republics of Donetsk and

Luhansk, characterized by sporadic outbreaks of violence (Marples, 2022).

In November 2021, Russia amassed its troops along the Ukrainian border (Demir, 2022, p. 15).
Then, on February 24, 2022, Russian President Vladimir Putin addressed the Russian populace,
announcing a special military operation in Ukraine in response to an appeal from the authorities

of the Donetsk and Luhansk People's Republics (TASS, 2022).

The Russian leadership, in conjunction with its subordinate media outlets, intentionally abstains
from employing the term "war" (Interfax, 2022b). Some researchers (Makoeva & Kurashinova,
2022) posit that Russia's objectives do not encompass the seizure and occupation of Ukrainian
territories, thereby disqualifying the ongoing events from being classified as a "war" (Makoeva &
Kurashinova, 2022, p. 14). According to the Russian government, the military objective entails the
destruction of military facilities and the establishment of secure passages for civilians in conflict
zones. The Russian government further emphasizes that this endeavor is designated as a "special
military operation," encompassing a series of coordinated military actions, including strikes,
maneuvers, and battles, conducted within a specified timeframe (Makoeva & Kurashinova, 2022,
p. 14). In his address on February 24, 2022, President Putin articulated the following justifications
for initiating a special military operation in Ukraine: "For the United States and its allies, it
represents the so-called policy of containing Russia, yielding clear geopolitical advantages.
However, for our nation, it is ultimately a matter of life and death, a question concerning our
historical future as a people. This is not an exaggeration — it is the stark reality. It poses a genuine
threat not only to our interests but to the very existence of our state and its sovereignty. This

constitutes the red line that has been repeatedly underscored. They have crossed it" (Putin, 2022a).

According to Dmitry Nekrasov (2022), an advocate of the Russian regime, one of the catalysts for
the commencement of the war was "NATO's eastward expansion," a development that is perceived
as an ongoing "open threat to the security of Russia" (Nekrasov, 2022, p. 164). This viewpoint

aligns with Putin's address on February 24, 2022, in which he asserted, "Our commitments to our
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nation not to expand NATO by a single inch to the east also fall within this category. Let me
reiterate: they were deceived, or, in colloquial terms, simply betrayed. Yes, it is often said that
politics is a dirty game. Perhaps so, but not to that extent, not that dirty. Such maneuvering not
only contravenes the principles of international relations but, above all, flouts universally accepted
norms of morality and ethics. Where is justice and truth in this? Nothing but deceit and hypocrisy"
(Putin, 2022a). It is worth noting that the phrase "eastward expansion of NATO" is frequently
employed by Russian propaganda as a means of instilling fear within society. The eastward
expansion of NATO is defined as the active accession of nations with borders adjacent to or in

proximity to Russia into the alliance (Demir, 2022, pp. 21-23).

In his address, the Russian president also mentioned the "genocide of the inhabitants of Donbass
by the Kiev government." According to Putin, this persecution has persisted for 8 years and should
have been halted (Putin, 2022a). According to the Russian perspective, throughout late 2021 and
early 2022, Ukrainian troops amassed along the entire border of the Luhansk and Donetsk People's
Republics. The shelling from the Ukrainian side, as per the Russian viewpoint, escalated.
Consequently, civilians lost their lives, and civilian infrastructure incurred significant damage
(RIA Novosti, 2022a; Makoeva & Kurashinova, 2022, p. 15). There were also reports indicating
that Western countries increased arms supplies to Ukraine, suggesting that the Ukraine

government intends to address the eastern issue through the use of force (Interfax, 2022a).

In his address on February 24, 2022, Putin outlined the objectives of the special military operation,
stating, "Its purpose is to protect people who have endured mistreatment and genocide at the hands
of the Kiev government for eight years. To achieve this objective, we will work towards the
demilitarization and denazification of Ukraine, as well as the prosecution of those responsible for
numerous acts of violence against civilians, including Russian Federation citizens" (Putin, 2022a).
Regarding the term "denazification," researcher David R. Marples (2022) argues that the term
lacks specificity since neo-Nazis do not hold any significant role in Ukrainian politics, and in 2019,

70% of the electorate voted for a president of Jewish descent (Marples, 2022).

Russian researcher Vera Malkova (2022), after an analysis of reports from Russian government-
controlled media, deduced that these media outlets also asserted that the primary objective of the
war was to protect civilians in Donbass and "facilitate the demilitarization and denationalization
of Ukraine" (Malkova, 2022, p. 123). A week after the commencement of hostilities, Russia's
defense minister clarified, asserting that "our paramount concern is safeguarding the Russian
Federation from the military threat posed by Western countries attempting to manipulate the
Ukrainian people into combat against our nation" (Arkadyev & Hvedchin, 2022). Moreover, the

press has prominently featured the term "a special military operation of the Russian Armed Forces
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against the Ukrainian regime and its armed formations" (Vyatkin, 2022). Journalist Sergey
Valchenko, in his article for the online publication Moskovskiy Komsomolets, articulated the
following: "...by the midpoint of the third week of the special military operation in Ukraine, more
information emerged concerning the persistent objectives of our troops: '"The task of dismantling
Ukraine's military infrastructure is being actively pursued, and there is little doubt it will be
successfully accomplished" (Valchenko, 2022). The subsequent day, the online publication
Moskovskiy Komsomolets released an article titled "Experts Assessed the Eagerness of Ukrainian
Negotiator Podolyak, Who Became Enthusiastic About 'Legal Formats,' Leading to the Disclosure
of Russia's Demands in the Negotiations" (Gamayun, 2022). According to the publication, these
demands encompassed "Ukraine's recognition of Crimea as part of the Russian Federation, Kiev's
acknowledgment of the independence of the DNR and LNR within the administrative boundaries
of the regions, the formalization of the Russian language's status, and, once again, security
guarantees for Russia, which involve the 'denazification' and 'demilitarization' of Ukraine,
including its commitment to refraining from NATO membership" (Gamayun, 2022). Vera
Malkova, the Russian researcher, concluded that this approach by the Russian leadership aimed to
safeguard not only the residents of Donbass but also "our country, its tranquility, and sovereignty"

(Malkova, 2022, p. 124).

In contrast, American political scientist Richard Ned Lebow (2022) argues that war constitutes a
legitimate form of state activity. However, he contends that in recent decades, shifts in societal
values have occurred. Presently, public endorsement of war typically necessitates either a national
defense objective or authorization from international organizations to initiate a military operation
(Lebow, 2022). Many states have also implemented various laws and regulations that constrain
the use of military force and the provision of military assistance to other states under attack
(Zacher, 2001). It is, in part, due to these factors that the frequency of wars has declined since
1945 (Gleditsch, 2004; Holsti, 1991). According to Lebow (2022), Russia exploited a prior
interpretation of the legitimacy of commencing a war to pursue territorial expansion. Specifically,
Russia's attack on Ukraine can be seen as an attempt to rebuild an empire. It is worth noting that
in 2005, Vladimir Putin referred to the collapse of the USSR as "the greatest tragedy of the
twentieth century" (NBC News, 2005).

Moreover, the "Russian world" theory, which posits the unification of all Russian-speaking states
into a single country, enjoys significant popularity within the Russian government (Curanovic,
2021; Laruelle, 2015; Suslov, 2020). Lebow (2022) asserts that Vladimir Putin, akin to historical
figures such as Stalin, Lenin, and the Russian tsars, aspires to elevate Russia's status as a great

nation once more.
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Russian media outlets frequently draw parallels between Vladimir Putin's leadership and that of
Czar Ivan III (Marples, 2022). An article by Aleksandr Bochkarev in the newspaper titled "Russian
Newspaper" (April 6, 2022) argued that Vladimir Putin's primary adversaries are the United States
and the European Union. Similarly, Ivan III faced two principal adversaries, the Golden Horde and
the Grand Duchy of Lithuania, both of which he managed to overcome. The author of the article
speculated that Russia would annex Ukraine, thereby elevating Putin to a status comparable to that
of Ivan III (Bochkarev, 2022). Stephen Kotkin (2022) proposed that the concept of restoring past
greatness gained traction in Russian political circles due to the perceived vulnerability of post-

Soviet Russia contrasted against the robust economic development of Western nations.

It is noteworthy that Belarus and Ukraine hold a special significance for Putin due to their cultural
proximity to Russia in comparison to other former Soviet states (Lebow, 2022). While Belarus
operates in a de facto subordinate relationship with the Russian president and is only formally an
independent nation, Ukraine stands apart as a fundamentally distinct entity. Since 2014, Ukraine
has seen the election of two presidents who did not bow to Russian influence (Lebow, 2022).
Russia's efforts to exert control over Ukraine following the Soviet Union's dissolution were met
with resistance, as Ukraine was aligned with European values (Demir, 2022, p. 14). Putin and his
inner circle struggle to comprehend Ukrainian nationalism, with Putin himself asserting that
Ukraine is not an independent nation separate from Russia but rather "an inseparable part of our
historical, cultural, and spiritual sphere" (Reid, 2022). Additionally, the notion that Ukraine never
existed as a historical entity has been actively propagated, contending that it was a construct

fabricated by Vladimir Lenin for the purpose of forming the USSR (Demir, 2022, p. 27).

According to Wilson (2017), there was a discernible negative trend in popular support for Putin,
and it was suggested that a foreign policy success might potentially reverse this trend, much like
what occurred following the war with Georgia in 2008 and the annexation of Crimea in 2014
(McFaul, 2020). Nevertheless, Lebow (2022) contends that while high popular support was not
the impetus for initiating the war, it was viewed as an advantageous supplementary outcome by

the Russian authorities.

Lebow further posits that leaders who initiate wars often exhibit irrational behavior and a lack of
realistic assessment of the current situation, ultimately leading to their defeat in these conflicts
(Lebow, 2022). He estimates that more than 80 percent of wars initiated since 1945 have resulted
in total defeat (Lebow & Valentino, 2009). Specifically, Putin did not anticipate the united
response of Western countries in support of Ukraine (Kotkin, 2022). Lebow suggests that Putin's
confidence in the success of a swift military campaign in Ukraine was bolstered by his inner circle's

conviction that Ukrainians would perceive the incursion of Russian troops favorably and welcome
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Russian soldiers, akin to the reception in Crimea in 2014 (Lebow, 2022). It's worth noting that the
term "inner circle" pertains to specific politicians, military leaders, and intelligence officers whose
loyalty was secured through opportunities for embezzlement of the Russian treasury (Kotkin,

2022; Belton, 2020).

4.2. The Progression of the Conflict

The Russian incursion into Ukraine commenced on February 24, 2022, at approximately 5 a.m.
Kiev local time (Sheftalovich, 2022). Missile strikes were promptly initiated against Ukraine
following Vladimir Putin's announcement, signaling the outset of the invasion (Putin, 2022a). The
Russian military launched an offensive, advancing towards Kiev from the north and Kharkov from
the northeast, while forces also moved in from the Donbass region and annexed Crimea (Institute
for the Study of War, 2022). Lasha Tchantouridze (2022) notes that Russia initially pursued a
classical blitzkrieg or "lightning war" strategy, with the primary objective being the capture of
Kiev, Kharkiv, and parts of southern Ukraine. Missile strikes were also directed at Ukrainian cities
such as Pripyat, Chernigov, and Mariupol, among others (BBC, 2022d). Subsequently, on
February 25, Ukraine declared a state of general mobilization (Tchantouridze, 2022).

By the latter part of March, Russian forces had been unsuccessful in capturing Kiev and
establishing control over Ukraine (BBC, 2022¢). Furthermore, by March 25, Russian troops had
been repelled from the Ukrainian capital (Tchantouridze, 2022). The offensive against Kharkiv
proved unsuccessful, prompting Ukrainian forces to initiate a counteroffensive aimed at the major
city of Kherson (DW, 2022b). On November 11, 2022, Ukrainian forces successfully liberated
Kherson (BBC, 2022b). As a consequence of the Ukrainian military's counteroffensive, Russian
troops were compelled to relinquish their positions in the Kharkov region and withdraw their
forces from the city of Krasny Liman on October 1, 2022 (Ilyin & Morev, 2022, p.11). Russian
troops also initiated actions to disrupt essential infrastructure services for the Ukrainian
population, including electricity and water supplies (Amnesty International, 2022). On October 8,
2022, the Crimean bridge, formerly symbolizing Crimea's annexation to Russia, sustained partial
destruction. The Russian authorities have characterized this event as a terrorist attack (Ilyin &

Morev, 2022, p.11).

Following the defeat of Russian troops in the Kharkov region, Putin announced the
commencement of partial mobilization (BBC, 2022c; Ilyin & Morev, 2022, p.19). Demonstrations
took place in Moscow, St. Petersburg, and other cities, resulting in the detention of over 1,000
individuals (Starikova, Vasilyeva & Heifetz, 2022). Approximately a week and a half after the
mobilization began, Defense Minister Sergei Shoigu reported an influx of "a large number of

volunteers" to the military commissariats (RIA Novosti, 2022b). Furthermore, according to Nikita
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Mikhalkov, the director and author of Besogon TV, the viewership of pro-Russian political talk
shows and programs increased from 10 to 12 million people between March and October 2022
(RIA Novosti, 2022b). It is worth noting that in his September 21 address, the President of Russia
asserted that in the event of a threat to Russia's territorial integrity, "we will unquestionably employ
all available means to defend Russia and our people" (Putin, 2022b). Approximately a week and a
half later, Russia annexed the Donetsk, Luhansk, Kherson, and Zaporizhzhia regions of Ukraine
(Meduza, 2022b). These territories' referendum results were not recognized by the UN General

Assembly (RBC.ua, 2022).

On May 14, 2023, the UN reported nearly 9,000 casualties among civilians, with 15,000 wounded
since the commencement of the war. Moreover, more than 100,000 residences were destroyed, and
the major Ukrainian city of Mariupol suffered near-total devastation (UN, 2022). In March 2022,
mass killings of Ukrainians in the town of Bucha were uncovered, and responsibility was attributed
to Russian soldiers (Meduza, 2022a). The Russian side does not admit to any wrongdoing by its
military in Bucha, dismissing it as a "staged event" and "an effort to tarnish the actions of the
Russian military" (Nekrasov, 2022, p.165). The Russian government asserts that the Russian
military conducts itself humanely. As evidence, they point to the statements of Denis Prokopenko,
the commander of the Ukrainian nationalist battalion "Azov," who, during a telephone
conversation with his wife, described the captivity conditions as satisfactory. According to him,
Ukrainian captives are provided with sustenance and are not subjected to mistreatment (News.ru,

2022).

One hundred forty-one states voted in favor of the UN resolution designating Russia as an
aggressor country, while 5 countries voted against it, and 35 states abstained (Rofe, 2022). On
March 17, 2023, the International Court of Justice in The Hague issued arrest warrants for
President Vladimir Putin and Children's Rights Commissioner Maria Lvova-Belova. They stand

accused of orchestrating the deportation of Ukrainian children (BBC, 2023).

4.3. Belarus' Involvement in the Conflict

On February 24, 2022, President Alexander Lukashenko of Belarus officially declared that Belarus
was not participating in the war between Russia and Ukraine (DW, 2022a). The Pentagon also
affirmed that Belarusian troops were not involved in the conflict (The Times Of Israel, 2022).
Consequently, Belarus has maintained an official stance of neutrality in the Russian-Ukrainian
conflict. However, there have been reports indicating Belarus' support for Russia through various
means. Missile strikes were conducted from Belarusian territory against Ukraine on February 24,
2022 (Institute for the Study of War, 2022). Alexander Lukashenko acknowledged this action on

February 27, 2022, but he claimed it was a forced response to an alleged plan by the Ukrainian
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army to attack Belarusian territory (BelTA, 2022). According to the Pentagon, there were 70
missile launches from Belarus by early March 2022 (NewsZerkalo, 2022b), escalating to more
than 630 missiles by early May (Nasha Niva, 2022a). Additionally, the joint Russian-Belarusian
military exercise, "Union Resolve 2022," initially scheduled to conclude on February 20, 2022,
was extended to coincide with the commencement of hostilities, providing a pretext for the
concentration of troops along the Ukrainian border (BBC, 2022a). Although the OSCE report of
April 1, 2022, does not classify Belarus as a direct party to the conflict between Russia and
Ukraine, it includes a comment emphasizing that providing territory for aggression can be seen as

tantamount to aggression itself (OSCE, 2022).

Belarus was one of the five countries that cast votes against the UN resolution designating Russia
as an aggressor country (Lenta.ru, 2022). Furthermore, Belarus opposed the UN General Assembly
resolution that refused to acknowledge the results of referendums conducted in the annexed
territories of Donetsk, Luhansk, Kherson, and Zaporizhzhia regions of Ukraine (RBC.ua, 2022).
Additionally, Belarus was among the 13 countries that voted against the UN Resolution concerning

reparations to Ukraine (RBC.ru, 2022).

Both Ukrainian and U.S. intelligence agencies repeatedly reported the concentration of Russian
troops and their movements within Belarus, specifically in the Gomel region (NewsZerkalo,
2022a). Moreover, the Russian military established an ad hoc marketplace in the Belarusian town

of Narovlya, where they traded household appliances looted during the conflict in Ukraine

(Belsat.eu, 2022).

On March 25, 2023, it was officially announced that Russia intended to deploy tactical nuclear
weapons in Belarus (DW, 2023c¢). Simultaneously, as declared by the Belarusian Foreign Ministry,
the Belarusian government would not have control over the use of these nuclear assets (Anadolu
Agency, 2023). According to President Uladzimir Zelenski, Russia's decision implied a loss of
Belarusian independence, as Belarus would no longer have authority over the weaponry on its soil
(Nasha Niva, 2023b). This concern was indirectly validated by President Lukashenko himself,
who, during one of his meetings with Russian Defense Minister Sergei Shoigu, requested Russia's
protection for Belarus as if it were its own territory (DW, 2023b). On February 16, 2023,
Lukashenko stated that Belarus would only participate in the conflict if its territory came under

attack (Washington Post, 2022).

In conclusion, the Russian-Ukrainian war, which began in February 2022, was rooted in the
aftermath of the Maidan uprising and subsequent events in Ukraine, including the annexation of

Crimea and the self-proclaimed republics in Donetsk and Luhansk. The conflict's origins can be
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traced back to the Minsk agreements of 2014, which temporarily halted hostilities but led to
localized confrontations along the eastern borders of Donetsk and Luhansk. The war escalated
when Russia amassed troops along the Ukrainian border in 2021, culminating in a special military
operation initiated by President Vladimir Putin in response to appeals from the Donetsk and
Luhansk People's Republics. Russia's official stance refrains from using the term "war,"
characterizing it as a "special military operation" with the objective of protecting civilians in

conflict zones, achieving demilitarization, and denazification in Ukraine.

Various factors, including Russia's perception of NATO's eastward expansion and the desire to
safeguard its interests and sovereignty, played a role in the conflict's outbreak. The concept of
"restoring past greatness" and the "Russian world" theory also influenced Russia's actions. Belarus
and Ukraine held particular significance in this context due to their cultural proximity to Russia.
The conflict's progression saw initial Russian advances met with resistance, leading to the failure
to capture Kiev and the Ukrainian capital's eventual liberation. The war has been marked by
violence against civilians, infrastructure damage, and contentious events like the partial
destruction of the Crimean bridge. Russia's actions led to protests and mobilization in Russia, along
with international condemnations and sanctions. The war's consequences have been devastating,
with thousands of casualties, widespread destruction, and human rights violations. International
responses, including UN resolutions and arrest warrants for Russian leaders, underscore the gravity

of the situation.

Belarus played a complex role, officially claiming neutrality but reportedly supporting Russia
through missile strikes and military exercises. The deployment of tactical nuclear weapons in

Belarus raised concerns about the loss of Belarusian independence.

In summary, the Russian-Ukrainian war emerged from a complex web of historical, geopolitical,
and domestic factors. Its impact has been profound, affecting not only Ukraine but also the broader

international community, underscoring the challenges of addressing conflicts in the 21st century.
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5. Media Landscape in Belarus

5.1. Media Independence in Belarus

Belarus, situated in Eastern Europe, has been under the authoritarian rule of President Alexander
Lukashenko since 1994 (Kuznetsov, 2023). Lukashenko initiated personnel changes as early as
1995, appointing individuals loyal to the Belarusian authorities as heads of state-owned
newspapers (Szostek, 2015). His regime has consistently demonstrated a disregard for human
rights, including freedom of speech and press freedom (Pashkevich, 2022). The media
environment in Belarus is heavily regulated and subject to government censorship (Przetacznik &
Tothova, 2022, p.2). State-owned media outlets dominate the media landscape, functioning as
instruments of government propaganda (Pashkevich, 2022). These outlets consistently promote
the government's agenda while suppressing opposing voices and dissenting viewpoints

(Przetacznik & Tothova, 2022, p.4).

The Belarusian press has been characterized by Steven M. Eke and Taras Kuzio (2000) as a
"propaganda machine," Ronald J. Hill (2005) labeled it a "propaganda empire," and Grigory loffe
(2008) documented "assaults on media freedom." The prevailing narrative paints a grim picture of
"control and repression" (Sahm, 2009), where the majority of Belarusian media outlets align with
the government's objectives while marginalizing dissenting voices from independent sources
(Szostek, 2015). Consequently, Belarus' media model aligns with Siebert, Peterson, and
Schramm's (1963) authoritarian classification, as it promotes support for the president, social and
national unity, and grants the state the authority to control mass media through repressive media
laws and other means. According to Jakubowicz's classification (2007), Belarus falls within the
category of non-competitive regimes, markedly differing from Western European media
environments as well as those of its neighboring countries, including the Baltic States, Ukraine,

and Poland (Manaev, 2014, p. 213).

In 2022, Belarus was ranked 153rd out of 180 countries on the Press Freedom Index (Reporters
Without Borders, 2022a). However, in 2023, Belarus saw a decline in its ranking, dropping to
157th place (Reporters Without Borders, 2023). Additionally, in the 2019 report published by the
Committee to Protect Journalists, Belarus occupied the ninth position in the list of the world's most
censored countries (Committee to Protect Journalists, 2019). Furthermore, Belarus earned the
unenviable distinction of being labeled "the most dangerous country in Europe for media workers"
in the "Reporters Without Borders" report for 2021 (Reporters Without Borders, 2020). The
introduction of a new law on public events in Belarus has led to restrictions on live broadcasting
of any unauthorized public gatherings, including protests, effectively categorizing journalists
covering such events as protesters themselves (Lukashenko, 2021). Moreover, amendments to the
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mass media law, enacted in April 2021, have prohibited the publication of poll results related to
the socio-political situation in Belarus if conducted by a civil organization without official
permission (Yeliseyeu & Havlicek, 2021, p.83). This means that reporting on the outcomes of
independent surveys is now forbidden, rendering data from officially registered entities as

potentially unreliable (Astapenia, 2022).

Independent media outlets in Belarus encounter a multitude of challenges and restrictions (Human
Rights Watch, 2021a). Unlike state media, non-state media lack access to various advantages, such
as subsidized rent, government-funded salaries, distribution, printing facilities, tax exemptions,
and direct financial support from the government (Manaev, 2014, p.211). Notably, opposition
politicians are denied access to state TV channels (Manaev, 2014, p. 212). Journalists who
endeavor to cover sensitive topics or criticize the government often find themselves subjected to
harassment, intimidation, and, in some cases, imprisonment (Human Rights Watch, 2022). The
regime employs a range of tactics aimed at silencing dissenting voices, which may include physical
violence, arbitrary detentions, and the initiation of legal proceedings on fabricated charges
(Przetacznik & Tothova, 2022). The situation took a particularly grim turn following the 2020
protests when hundreds of thousands of peaceful demonstrators took to the streets, demanding a
new presidential election due to the alleged falsification of the previous election's results

(Pashkevich, 2022).

According to the Human Rights Center 'Viasna,' as of May 21, 2023, Belarus has incarcerated over
1,500 individuals considered political prisoners (Viasna Human Rights Center, 2023).
Furthermore, the Belarusian Association of Journalists' monitoring reports that in 2022, journalists
and media managers faced 17 criminal convictions, resulting in prison sentences ranging from 1.3
to 14 years (Belarusian Association of Journalists, 2023, p.2). By the close of 2022, more than 30
journalists found themselves incarcerated (Reporters Without Borders, 2022b, p.10). According to
the international non-governmental organization Reporters Without Borders, Belarus ranked
among the top five countries with the highest number of imprisoned journalists and held the fourth-

largest number of imprisoned women journalists (Reporters Without Borders, 2022b, p.9).

On a separate note, several notable instances illustrate the tactics employed by the Belarusian
regime to stifle dissenting voices, encompassing physical violence, arbitrary detentions, and the

initiation of legal proceedings on fabricated charges:

e Crackdown on Journalists: Following the contested presidential elections in August 2020,

a significant crackdown unfolded against journalists reporting on the protests. Numerous
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journalists endured physical assaults, detentions, and confiscation of their equipment.
Several foreign journalists were also expelled from Belarus (Human Rights Watch, 2021b).
Arrest of Roman Protasevich: In May 2021, Belarusian journalist Roman Protasevich, a
prominent regime critic, faced arrest following the forced diversion of a commercial flight
he was aboard. Protasevich and his girlfriend were apprehended, and he confronted legal
prosecution on various charges, including the organization of mass riots and the incitement
of social hatred. In early May, Roman Protasevich was sentenced to eight years in prison
(Radford, 2023).

Closure of Independent Media Outlets: Belarusian authorities shuttered numerous
independent media organizations, including the prominent news website Tut.by, which
faced allegations of tax evasion. These closures further curtailed the availability of critical
and independent journalism within the country (DW, 2023a).

Detention and Harassment of Opposition Figures: Opposition leaders, activists, and
politicians critical of the regime have experienced systematic targeting. Many have been
arrested on dubious charges or compelled into exile. Noteworthy examples encompass the
detention of presidential candidates Sviatlana Tsikhanouskaya and Viktar Babaryka, both
regarded as strong challengers to President Lukashenko (AP News, 2023; Vincent, 2023;
Louis, 2021).

Legal Persecution of Independent Journalists: Journalists and media professionals critical
of the regime have encountered legal prosecution on unfounded charges, such as
disseminating false information or inciting unrest. These accusations often serve as a
pretext to quell dissent and discourage critical reporting (Human Rights Watch, 2021a).
Journalists unafraid to convey uncomfortable truths, particularly those inconvenient for the
government and President Alexander Lukashenko personally, are equated with propagators

of extremist content (Przetacznik & Tothova, 2022; Pashkevich, 2022).

Despite these challenges, resilient journalists and media entities in Belarus persist in their mission

to provide accurate and independent journalism (Astapenia, 2022). To overcome constraints, they

frequently leverage alternative channels for disseminating information, utilizing social media

platforms, messaging applications, and websites hosted beyond the country's borders. These

platforms have gained significance as alternative news sources for Belarusians seeking diverse

perspectives (Freedom House, 2022). Notably, the profound influence of the Telegram network

within Belarusian society, particularly during the 2020 protests, merits special attention. Through

this network, Belarusians could anonymously submit news to journalists, such as from the widely

followed Telegram channel NEXTA Live, which subsequently publicized these reports
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(Robertson, 2022, p. 147). The proliferation of blogs, microblogs, social networking sites, and
video portals as alternatives to official state news and information sources has broadened the scope

of discussion and criticism in these environments (Pospieszna & Galus, 2019, p. 1669).

Meanwhile, the digital transformation posed challenges for local media in Belarus due to limited
funding and a shortage of skilled professionals to facilitate the process (Hradziushka, Bykov &
Bakhvalova, 2020, p. 88). Intriguingly, researchers Aleksandr Hradziushka, Il'ia Bykov, and
Anastasia Bakhvalova (2020) observed that independent regional media adapted more effectively
to the demands of digital transformation compared to state-controlled media, achieving a tenfold

higher reach and audience engagement (Hradziushka, Bykov & Bakhvalova, 2020, p. 89).

5.2. Propaganda and Disinformation in Belarusian Media

Belarus employs a comprehensive propaganda strategy across all state-owned media outlets
(Robertson, 2022). The Media IQ project's assessment for 2022 underscores a significant disparity
in journalistic standards between state-owned and independent media (Media IQ, 2023b). The
Media IQ project evaluates several key journalistic standards, including credibility, accuracy,
separation of opinions from facts, balance of opinions, and completeness of information (Media
1Q, 2022b). Findings from the project's monitoring activities in 2022 reveal that state media outlets
most frequently transgressed standards related to the "separation of facts from opinions" (68.42%)
and "completeness of information" (52.66%). Conversely, violations of the accuracy standard were

less prevalent (Media 1Q, 2023Db).

In August 2021, Belarusian state media exhibited violations of at least one information journalism
standard or propagated content in 93.89% of cases (Media 1Q, 2021). Prominent purveyors of
propaganda included television channels Belarus 1 (64.55% of the total number of messages
studied), STV (58.37%), and ONT (55.49%) (Media IQ, 2021). For instance, during the COVID-
19 pandemic in Belarus, local propagandists downplayed the severity of the situation, largely
reflecting Alexander Lukashenko's personal stance on the matter. Concurrently, they disparaged
the historical white-red-white flag, a symbol employed by the opposition (Yeliseyeu & Havlicek,
2021, pp. 76-77). In response to these circumstances, several major independent local media
outlets ceased operations in Belarus. Notably, access to the prominent local Internet resource
TUT.BY was restricted in May 2021 (The Ministry of Information, 2021b). Subsequently, in
October 2021 and November 2021, Belarusian authorities designated the NEXTA Telegram
channel and the Belsat opposition television channel as extremist platforms, respectively (The

Ministry of Information, 2021a).
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Russian propaganda exerts a pervasive influence within Belarus. As correctly observed by Joanna
Szostek (2018), media content often transcends national boundaries, with Russian media
conglomerates, such as Channel One and VGTRK, wielding substantial transnational sway
(Szostek, 2018, p. 308). Andrei Yeliseyeu, the Head of the EAST Center (2020b), encapsulated its
principal narrative, emphasizing that "The future of Belarus is possible only in an alliance with a
good and highly moral Russia," while portraying the West in all its forms as unfavorable for
Belarus. According to the Belarusian Association of Journalists' monitoring data, Russian-
produced programs dominated more than 60% of prime-time content on four of the five most
popular TV channels in 2020 (Yeliseyeu & Havlicek, 2021, p. 68). Moreover, from August to
November 2020, Russian and Ukrainian public figures and commentators were frequently featured
on Belarusian state TV channels Belarus 1, ONT, and STV, primarily to propagate messages aimed
at discrediting the protest movement (Yeliseyeu, 2021). In April 2021, six out of the ten most
widely read online media outlets in Belarus had Russian ownership or were controlled by the
Russian government (Yeliseyeu & Havlicek, 2021, p. 80). Additionally, in 2018, experts detected
a network of internet portals masquerading as regional websites, systematically disseminating
misinformation and hate speech propaganda. To confound their readers, propagandists artfully
interwove disinformation, propaganda, news, and entertainment. Some of these sites were
affiliated with the Commonwealth of Independent States - Election Monitoring Organization (CIS-
EMO), a Russia-based entity, and the Soyuz Civic Initiative association, which maintained ties

with the Russian Embassy in Belarus (Yeliseyeu, 2019).

Belarusians actively engage with Russian news aggregators, which employ content curation
techniques to prioritize "popular" materials at the forefront of users' feeds. As an illustration of
their popularity, in November 2020, approximately one in four Belarusians between the ages of
17 and 74 visited one of these aggregators (Doroshevich, 2020). The "Aspects of Internet
Governance" study conducted by the Digital Skills Coalition (2022) reveals that 65% of
Belarusians utilize the Internet as a swift means to access information, with 49% seeking global
information (Digital Skills Coalition, 2022). Despite online platforms traditionally being viewed
as an alternative to state-controlled media, Belarusian activists, as conveyed in interviews by
researchers Paulina Pospieszna and Aleksandra Galus (2019), have encountered instances of
misinformation, manipulation, and propaganda, including content originating from Russian

sources (Pospieszna & Galus, 2019, p. 1675).

Furthermore, Russian propaganda exerts a significant presence on social media platforms. An
analysis of public pages on VKontakte, the most popular social network among Belarusians, at the

close of 2020 uncovered approximately 3,800 messages disseminating propaganda related to

54



Belarus, Ukraine, and other nations (Yeliseyeu, 2020a). Interestingly, pro-Russian accounts
witnessed a decline in their popularity during this period (Yeliseyeu & Havlicek, 2021, p. 81). A
parallel trend is evident within pro-government Telegram channels. For instance, the audience of
channels such as "Minskaya Siemiboyarshchina" and "Bulba prestolov" remained relatively
modest, numbering between 5,000 to 13,000 in 2019 and 2021 (Yeliseyeu & Havlicek, 2021, p.
81). In contrast, during the same timeframe, the independent Telegram channel NEXTA
experienced a dramatic surge in its audience, skyrocketing from 49,000 to 1.8 million. It's worth
noting that Roman Protasevich, the former editor-in-chief of NEXTA, was arrested on May 23,
2021, and the Belarusian state media attributed the diversion of Ryanair flight 4978 from Athens

to Vilnius, on which Protasevich was traveling, to a "mining signal" (Belta, 2021).

In summary, the state-controlled media in Belarus fall short in accurately portraying the country's
socio-economic realities, resulting in a pronounced lack of trust among the populace (Yeliseyeu
& Havlicek, 2021, p. 79). As of January 2021, a mere 16.3% of respondents expressed trust in
state media, while 49.5% placed their trust in independent media sources (Chatham House, 2021).
Notably, even habitual television viewers, referred to as "Hard-TV viewers," began to increasingly
engage with Telegram channels in November 2020, and internet activity among local millennials
doubled during this period, with 92-96% of this demographic no longer watching television
(Gemius, 2020).

5.3. World War Il's Psychological Impact and Propaganda in Belarus

World War II bears profound psychological and propagandistic significance within the collective
psyche of Belarusians (Gershovich, 2023). This global conflict has left an enduring imprint on the
nation, influencing various facets of their identity and shaping the official narrative propagated by
the Belarusian government (Vazyanau, 2023). Psychologically, World War II has etched an
indelible mark on Belarusian society (Krawatzek & Weller, 2022). The war was characterized by
immense suffering, loss of life, and extensive devastation across the country (Black, 2022).
Belarus endured some of the most brutal atrocities of the war, including mass killings and the
obliteration of entire villages (Gershovich, 2023). This collective trauma has profoundly impacted
the Belarusian psyche, engendering a lasting sense of historical pain and loss (Gershovich, 2023;
Black, 2022). However, alongside this trauma, the war also brought forth narratives of resilience
and heroism. Belarusians played a significant role in the partisan resistance against Nazi
occupation (Gershovich, 2023). Acts of bravery and determination in the face of adversity have
become integral to the national identity, serving as a source of pride and unity among Belarusians

(Krawatzek, 2022).
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Propagandistically, the Belarusian government has adroitly harnessed World War II for political
and nationalistic purposes (Gershovich, 2023). President Alexander Lukashenko's regime
consistently frames Belarus as a defender of sovereignty and independence during the war
(Legucka & Kupiecki, 2022). The government underscores the notion of a united Belarusian nation
that triumphed over Nazi occupation, fostering a strong sense of national identity and unity (Black,
2022). Furthermore, as highlighted by Leonid Gershovich (2023), this historical narrative has been
strategically employed to bolster diplomatic relations, particularly with Russia. Shared wartime
history is leveraged to strengthen political and economic ties with neighboring states (Gershovich,
2023). Through education, museums, and cultural events, the Belarusian government perpetuates
the narrative of World War II, ensuring that it remains a central element in shaping the beliefs,

values, and identity of successive generations (Legucka & Kupiecki, 2022).

Additionally, World War II memory plays a pivotal role in shaping the image of the enemy in
Belarusian propaganda (Legucka & Kupiecki, 2022). The Belarusian government utilizes this
historical memory to accentuate the external threats faced by the nation during the war, with a
primary focus on the Nazi occupation (Gershovich, 2023). By emphasizing the brutality and
oppression inflicted by Nazi forces, the regime portrays the enemy as ruthless aggressors
(Krawatzek & Weller, 2022). This portrayal serves to foster a strong sense of national unity and
vigilance among Belarusians, casting the government as the protector against potential external
adversaries. Moreover, the historical context of World War II is leveraged to shape contemporary
perceptions of adversaries, especially in the realm of international relations (Black, 2022).
Belarusian leaders often draw parallels between the wartime struggle for sovereignty and present-
day challenges to national independence. This strategic framing is utilized to delegitimize external
criticisms and opposition, depicting them as reminiscent of historical aggressors (Legucka &
Kupiecki, 2022). In this manner, World War II memory not only influences how Belarusians
perceive past enemies but also informs their attitudes towards potential contemporary threats
(Gershovich, 2023). Essentially, as Agnieszka Legucka and Robert Kupiecki (2022) assert, World
War II is not merely a historical event for Belarusians; it is an integral part of their collective
memory, national identity, and political discourse. In Belarus, May 9th (Victory Day) and June
22nd (Day of Remembrance and Mourning) are significant World War Il-related dates (Black,
2022). They are commemorated with military parades, wreath-laying ceremonies, and cultural
events, honoring the war's sacrifices and bearing historical and cultural importance (Legucka &

Kupiecki, 2022; Gershovich, 2023).
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5.4. The Main Belarussian Channel Belarus-1 and News Program Panorama

Belarus-1, also referred to as Belteleradiocompany (BT), represents the primary state-owned
television channel in Belarus (Belteleradiocompany, 2023). Functioning as the flagship channel of
the national broadcaster, it operates under the purview of the Belarusian government (Przetacznik
& Tothova, 2022, p. 2). As a government-controlled channel, it is tasked with advancing the
government's agenda and propagating information favorable to the regime (Rudy, 2020). Its
programming predominantly encompasses news and content that aligns with the government's
perspective and portrays President Alexander Lukashenko and his administration in a positive
light. The channel frequently highlights government accomplishments, initiatives, and events

(OSCE, 2001, p. 17).

Regrettably, Belarus-1 does not provide a platform for independent voices or critical viewpoints
that challenge the government's narrative (Rudy, 2020). The channel's programming tends to
overlook or downplay issues such as political dissent, human rights abuses, and social unrest
within the country (OSCE, 2001, p. 19). It generally avoids covering protests or any content that
might be construed as unfavorable to the regime (Freedom House, 2022). Being the primary state-
owned channel, Belarus-1 commands a dominant position within the Belarusian media landscape
(Przetacznik & Tothova, 2022, p. 2). It benefits from substantial funding and resources supplied
by the government, providing it with an advantage over independent media outlets that grapple
with restrictions and operational challenges (Rudy, 2020). This dominance affords Belarus-1 the
ability to mold public opinion and maintain the regime's control over the narrative
(Belteleradiocompany, 2023). Belarus-1's coverage and reputation have drawn criticism from
international observers due to its lack of objectivity and adherence to journalistic principles
(Przetacznik & Tothova, 2022, p. 7). The channel has faced accusations of propagating
propaganda, particularly during periods of political unrest or elections, by downplaying human

rights violations and presenting biased information (Przetacznik & Tothova, 2022, p. 8).

The Belarusian authorities allocate substantial financial resources to sustain Belarus 1 TV channel
(Manaev, 2014). As an illustrative example, in 2023, the National State TV and Radio Company,
encompassing the TV channel "Belarus 1," was granted a budget allocation of nearly 120.5 million
Belarusian rubles, equivalent to more than 44.5 million euros (Sputnik, 2023). In contrast, the
Belarusian TV channel ONT received BYR 4.66 million (EUR 1.7 million) in government
funding, while the Belarusian TV channel Capital TV channel received BYR 3.8 million (EUR

1.4 million) (as outlined in Figure 1).

The principal news program responsible for summarizing daily developments is "Panorama"
(Belteleradiocompany, 2023). Notable for presenting news and current affairs from the perspective
of the Belarusian government, the program aligns with the official narrative and agenda,
emphasizing government achievements, policies, and viewpoints. It frequently portrays President
Alexander Lukashenko and his administration in a favorable manner (Przetacznik & Tothova,
2022, p. 4). "Panorama" operates within the broader state-controlled media landscape in Belarus,
where media outlets are expected to endorse the government's agenda and maintain control over

the narrative (Rudy, 2020).

"Panorama" covers a wide array of topics, including politics, the economy, social issues, and
international affairs, with a focus on both domestic and international news, government initiatives,
and official statements (Belteleradiocompany, 2023; Rudy, 2020). It reports on various sectors,
encompassing the economy, infrastructure, social programs, healthcare, and cultural events
(Belarus-1, 2023). The program features President Alexander Lukashenko and government
officials, serving as a conduit for conveying their messages and promoting their vision (Rudy,
2020). Additionally, it delves into economic developments, addresses social issues, and delivers
news and analysis on international events, all from the perspective of the Belarusian government

(OSCE, 2001).

Echoing the overarching approach of Belarus-1, "Panorama" abstains from featuring independent
voices or critical perspectives that challenge the government's narrative (Przetacznik & Tothova,

2022, p. 5). The program typically steers clear of covering political dissent, human rights matters,
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and opposition viewpoints. Its coverage tends to be selective and aligns with the official stance of
the regime (Przetacznik & Tothova, 2022, p. 6). "Panorama" commands a significant viewership
in Belarus, particularly among individuals who rely on state-controlled media for their news
consumption (Belteleradiocompany, 2023). The program plays an instrumental role in shaping
public opinion and disseminating information that bolsters the government's perspective (Rudy,

2020).

In conclusion, the media landscape in Belarus is characterized by a heavy-handed approach of
state control and censorship, resulting in a limited space for independent journalism and critical
viewpoints. Under President Alexander Lukashenko's authoritarian rule, media independence has
been systematically curtailed, with state-owned media outlets serving as instruments of
government propaganda. The pervasive control exerted by the government has led to a media
environment that overwhelmingly promotes the official narrative while suppressing dissenting
voices and opposing viewpoints. Belarus consistently ranks low on international press freedom
indices, reflecting the severe constraints on media freedom within the country. Journalists and
media professionals who dare to criticize the government or cover sensitive topics face harassment,
intimidation, and imprisonment. The 2020 protests further intensified the crackdown on media and

civil society, resulting in the incarceration of numerous journalists and political activists.

Despite these challenges, independent media outlets and resilient journalists in Belarus continue
to strive for accurate and independent journalism. They leverage alternative channels, including
social media platforms and websites hosted outside the country, to provide diverse perspectives
and circumvent government censorship. The role of digital platforms, especially Telegram, has
been crucial in disseminating information and facilitating communication among Belarusians,
particularly during times of political turmoil. Propaganda and disinformation are pervasive in
Belarusian media, with state-owned media outlets consistently transgressing journalistic standards
and prioritizing the government's narrative. Russian propaganda also exerts a significant influence,

with Russian media conglomerates and content infiltrating the Belarusian media landscape.

Furthermore, World War II holds profound psychological and propagandistic significance in
Belarus. The government strategically employs the historical memory of the war to foster national
unity, promote its own political agenda, and shape contemporary perceptions of adversaries. This
historical narrative is carefully cultivated and remains a central element in Belarusian collective

memory and political discourse.

Specifically, the Belarus-1 television channel and its news program "Panorama" exemplify the

state-controlled media's role in advancing the government's agenda, presenting news and

information through a lens that aligns with the official perspective. These media outlets serve as

crucial tools for maintaining the regime's control over the narrative and shaping public opinion.

In summary, the media landscape in Belarus reflects a highly controlled and propagandistic
environment, characterized by limited media independence, government censorship, and a
persistent crackdown on dissent. Despite these challenges, independent voices continue to strive
for accurate and diverse journalism, often relying on digital platforms to circumvent restrictions.
The role of propaganda and historical narratives, especially related to World War II, remains

significant in shaping the Belarusian collective memory and political discourse.
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I1. Methodology

6.1. Introduction

This study adopts a comprehensive mixed-methods research approach to assess the impact of the
Russian-Ukrainian war on Belarusian propaganda. Mixed-methods research, as elucidated by
Creswell (2009), harmonizes qualitative and quantitative research methods within a single study,
presenting an array of advantages that contribute to a profound and nuanced comprehension of the
research problem. One of the benefits of using mixed methods research is its ability to offer a
comprehension of the topic being studied (Leko et al, 2023). Mixed methods research allows for
triangulation, which involves validating findings from data sources or methods (Shan, 2022).
When qualitative and quantitative data align, it strengthens the credibility and dependability of the
research outcomes (Cresswell, 2009). Mixed methods research is highly versatile. It can be
adjusted to fit research contexts (Hendren, 2022). Researchers have an array of quantitative and
qualitative techniques to choose from based on their specific research questions and objectives
(Leko et al, 2023). The incorporation of both qualitative and quantitative dimensions enables this

study to offer a multifaceted exploration of the subject matter (Leko et al., 2023).

6.1.1. Rationale and Framework

The central focus of this investigation revolves around the examination of Belarusian propaganda
within the context of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict. To comprehensively grasp the intricacies of
this multifaceted phenomenon, we adopt a research strategy rooted in Creswell's Sequential
Explanatory methodology (2009, p. 211). This methodological approach involves the sequential
application of quantitative content analysis followed by qualitative interviews, thereby facilitating
a comprehensive exploration of the research inquiries central to this study. Our primary objectives
encompass evaluating the evolution and transformation of propagandistic content disseminated
through the "Panorama" program on Belarus 1 television subsequent to Russia's military
engagement in Ukraine. Furthermore, we aim to discern whether the prevailing apathy observed
among a significant segment of the Belarusian population contributes to the perpetuation of
propaganda within society. The integration of quantitative data, which provides empirical insights
into the shifts and recurring patterns within propaganda content over a specified time frame, along
with qualitative interviews offering deeper insights into the underlying motivations and decision-
making processes, fortifies the depth and credibility of our findings. This approach equips us to
draw robust conclusions regarding the impact of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict on Belarusian

propaganda as manifested through the medium of the 'Panorama' program.
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6.1.2. Research Objectives

The primary aim of this study is to derive comprehensive and nuanced conclusions through a
meticulous analysis of the propaganda techniques employed in the 'Panorama' program, which is
broadcasted on the Belarusian television channel 'Belarus 1,' both prior to and during the ongoing
Ukraine conflict. This endeavor is driven by the aspiration to provide valuable insights into the
evolving propaganda strategies within the 'Panorama' program and to elucidate their broader
implications within the domain of media manipulation and information warfare. Furthermore, we
endeavor to gain an intricate understanding of the role played by Belarusian society in facilitating
the perpetuation of propaganda. Thus, the focal subjects of this study encompass the examination
of propaganda within the 'Panorama' program on the Belarusian television channel 'Belarus 1' and
an in-depth exploration of the dynamics within Belarusian society that contribute to the existence

and propagation of propaganda.

6.1.3. Structure of the Methodology Section

The forthcoming sections of this dissertation will expound upon the methodologies employed in
both quantitative content analysis and qualitative interviews. These sections will elucidate the
research questions, delineate the processes of data collection, and outline the analytical techniques
wielded within each phase. Employing the Sequential Explanatory strategy, this study aims to
present an all-encompassing understanding of the dynamic propaganda strategies deployed in the
'Panorama’ program, affording insights into their significance within the broader context of media

manipulation and information warfare.

6.2. Content Analysis Approach

Content analysis is a systematic and objective methodology used to scrutinize communication
content (Cresswell, 2009, p. 178). It involves the identification of patterns, themes, and
relationships within a corpus of data, leading to valuable insights and informed conclusions
(Kyngds, 2020, p. 227). As outlined by Cresswell (2009, p. 178), content analysis is a versatile
tool applicable to various types of data, encompassing interviews, documents, social media posts,
news articles, advertisements, and more. It serves as a robust analytical framework for dissecting
media content, such as news articles, social media posts, and public speeches, facilitating the

detection of discernible patterns in public opinion regarding specific subjects (Stemler, 2001).

6.2.1. Application

Within the context of this study, content analysis assumes a pivotal role as a methodological tool
for deconstructing the messages, narratives, and propaganda techniques featured in the 'Panorama’
program broadcast on the Belarusian TV channel 'Belarus 1'. This method affords us the means to

conduct a quantitative assessment of various facets of the program's content, encompassing the
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frequency of specific themes, the tonal attributes of coverage, and the utilization of distinct
propaganda strategies. The content analysis process entails meticulous scrutiny of transcripts,
video recordings, and related materials derived from the 'Panorama’ program. By categorizing and
quantifying elements such as keywords, topics, and sentiment, we aim to discern shifts or patterns
within the propaganda content, particularly as it evolved before and during the Russian-Ukrainian
war. This approach empowers us with empirical evidence to substantiate our understanding of the

program's evolving propaganda strategies.

Furthermore, this method is exceptionally well-suited for our study due to its capacity to unveil
how particular groups or subjects are depicted within the media landscape. Content analysis is
instrumental in identifying patterns of representation, encompassing the recognition of stereotypes,
biases, or instances of underrepresentation (Cresswell, 2009, p. 183). The fundamental objective
of this method is to systematically analyze communication content (Flick et al., 2004, p. 266) in
order to unveil the underlying meanings inherent in these communications (Wildemuth, 2017, p.

319).

The "Panorama’ program on the TV channel 'Belarus 1' serves as a rich source of communication
material, allowing us to comprehend how the policies of Belarusian authorities have evolved since
the outset of the Russian-Ukrainian war. As emphasized by Creswell (2009), quantitative research
hinges on textual and visual data collected through the examination of documents. In this regard,
our focus lies in scrutinizing television news reports within the 'Panorama’ program on the TV

channel 'Belarus 1'.

6.2.2. Subject of Analysis

This study focuses on the content of "Panorama," a news program broadcast on the Belarusian TV
channel "Belarus 1." "Panorama" was chosen for analysis due to its recognized status as one of the
primary propaganda programs within the Belarusian television landscape (as elaborated in section
5.3, "The Main Belarusian Channel Belarus 1 and the News Program Panorama"). Additionally,
the Belarusian TV channel "Belarus 1" holds a central position as the primary state-owned
television channel in Belarus (as detailed in section 5.3, "The Main Belarusian Channel Belarus 1
and the News Program Panorama"). "Panorama" is a news program that provides a summary of
daily events. It occupies a prominent position in the television schedule, airing during the prime
evening time slot at 21:00 on weekdays (Belteleradiocompany, 2023). The program typically has
an average duration of 40 minutes (Belarus 1, 2023). For the purpose of this analysis, a total of 12

editions of the "Panorama" program will be included in the study.
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6.2.3. Sampling Strategy

In line with the conventions of content analysis (Flick et al., 2004), this study employs a systematic
approach to curate and document communication materials. Content analysis typically involves
working with a purposefully chosen sample of texts (Wildemuth, 2017, p. 319), with the sampling
strategy representing the process of selecting specific content or documents for analysis

(Cresswell, 2009).

In this context, our focus centers on assessing changes and enhancements in regime propaganda,
necessitating the use of purposive sampling. As articulated by Bhardwaj (2019), purposive
sampling entails the deliberate selection of content or documents based on predefined criteria
pertinent to the research objectives. This approach allows us to concentrate on particular types of
content expected to yield comprehensive and informative data (Andrade, 2021). Examples of
purposive sampling encompass the selection of influential documents, popular articles, or
representative samples from distinct sources or timeframes (Campbell et al., 2020). This strategy
optimizes efficiency and resource utilization, particularly when dealing with extensive or diverse
data sources, as it focuses analysis on a strategically selected subset (Cresswell, 2009).
Importantly, purposive sampling enables alignment of the sampling strategy with the specific

research objectives and questions (Andrade, 2021).

The sampling period is set at one year, consisting of one program per month. Programs from the
six months preceding and the six months following the commencement of the Russian-Ukrainian
war on February 24, 2022, was subjected to analysis. This approach allows for tracking trends and
discerning how regime propaganda evolved in response to changes in foreign policy. It's worth
noting that purposive sampling may introduce a risk of sampling bias due to subjective researcher

judgment in content selection (Ames, Glenton & Lewin, 2019).

To uphold objectivity in content analysis results, a meticulous selection scheme has been devised.
Specifically, one episode per month was chosen, each originating from a different week and day.
For instance, if the program aired on a Monday during the first week of the month is analyzed, the
subsequent program was selected from the second week of the following month on a Tuesday, and

so forth (for further details, refer to Table 1).

While purposive sampling offers many advantages, it is susceptible to overlooking valuable
content or documents that might not conform to predetermined criteria, potentially leading to an
incomplete understanding of the research topic (Cresswell, 2009). As emphasized by Bhardwaj
(2019), researchers must remain vigilant regarding potential blind spots and consider alternative
perspectives or sources of information. To mitigate these risks, this study will employ a transparent
selection process, meticulously documenting the criteria employed and any potential biases

introduced during sampling.

6.2.4. The Researcher's Role and Ethical Considerations

According to Cresswell (2009), the researcher holds the responsibility for designing the research
design, which encompasses defining the research questions, selecting the appropriate
methodology, and establishing the analysis's scope and objectives. Moreover, ethical

considerations must be carefully weighed, and the study should adhere to ethical guidelines

(Kyngis, 2020).

This study adheres to ethical norms as it focuses solely on publicly available materials accessible
to any user. Analyzing public documents typically does not necessitate obtaining informed consent
from individuals, as the information is publicly accessible (Schiff, Borenstein, Biddle, & Laas,
2021). Nevertheless, it remains essential to handle these documents with integrity, respecting their
original context and intended use, as will be demonstrated with the sources employed in this study.
Additionally, proper citation and attribution are vital to acknowledge the original creators or
publishers of the documents, thus ensuring academic integrity and preserving intellectual property

rights (Schiff et al., 2021).

As noted by Stempler (2001), content analysis entails the development of coding schemes or
frameworks that guide data categorization and analysis. The researcher assumes a central role in

crafting these coding schemes, which may involve the selection of relevant categories, definition
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of codes, and establishment of coding rules or guidelines (Hsieh & Shannon, 2005). The coding
scheme should align closely with the research objectives and effectively capture the key themes
or concepts of interest (Weber, 1990). In this study, the coding scheme aligns seamlessly with its
objectives, designed to discern propaganda trends on the primary Belarusian TV channel in

response to shifts in the foreign policy landscape.

Collecting data for analysis is another responsibility assumed by the researcher, involving the
gathering of relevant documents, texts, media content, or other sources in line with the research
objectives (Hsieh & Shannon, 2005). As mentioned previously, this study employs public audio-
visual materials, specifically episodes of the news program "Panorama" on the Belarusian TV
channel "Belarus 1". All episodes are publicly accessible on the TV channel's website,

WWWw.tvr.by.

Interpreting the results of the content analysis and drawing meaningful conclusions is a pivotal
role played by the researcher (Hsieh & Shannon, 2005). This includes analyzing the coded data,
identifying patterns, themes, or trends, and interpreting the findings within the context of the
research objectives (Kleinheksel et al., 2020). Furthermore, the researcher should present the
results transparently and clearly, elucidating the analytical process, providing pertinent examples,
and discussing the implications of the findings (Kyngds, 2020). The entire content analysis
process, along with its outcomes, will be presented comprehensibly in the final chapters of this

study: Results Presentation and Results Discussion.

6.2.5. Data Collection and Analysis

As previously mentioned, (refer to 5.3. The main Belarusian channel Belarus 1 and the news
program Panorama), episodes of the program "Panorama" are publicly available on the official
website of the TV channel (www.tvr.by). These programs are posted on the site in video format.
Additionally, the website page contains text announcements of the news program, often mirroring
the verbal announcements made by the anchor on air (see Appendixes 7-18). To prepare the
material for content analysis, all 12 episodes of the Panorama program were meticulously
transcribed (see Appendixes 7-18). The transcription process employed the "Transkriptor"
software (app.transkriptor.com), a tool designed for converting Russian-language audio and video
files into text. However, this conversion necessitates the uploading of the video or audio file to the
website from a computer (Transkriptor, 2022). Since the TV channel "Belarus 1" (www.tvr.by)
does not permit video downloading to personal computers, the audio was recorded using the
iPhone 13 mini dictaphone. Subsequently, the audio files were wuploaded to the
app.transkriptor.com website for conversion into text documents. It's noteworthy that this

conversion process introduced some inaccuracies and typos that were subsequently corrected
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manually. In total, twelve Panorama news programs were transcribed using this method, with a
cumulative duration of 11 hours, 9 minutes, and 23 seconds. During this period, 81,204 words

were spoken by TV presenters, reporters, and speakers.

News outlets comprise a heterogeneous mix of news covering various topics and varying in length
(Boyd, Stewart & Alexander, 2012; Zettl, 1999). For analytical purposes, each Panorama episode
was segmented into news blocks: short news stories and long news stories. Short news stories took
several forms, including the words of the anchor delivering the news, the anchor's words
supplemented by statements from interviewed individuals (speakers), or program/event
announcements. Program or event announcements, consisting of either the anchor's words, the
reporter's words, or voice-over narration, were also categorized as short news stories (see
Appendixes 7-18). Importantly, this categorization did not affect the analysis's relevance, as the
study did not aim to dissect the text by news genre. Long news stories encompassed the anchor's
words and the correspondent's report. Consequently, the entire body of text was divided into these

two categories: long and short news stories (see Appendixes 7-18).

During the segmentation of the Panorama newscasts into distinct news blocks, this study identified
eleven of the most frequently occurring topics. Subsequently, the text underwent a meticulous
analysis grounded in these identified topics, which include Ukraine, Russia, USA, Europe, World
War II, Covid-19, Sanctions, Poland, Refugees, Opposition, and Constitutional amendments. To
facilitate the textual analysis process, each of the aforementioned themes was assigned a distinct
color code (refer to Appendix 1). The comprehensive analysis encompassed various dimensions,
including the frequency of topic mentions within the news items, the associated tone or sentiment
linked to each topic, the attribution of authorship to the news item, and the identification of specific
keywords. All twelve episodes of the Panorama program were then systematically categorized into
two broad groups: the pre-war Panorama newscasts, spanning from September 2021 to February
2022, inclusive. The rationale behind including the last month in the pre-war period was the
deliberate selection of the Panorama program aired on February 7, 2022, which preceded the
commencement of Russia's armed invasion of Ukraine by a mere 17 days. The second group
encompassed Panorama newscasts aired during the wartime period. This method of categorization
has been instrumental in facilitating a comparative analysis of the data, thereby enabling the
formulation of specific conclusions pertaining to the nature of propaganda both before the outbreak

of hostilities in Ukraine and during the course of the conflict.

6.2.6. Variables
Quantitative research involves variables that are represented by digital symbols and numerical

values (Knapp & Daly, 2011, p.33). In this research, several variables are considered. The
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independent variables include time, specific thematic blocks mentioned earlier (refer to Data
Collection and Analysis), and the level of propaganda present in the analyzed programs. As
previously noted (refer to Subject of analysis), the foundational assumption is that the "Panorama"
program on the TV channel "Belarus 1" exhibits a high level of propaganda. In essence, these
independent variables remain constant and are not manipulated throughout the study. It is
important to note that, as per Cresswell's guidance (2009, p. 157), one of the independent variables
should serve as the treatment variable. In this research, time functions as the treatment variable.
By incorporating the time dimension, we aim to analyze and discern the disparities between pre-

war propaganda and the propaganda utilized during the war.

The dependent variables in this research encompass the following factors: the number of mentions
of specific topics, the tone of the news content, the authorship of the messages, and the
identification of keywords. These dependent variables will be assessed and analyzed to understand

how they are influenced by changes in the independent variables over time.

6.2.7. Frequency of Mentioning the Topic in the News Item

Given our characterization of the Panorama program as propaganda (refer to 5.3. The main
Belarusian channel Belarus 1 and news program Panorama), assessing the frequency of
mentioning specific topics can provide insights into the focus of Belarusian propaganda during
different time periods. The frequency of mentioning particular topics was measured using two

distinct methods.

Method 1: This method entailed a systematic word count analysis for each topic under
consideration. Initially, we compiled the cumulative word count encompassing the spoken content
by television anchors, reporters, and speakers featured in the Panorama programs, both pre and
post the Ukraine invasion. Following this, we conducted a granular word count calculation for
each thematic block during the specified time frames, employing the Microsoft Word Statistics
tool for this purpose (detailed in Appendix 2). This analytical approach enabled us to ascertain the
relative frequency of each topic's mention in relation to the overall news content. The formula

employed for this computation was:

_ Number of words on the topic * 100

Total number of words

The calculations were performed separately for the two sets of news (before and after the outbreak
of war). This method effectively quantified the extent to which Belarus 1 TV channel staff
discussed specific topics. While this measurement method is user-friendly and accessible, it does

have some limitations. For example, the topics "Europe" and "USA" often overlapped, and at
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times, the TV channel's staff referred to the collective West. In such cases, the same text portions

were counted for both the "USA" and "Europe" topics.

Method 2: To ensure the analysis's relevance, we employed an alternative method to measure the
frequency of topic mentions within a comprehensive news story. We devised a three-point scale
to gauge how often a topic was mentioned within a general news item. One point was assigned for
a brief mention of a topic in a short or long news story, which could include a single word, a
phrase, or a sentence (up to a maximum of 2-3 sentences). Two points were allocated if an entire
short news story or its central idea was dedicated to the topic. Three points were awarded if a topic

formed the main subject of a long news story or constituted its central idea (see Table 2).

Frequency of mention Score

Quick Mentioning (2-3 sentences maximum) 1

Short news story/mentioning more than 3 times | 2

Long news story 3

Table 2. Mention Frequency Measurement Scale in News Stories

We then computed the total point count for each news story and for each topic within a news story.

To determine the mentionability of each topic in a news item, we used the formula:

Topic points * 100

~ Total number of points in a news item

This approach enabled us to calculate the mentionability of various topics during different time

intervals (refer to Appendix 3).

6.2.8. Theme Tonality

The Sentiment Scale: Negative to Positive was employed to gauge the tonality of topics (see Table
3). This system i1s widely adopted by researchers (Shen & Chen, 2022; Geissler et al., 2023; Zhang
et al., 2023) due to its merits, including simplicity, ease of interpretation, widespread use,

quantitative measurement, and versatility (Shapiro et al., 2022).

Tone Abbreviation | Description

Very Negative | Vneg The text strongly expresses negative sentiment, conveying

strong dissatisfaction, sadness, or pessimism.

In this study, a score was attributed to each mention of a specific topic within a news item.
Subsequently, all news releases were categorized into two-time groups: before and after the
commencement of the armed invasion of Ukraine. For each topic within each time group, the total
count of evaluative judgments was tallied, followed by the calculation of the percentage of
positive, neutral, or negative references to that particular topic (refer to Appendix 4). The tone of

the topic was computed using the following formula:

Number of evaluative judgments in a particular tone * 100

~ Total number of evaluative judgments concerning that topic in a particular time group

These computations enabled us to discern how the tone of a topic evolved before the armed

invasion of Ukraine and during the war.

However, it is important to acknowledge that this method of measuring message tone has its
limitations, including a lack of nuance (failing to capture the full spectrum of human emotions),
oversimplification of complex emotions, and potential loss of context (Stellern et al., 2023).
Additionally, this method may not adequately consider cultural sensitivity and context, and in
some instances, the tone can be ambiguous, posing challenges in its assessment (Shapiro et al.,

2022).

To mitigate some of the limitations associated with using a simplistic "Negative to Positive"
sentiment scale in sentiment analysis, messages were evaluated with consideration of context.
Furthermore, as previously mentioned, a more detailed sentiment strength analysis was conducted.
For this purpose, a 5-point sentiment scale was employed to indicate not only whether a message
was positive or negative but also to convey the strength of the sentiment (e.g., "very positive" and
"very negative"). The analysis also incorporated regional cultural characteristics. Additionally,
explicit criteria were established to define a neutral sentiment in this analysis. Thus, a news item

was classified as neutral if it was purely informative and did not elicit an emotional response in
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viewers. Such messages employed vocabulary devoid of emotional connotations and were

considered emotionally neutral.

6.2.9. Authorship of the Message

To determine the authorship of specific news reports, the researcher classified them into three
authorship groups. The first group encompassed news reports voiced by the anchor, the second
group included those voiced by the reporter, and the third group comprised messages voiced by
speakers (interviewed individuals). In cases where a news report was voiced by, for instance, both
the anchor and the reporter or the anchor and a speaker simultaneously, preference was given to
the author who voiced the majority of the news (in terms of word count). Subsequently, the
researcher categorized all newscasts into two groups: those before the outbreak of war and those
after the outbreak of war. The total number of topic mentions by different authors was tallied, and
the percentage for each topic was computed. Authorship of the message was determined using the

following formula:

__ Mention of the topic by an individual author * 100

Number of mentions of the topic by all authors

These calculations provided insights into which topics were more frequently mentioned by specific

authors during specific time periods (refer to Appendix 5).

6.2.10. Keywords

To assess the presence of keywords, the online service Advego (advego.com) was employed. This
service facilitates the identification of the semantic core of a text by identifying keywords (Chirkin,
2013). Before utilizing the service, all issues were once again categorized into two-time groups:
before the outbreak of hostilities in Ukraine and after the outbreak of war in Ukraine. Texts related
to a specific topic within a given time frame were grouped into thematic blocks. To ensure the

integrity of the analysis, notes such as "music," "announcement," "screensaver," and news report
contributors were excluded from the text. Each thematic block's text was individually input into
the Advego tool. The tool automatically identified the most frequently recurring words that
constituted the semantic core of each topic. The researcher focused on analyzing unique and
pertinent words for each topic, excluding pronouns and conjunctions, as they do not constitute the
text's semantic core (Jurafsky & Martin, 2020; Manning & Schutze, 1999). This analysis enabled
the tracking of changes in Belarusian propaganda following the commencement of hostilities in

Ukraine.

6.3. Interview Approach

In addition to content analysis, this study will incorporate a qualitative interview approach to gain
deeper insights into the production and dissemination of propaganda within the 'Panorama’
program. Interviews were conducted with key stakeholders involved in the Belarusian propaganda
production analysis, including editors-in-chief and journalists. These interviews are designed to
explore the motivations, decision-making processes, and perspectives of those who have analyzed
propaganda and manipulations for many years. By engaging with these individuals, we aim to
uncover underlying factors that influence the propaganda narrative. Moreover, the interviews will
provide a human perspective on the program's editorial choices and the impact of external events,

such as the Russian-Ukrainian war, on the content.

According to Cresswell (2009, p.4), qualitative research is a valuable tool for exploring and
understanding the meaning people ascribe to a social or human problem. The goal of qualitative
research is to gain a deep understanding of human behavior, experiences, and the social and
cultural context in which they occur (Yadav, 2021). Unlike quantitative research, which focuses
on numerical data and statistical analysis, qualitative research involves the collection and analysis
of non-numerical data such as interviews, observations, and textual analysis (Cresswell, 2009,

p.173-175).

Qualitative research aims to explore and uncover new insights, perspectives, and phenomena that
may not be readily apparent or measurable. It allows researchers to delve into complex and
nuanced aspects of human life (Kohler, Smith & Bhakoo, 2021, p. 184). Qualitative research seeks
to provide a rich and detailed description of a particular phenomenon, event, or social context
(Yadav, 2021). Additionally, this method focuses on understanding the subjective experiences,

perspectives, and interpretations of individuals or groups (Cresswell, 2009, p.177).

Qualitative research emphasizes the importance of understanding the social, cultural, and historical
context in which phenomena occur. It seeks to explore the influence of these contextual factors on
individual and group behavior (Dolbec, Canniford, & Fischer, 2021, p.445). The method
contributes to the development and refinement of theories by generating new concepts, insights,
and hypotheses. It often involves an iterative process of data collection and analysis, allowing for

theory-building from the ground up (Kd6hler, Smith & Bhakoo, 2021, p. 185).

An important advantage of qualitative research is its ability to provide rich, detailed, and in-depth
insights into complex phenomena and human experiences (Cresswell, 2009, p.180). An important

condition for qualitative research is the concept of "richness" or "thick description." This condition
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emphasizes the need for detailed, in-depth, and contextually rich data collection and analysis

(Yadav, 2021).

6.3.1. Participant Selection

For this research, the decision was made to interview experts who are engaged in the study of
Belarusian propaganda but approach it from different angles. It was deemed inappropriate to
involve employees of state TV channels and media experts who overtly support the Belarusian
government and the president, as their perspectives would not align with the objectives of this
study. Such experts often have a vested interest in promoting a specific position and may employ
propaganda techniques and manipulations in their responses (Herman & Chomsky, 2002; Jowett

& O'Donnell, 2012).

To ensure a balanced approach, two experts who examine Belarusian propaganda from different
perspectives were selected for interviews. The interview with Anna Goleta provided insights into
individual cases of manipulation and propaganda on Belarusian television, allowing for an
examination of changes in propaganda during Russia's armed invasion of Ukraine. Meanwhile, the
interview with the editor-in-chief of the Media IQ project offered a comprehensive understanding
of how Belarusian propaganda functions, its influence on people, and trends in propaganda

development following the onset of the war in Ukraine.

Anna Goleta is the head of the anti-fake news project at the Belarus Investigative Center and serves
as the host of the TV show "Lukavye Novosti." While she began her career in Belarusian state
television, she transitioned to independent journalism in 2016 when she joined the team at the
independent TV channel Belsat. Five years ago, she initiated the anti-fake news program "Lukavye
Novosti" on the channel, for which she serves as the author, producer, and TV host. This program
was developed with support from the OCCRP (Organized Crime and Corruption Reporting
Project), a global network of independent media centers and journalists dedicated to fostering
investigative journalism and publishing related materials. OCCRP's investigative journalism has
been featured in prestigious international media outlets such as The Guardian, The Financial
Times, Le Soir, Die Zeit, and The Wall Street Journal. The project has received numerous global
awards, including the Global Shining Light Award, the Daniel Pearl Award, the Tom Renner
Award, the Robert F. Kennedy Social Media Award, the European Press Award, and the Robert
F. Kennedy Social Media Award. Anna Goleta's work was acknowledged with the Free Word

Award, presented annually by the Belarusian Association of Journalists (Belsat, 2019).

Nadezhda Belokhvostik serves as the editor-in-chief of the Media 1Q project, which brands itself

as "a guide to the world of news" (Media IQ, 2023a). This initiative, associated with the Belarusian
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Press Club, is dedicated to fostering a culture of critical thinking about information, essentially
promoting media literacy. "Media 1Q" conducts media monitoring to assess compliance with
journalistic standards, monitors Belarusian propaganda, analyzes manipulation and propaganda in
Belarusian media, and publishes research findings on the mediaiq.info website, as well as across

various social media platforms and YouTube.

6.3.2. Data Collection

The interview with Nadezhda Belokhvostik, the editor-in-chief of the Media 1Q project, was
conducted via phone on September 9, 2023, using the Telegram messenger application. I obtained
Nadezhda Belokhvostik's contact information through her colleagues, whom I initially approached
via the Facebook group (facebook.com/medialQBelarus). Notably, this project boasts over 3600
subscribers on the platform. My initial contact with Nadezhda occurred on September 5, 2023, and
subsequent correspondence led to the arrangement of the interview (refer to Table 4). Questions

for the interview were sent to her in advance (please refer to Appendix 6).

Similarly, the interview with Anna, the author, and editor-in-chief of the anti-fake news program
"False News," was conducted on August 31, 2023. This phone interview also took place via the
Telegram service. Anna's contact information was provided to me by a former colleague, who
currently serves as a TV presenter on the Belsat TV channel (refer to Table 4). My initial contact
with Anna was established on August 30, 2023, and, as with the previous interview, questions

were sent in advance (please refer to Appendix 6).

6.3.3. Data Analysis

Since the interviews were conducted over the telephone, they were recorded using a tape recorder,
and prior consent from the interviewees for recording was obtained. Subsequently, the recordings
from the Dictaphone were transcribed using Transkriptor (app.transkriptor.com) and translated

into English. The analysis of the interviews encompassed several key aspects, including:
e The impact of the war in Ukraine on Belarusian propaganda.
e The influence of Russian propaganda on Belarusian propaganda.
e The utilization of World War II imagery in Belarusian propaganda.

o The effects of Belarusian propaganda on different generations of Belarusians.
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e The relationship between Belarusian society and propaganda.

In the process of analyzing the data provided by the interview participants, reference was made to

academic sources, sociological services, and news outlets to fact-check the information presented.

6.3.4. Ethical Considerations

As previously stated, interview participants were provided with prior information regarding the
interview's purpose, procedures, potential risks, and benefits. Verbal consent for participation in
the interview was obtained by the author of the study. Additionally, the author ensured the
protection of interview participants' data. Participants voluntarily chose to take part in the study,
with the understanding that they could withdraw at any time. It is important to note that the
interview participants are professionals in their respective fields; however, due to their particular
political and civic positions, there exists a potential for data validity threats, including biased
viewpoints on various issues and subjectivity in data presentation. Nevertheless, as previously
mentioned, the data provided by interviewees were cross-referenced with academic sources and

sociological studies to enhance reliability and mitigate potential biases.
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II1. Results Presentation

7. Quantitative analysis: Shifting Propaganda Narratives and Tone in News Coverage via
content analysis

This chapter employs content analysis to scrutinize the changing propaganda narratives and tones
in the "Panorama" news program aired on Belarus 1 TV channel, shedding light on how the news
agenda shifted in response to events in Ukraine and offering a comprehensive understanding of

the evolving propaganda landscape.

7.1. Analyzing Shifting Propaganda Narratives

During our analysis we examined the data to understand how the focus of propaganda, in the news
program "Panorama" on TV channel "Belarus 1" changed. Over a period of six months leading up
to the war we analyzed six news programs with a combined duration of five hours and fifty-eight
seconds. Throughout this time a total of 36,691 words were used by TV anchors, journalists and
speakers (interviewed individuals). Out of these words, 1,440 (which accounts for 3.92%) were
dedicated to discussing Ukraine while 1,840 words (5.01%) were focused on Russia (refer to
Figure 2). It is worth noting that prior to the outbreak of war in Ukraine there were coverages
concerning Poland (news about Poland). As an illustrative example, the entire broadcast on
November 17,2021, was dedicated to Poland's actions regarding refugees on the Belarusian-Polish
border (refer to Appendix 9). Specifically, 3,823 words or 10.41% of the news content revolved
around this topic. There was also mention of refugees and the situation at the Belarusian border
which accounted for 3,369 words or about 9.18% of the discussion. The "Panorama" program also
delved into discussions surrounding a referendum on Constitutional amendments (2,350 words or
approximately 6.4%). Additionally, there was coverage related to the coronavirus pandemic and
its aftermath which made up, around 4.51% of the discourse on this program. News items
mentioning the USA and Europe constituted 3.7% (1361 words) and 3.03% (1115 words)
respectively. Around 3.05% of the text, which is 1121 words focused on discussing opposition, to
the authorities. During the six months leading up to the war in Ukraine popular topics such, as
World War II (constituting around 1.29% or 475 words) and sanctions (making up 0.6% or 221

words) were also covered (refer to Figure 2).

Following Russia’s incursion into Ukraine we carefully analyzed a total of six news broadcasts
with a combined duration of six hours eight minutes and twenty-five seconds. Throughout these
broadcasts journalists communicated a sum of 44,513 words. The analysis revealed a shift in focus
from Poland to Ukraine. Specifically, journalists dedicated 3,959 words to reporting on events in
Ukraine. This accounts for 8.89% of the text volume—more than double the prewar coverage
(refer to Figure 3). In contrast 923 words (equivalent to around 2.07%) were allocated to
developments in Poland. There was reduced coverage concerning Russia; discussions about this
country encompassed 1,916 words (approximately 4.3%). The subject matter pertaining to the
Great World War occupied around 7.48% of the text—a sixfold increase compared to before the
invasion of Ukraine. Moreover, there was a surge in news related to Europe within the "Panorama"
program; it accounted for 7.08% or approximately 3,155 words. Conversely news items
referencing the United States experienced a decline by 0.93% representing about 2.77%.
Additionally noteworthy is that Belarusian journalists exhibited attention towards topics such as
the Constitution and opposition movements; they dedicated around 4.53% or 2,019 words and,
around 2.9% or roughlyl 293 words respectively. During that period however they focused their
discussions, on sanctions. Around 4.67% of the time was allocated to this subject, which is over

seven times higher, than the prewar period (refer to Figure 3).

It is evident that Ukraine emerged as the discussed subject following February 24, 2022. The
discussions surrounding Ukraine nearly doubled compared to the beginning of the war. Notably
the topic of World War II experienced growth, with news mentions increasing by six times. It is
worth mentioning the shift in focus from topics like Poland and refugees which were prewar, to
Ukraine and World War II. The program notably featured news segments addressing various
aspects related to World War 11, including discussions on material assistance provided to World
War II veterans (as referenced in Appendix 13), considerations on the importance of preserving
historical memory, and the discovery of previously unknown burial sites of Red Army soldiers (as
referenced in Appendix 16). Moreover, it is worth noting that a significant portion of the Panorama
program on May 5, 2022, was dedicated to the celebration of Victory Day, traditionally observed
on May 9 (as indicated in Appendix 15). Concomitantly, the prominence of topics related to the
coronavirus pandemic notably diminished within the program's agenda during this period of

transformation. For a visual representation of the evolution of the agenda, please refer to Figure 4.

Based on the research data we can observe how the news coverage, on Belarus 1 a Belarusian TV
channel changed throughout the year. Back in September 2021 before the war in Ukraine started
the main focus of their newscasts revolved around topics related to the USA, Russia, Europe and
the coronavirus (refer to Figure 5). In comparison news related to Ukraine accounted for about
7%. Moving into October COVID 19 took stage as the topic (23.53%). They also frequently
mentioned events in Europe (20.59%) Ukraine (14.71%) and Poland (11.76%). However, in
November there was no mention of Ukraine whatsoever. Instead, the program dedicated most of
their analysis to the situation with refugees at the border (37.62%) and Poland itself (32.67%).
This special program provided insights, from perspectives including those of border guards’
refugees and journalists portraying how they experienced this story. As December arrived little

changed in terms of the program’s news agenda.

The primary focus revolved around matters concerning Poland accounting for 17.02% of the
coverage. Russia also garnered attention from journalists with a share of 17.02%. Considerable
emphasis was placed on the news surrounding the referendum, on Constitutional amendments
occupying a substantial portion of 14.89%. It is worth noting that prior to this there was only
passing mention of the Constitution in October amounting to a 2.94%. Additionally, Ukraine found

its place, in Decembers news bulletin capturing 12.77% of the coverage.

In January there is campaigning to encourage participation, in the referendum regarding
amendments. The news mainly focuses on this topic (18.75%) as well as on topics related to Russia

(18.75%). The coronavirus situation (14.58%) the United States (14.58%) and the opposition
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movement (10.42%) are also frequently discussed. Moving into February, which includes 2.5
weeks before the beginning of the war, the commonly mentioned subjects in the news are Ukraine
(23.08%) Russia (19.23%) and discussions about amendments, to the Constitution (19.23%) can

be found in almost every issue (see Figure 5).

After examining the broadcasts of the "Panorama" program for a year we have gathered some
interesting findings. In March the program mainly focused on two topics: the constitutional
amendments referendum (29.17%) and Ukraine (23.61%) (refer to Figure 5). Additionally, news
segments pertaining to Russia accounted for 4.17% of the program's content. For the sake of
comparison, it is noteworthy that both sanctions and European affairs constituted 9.72% each of
the program's coverage. Transitioning to April, the focus remained on Ukraine, which constituted
23.08% of the program's content. Sanctions (21.54%) emerged as the frequently discussed subjects
in the news coverage. Additionally, TV anchors and journalists often touched upon stories
concerning Europe (20%) and the United States (15.38%). Notably Russia only featured in 9.23%
of news items during this period. The topic of Poland and events at the border seemed to have
faded from prominence. As we shift our focus to May it becomes evident that a significant amount
of attention was directed towards World War II related themes due to our analysis focusing on
May 5th, 2022. Four days prior, to one of the important post-Soviet holidays; Victory Day was
celebrated on May 9th. Consequently, an impressive 45.83% of news coverage was dedicated to
this commemoration. A significant portion of the news has been focused on Ukraine and various
events connected to this nation accounting for 18.75% of the coverage. It is worth noting that, in
July there was an increase in attention, towards topics related to Russia. In June the percentage of
news coverage dedicated to this topic increased significantly from 4.17% to 19.15%. Additionally,
news articles frequently mention topics related to the USA (17.02%) Europe (17.02%) and
sanctions (17.02%). Ukraine continues to be a subject accounting for 14.89% of the news
coverage. Moving into July the main focus shifts, towards events in Europe (48.39%). Sanctions
(19.35%). Russia (12.90%) and Ukraine (6.45%) also remain as topics, as we enter August, which
marks the month since the start of the war attention again leans towards Europe (28.30%). The
themes of Ukraine (16.98%) and Russia (16.98%) emerge as the frequently mentioned subjects

according to Figure 5.

It is worth mentioning that the discussion, around amendments faded away in April a month after
it gained significant attention in March. The opposition was mentioned in the news between
September and November, in January, March and April (refer to Appendix 3). The refugee
problem was mentioned in September, November, December, March and May (see Appendix 3).

During the months of the war there was a surge of interest in Ukraine. In May despite the May 9
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holiday which usually captures media attention Ukraine remained at the forefront. However, over
time this interest gradually diminished while still maintaining a level of attention compared to war
times. I would also like to emphasize that there has been a decline in coverage related to Russia.
Prior to the war events from this country received media attention. This trend was particularly

noticeable, during the months following the outbreak of hostilities.
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Based on the analysis provided we can make observations, about the shifts in focus of the

"Panorama" news program on "Belarus 1" TV channel before and during the war in Ukraine:

e Change in Topics: Prior to the war the news program covered a range of subjects such as
Ukraine, Russia, Poland refugees, Belarusian border issues amendments referendum,
coronavirus pandemic, USA, Europe, opposition movements, World War II, and sanctions.
However, there was a shift in focus during the war.

e Increased Coverage of Ukraine: During the war period there was a rise in coverage
related to Ukraine. The discussions about Ukraine nearly doubled compared to war times
which indicates its prominence as a topic.

e Decreased Coverage of Russia: In contrast to this increase in coverage after the war broke
out, there was a decline in coverage related to Russia. Although Russia received attention
before the conflict erupted; this trend changed as tensions escalated in Ukraine.

e Emphasis on World War II: Another noteworthy change was an increased emphasis on
World War II during the war. This topic saw an increase in mentions which might reflect
its relevance within the context of the conflict, in Ukraine.

e Changes in Other Topics: There were fluctuations in the news coverage concerning
Poland refugees, the United States, Europe, amendments, the opposition and sanctions.
These topics experienced variations in attention throughout the given time frame.

e Long Term Trends: The analysis also provides insights into how the news coverage
evolved over months with topics gaining or losing prominence at various points during the
study period.

e Post Patterns: The analysis suggests that even after the war ended Ukraine continued to
receive relatively higher attention compared to before the war. This indicates a lasting
impact on what was covered in the news.

e Decrease in Coverage of Amendments, Opposition and Refugees: Certain subjects such
as amendments to the Constitution, opposition movements and refugee issues saw a decline

in media coverage over time.

In summary there was a shift in focus within the news program from covering a range of topics to
placing emphasis on Ukraine and its historical context during and after the war. Russia received
attention as the conflict unfolded compared to before. These changes reflect evolving priorities

and events, within this region.
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7.2. Analysis of Propaganda Tone Shifts in News Coverage

The analysis of propaganda tone shifts in news coverage, as explored in this study, delves into
the intricate dynamics of media narratives, particularly within the framework of Belarusian state
media and its coverage of the Russia-Ukraine conflict. By scrutinizing the "Panorama" program
broadcasted on Belarus 1 television, the research uncovers a discernible evolution in how key

players in the conflict were portrayed.

7.2.1. Ukraine

Based on the analysis we were able to determine the tone with which various topics were presented.
In particular the coverage of Ukraine before and, after the outbreak of war was predominantly
negative. The news articles consistently conveyed a negative or very negative perspective.
Following the Russia’s invasion of Ukraine there was an increase in highly unfavorable news about
Ukraine. Specifically, from September 2021 to February 2022, 20% of the news articles portrayed
Ukraine in a negative light. However, after the war began, this figure rose to 26.32%. Additionally,

there was a rise in the coverage that increased from 26.67%, to 31.58% (see Figure 6).

In the six months leading up, to the war in Ukraine most of the news coverage about Ukraine was
presented by TV anchors (45.45%) and speakers (or interviewed individuals) (40.91%) (refer to

Figure 7). Noteworthy terms that featured prominently in the news reports concerning Ukraine

encompassed "Ukraine," "Ukrainian," "USA," "Zelensky," "Kiev," "many," "military," "citizen,"
and "journalist" (for specific details, please refer to Table 5). Even after the war began this trend
persisted. Around 50.94% of the news about Ukraine continued to be presented by TV anchors
while speakers accounted for 26.42% of the coverage. Additionally, there was an increase in

correspondents reporting on news making up, around 22.64% of the total (refer to Figure 7).

7.2.2. Russia

During the analysis Russia only received negative mention once on January 7, 2022. The
interviewed individual expressed dissatisfaction, with the lack of assistance in the field from
Russia. It is important to highlight that this assessment was articulated prior to the outbreak of the
conflict, during a period when Russia was portrayed was notably more positive. However,
following February 24, 2022, the frequency of positive news about Russia declined, decreasing
from 43.48% to 38.46% over a span of six months. Additionally, there was a noteworthy decrease

01 9.19% in news with a positive tone (as indicated in Figure 8).

Prior to the outbreak of the war more than half of the news related to Russia was presented by TV
anchors (54.55%) while speakers (or interviewed individuals) accounted for 36.36% (refer to
Figure 9). The prominent keywords used were "Russia", "Union", "state", "Belarus", "Russian",

"Union State", "security", "Moscow", "president", and "joint" (refer to Table 6).

Following the outbreak of the war speakers (39.47%) continued to discuss Russia followed by TV
anchors (31.58%) and reporters (28.95%) (refer to Figure 9). The mentioned terms included
"Russia", "Belarus", "Russian", "an amount", "Russian Federation", "nation", "perspective",

"everybody", "discussion platform", and "economic" (refer to Table 6).

7.2.3. USA and Europe

The TV program "Panorama" doesn't often cover news related to events, in the USA and Europe.
In the newscast on November 17, 2021, there was a positive mention of a volleyball coach who
started working as a football coach in the United States. Belarus was attempting to adopt this
experience. Before the war 25% of news about the USA and 20% of news about Europe were
negative. Interestingly after the war these percentages decreased significantly to around 3.85% for
news about the USA (which is 6.5 times lower) and around 8.33% for news about Europe (which

is about 3.5 times lower) (refer to Figure 10).

Prior to the war most news about the USA was presented by TV anchors (53.13%) and interviewed
individuals (28.13%) (refer to Figure 11). The key words that formed the core of these reports
were "USA", "American", "Western", "military", "border", "democracy", "NATO", "country",

"Washington", and "citizen" (refer to Table 7).

Since the commencement of the conflict, a majority of news stories concerning the United States,
precisely 58.06%, have been disseminated by news anchors. However, speakers (interviewed
individuals) on the hand focused less on this topic with, about 22.58% of their attention directed
towards it (refer to Figure 11). The mentioned terms included "USA", "West", "American",
"country", "Washington", "NATQO", "state", "America", "power", "active", "military" (refer to

In the context of news coverage related to Europe, a discernible contrast emerges. Prior to the
outbreak of the conflict, approximately 58.82% of news reports concerning Europe were presented
to viewers by television anchors. However, subsequent to the onset of the Ukraine conflict, this

percentage experienced a decline, settling at 52.31% (refer to Figure 12).

The significant terms used before the war included "EU", "European", "Germany", "Belarus",
"president", "west", "country", "border", "Lithuania", "call" (refer to Table 8). However, after the
war began news coverage about Europe predominantly revolved around Lithuania itself along with
countries such as Latvia. Topics, like prices, European crises, power dynamics and citizen related
issues also became prominent in news discussions. The semantic core of news about Europe

7.2.4. World War 11
It is fascinating how the Belarusian propaganda mains to keep the subject of World War II on the
media agenda. The news articles related to this topic are positive (25%) or neutral (37.5%).

Negative mentions (25%) usually occur in the form of comparisons (refer to Figure 13). For
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instance, in the November 17, 2021 edition of "Panorama" World War Il was discussed negatively
when a speaker drew parallels between events on the border and fascism/nazism. The speaker
specifically referenced the burning of Khatyn village by the Nazis in 1943 (Anichkin & Valieva,

2018). The key themes within these news articles revolved around words, like "war", "memory",

"great", "village", "native", "grandfather", "detachment", "victory", "rally", "partisan" (refer to

After the conflict in Ukraine began there was an increase in discussions about the Second World
War with a neutral tone dominating (47.62% each) (refer to Figure 13). This shift is primarily
linked to the significance of Victory Day, a holiday for Belarus and the entire post-Soviet region
celebrated on May 9th. The only instance where a negative perspective was observed was during
the "Panorama" program on May 5th, 2022. The host announced a project highlighting the Nazi
atrocities committed during that time. The announcement included phrases like "persecution and
annihilation of a nation", "genocide", " warfare", and "suffering from hunger and cold" (refer to
Appendix 15). Generally speaking, key terms used in discussions within six months after the war
commencement were "war", "memory", "today", "great", "victory", "domestic", "remember",

Interestingly prior to the outbreak of the war in Ukraine, news about World War II was
predominantly reported by journalists (44.44%) or presenters/speakers (33.33%). After the war in
Ukraine broke out there was a shift in the situation. The majority of news pertaining to World War
IT was presented by television anchors accounting for 55% of the coverage. Reporters and speakers

on the hand each contributed 22.5% of the news updates (refer to Figure 14).

7.2.5. Covid-19

The coronavirus topic was frequently discussed with a neutral (37.5%) or negative tone (31.25%).
However, there were instances with positive news about coronavirus (18.75%). For instance, on
November 17, 2022 the "Panorama" program dedicated a segment to vaccination and its
effectiveness. The main focus of the segment was to highlight the work of healthcare professionals
in managing the pandemic (refer to Appendix 8). Additionally in the January 7 2022 episode of
"Panorama " the TV host and journalists discussed how medical experts provided care to patients
during the pandemic (refer to Appendix 11). As mentioned earlier (refer to 7.1. Analyzing Shifting
Propaganda Narratives) before and after the outbreak of hostilities in Ukraine mentions of
coronavirus were infrequent and mostly neutral (75%). Negative coverage accounted for 25% of

cases (refer to Figure 15).

Interestingly, TV anchors were responsible for discussing the coronavirus topic both before
(51.85%) and after (50%) the outbreak of war. Notably reporters accounted for 25.93% of news
coverage prior, to war while speakers represented 22.22% (refer to Figure 16). The news primarily

focused on terms such, as "coronavirus", "vaccine", "vaccination", "patient", "mask", "pandemic",

"measure", "many", "inoculation", and "case" (refer to Table 10).

However, after the war broke out there was a shift in the discussions. Speakers mentioned the topic
in 33.33% of the cases while reporters covered it in about 16.67% (refer to Figure 16). The central
themes of the news revolved around words, like "covid", "border", "act", "coronavirus", "medic",

"restriction", and "pandemic" (refer to Table 10).

7.2.6. Poland

In the six months leading up, to the outbreak of hostilities in Ukraine there was a focus on Poland
and its people. Television anchors and journalists discussed this topic negatively in 74.04% of
cases and neutrally in 18.52% of cases. Surprisingly there were no instances where this topic was
covered with a very positive perspective. 7.41% of the coverage maintained a positive stance on

the matter (refer to Figure 17).

The used words when discussing this topic included "Polish", "Poland", "border", "refugee",
"against", "gas", "water cannon", "child", "law enforcer", and "journalist" (refer to Table 11). After
the beginning of hostilities in Ukraine, the situation changed slightly. The news coverage of the
events in Poland were both negative (40%) and positive (40%) (refer to Figure 17). For instance,
during the program of August 23™ a TV anchor and journalist discussed implementing visa travel,
with neighboring countries (including Poland) to enhance relations (refer to Appendix 18). I'd like
to mention that following the start of the war there was an increase, in the coverage of news about
Poland by TV anchors (from 48.89% to 61.54%). Additionally, reporters began discussing Poland
after the outbreak of the war (an increase from 17.78% to 23.08%). Speakers spoke often on this

topic with a decrease in news coverage from 33.33%, to 15.38% (refer to Figure 18).

7.2.7. Refugees

As mentioned earlier the issue of refugees is closely linked to Poland due, to the situation occurring
on the border. However, it is worth noting that in the six months leading up to the war this topic
hasn't been entirely negative. The portrayal of refugees has varied between negative (23.81%),
slightly negative (28.57%), neutral (33.33%) and positive (14.29%) (refer to Figure 19). In an
episode of "Panorama" aired on November 17, 2021 journalists highlighted a logistics center
established by Belarusian authorities under the President’s mandate for receiving refugees (refer

to Appendix 8).

The report mentioned phrases like "safe and warm", "the fate of migrants worries the whole
Belarus", "today one can hear more and more often from refugees words of gratitude for support,
for the fact that Belarusians gave a roof over their heads, warmed them up and did not leave them
in trouble" (refer to Appendix 8). It's interesting to note that television anchors predominantly
shared news during their broadcasts (56.41%) while speakers accounted for 25.64% of the time

dedicated to the topic of refugees (refer to Figure 20).

The following keywords were identified during the analysis: "refugee", "child", "border", "Polish",
"situation", "center", "help", "one", "today", "woman", and "water" (refer to Table 12). After the
war in Ukraine started there was a decrease in discussions, about refugees. This information was
shared through media channels with a distribution of negative and neutral news. TV anchors,
reporters and speakers all contributed equally to these reports. The news that were heard were
negative (50%) and neutral (50%) in nature. They were voiced in equal numbers by TV anchors,
reporters and speakers (33.33% each) (refer to Figure 20). When covering this topic, the most

frequently used words were: "Polish", "border", "organization", "Chechko", "Emil", "thanks to",

and "silent" (refer to Table 12).

7.2.8. Opposition

In the six months leading up to the war, news concerning opposition to the authorities was
predominantly portrayed in a negative light (66.67%) with a smaller percentage being highly
negative (16.67%) and a neutral standpoint (16.67%) (refer to Figure 21).

Following the outbreak of hostilities in Ukraine there was a decrease in news coverage (as shown
in the Analyzing Shifting Propaganda Narratives); however, when these topics were covered, they
tended to be more negatively portrayed. Throughout the six-month period 66.67% of the news had
a negative tone while 33.33% had a highly negative tone. No neutral or positive news regarding
this matter was observed during our analysis (refer to Figure 21). Similar to the period before the
war reporters remained as voices on this issue (43.75%). There was an increase, in active speakers
addressing this topic (37.5%) (refer to Figure 22). The main elements of meaning included in the
core were: "fund", "solidarity", "headquarters", "fugitive", "money", "name", "sports",

"Tikhanovsky", "company", "Lithuanian", and "financing" (refer to Table 13).

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7.2.9. Sanctions

The frequency of discussing sanctions before the war was not as high as it was afterwards (refer
to 7.1. Analyzing Shifting Propaganda Narratives) war news related to this topic had
predominantly negative (50%) and neutral (50%) tones (refer to Figure 23).

This subject was primarily addressed by television anchors (75%) and speakers (25%) (refer to
Figure 24). The key terms used were: "pressure", "Belarusian", "sanction", "sanction",
"boomerang", "introduce", "external pressure", "expensive", "strangle", and "against" (refer to
Table 14). Following the outbreak of the war there was a decrease, in the perception towards this
topic (35%). The number of news items also declined to 35%. Positive news emerged, accounting
for 30% (refer to Figure 24). As an example, in the edition of "Panorama" aired on the April 27,
2022 sanctions were mentioned as challenges that Belarusian economy had anticipated
beforehand. The speaker mentioned that Belarusian enterprises were proactive in dealing with
these challenges (refer to Appendix 14). Moreover, in the May 5 2022 program the Belarusian
president stated that sanctions had actually facilitated ties, between Belarus and Russia (refer to
Appendix 15). After the war started, TV anchors (47.73%) and speakers (27.27%) discussed this

matter. Speakers accounted for 25% of the news coverage, on sanctions (refer to Figure 24).

7.2.10. Constitutional Amendments

The discussion, around Constitutional amendments was first mentioned on the October 12, 2021
edition of "Panorama" and was last mentioned on the March 15, 2022 edition. Before the war
broke out the topic received coverage in a positive (50%) and neutral (50%) manner (refer to

Figure 25).

After the war started, there was
more positive news (91.67%) and less neutral news (8.33%). No negative reports regarding
amendments were observed during this period of analysis (refer to Figure 25). Prior to the war TV
anchors (38.1%) and speakers (38.1%) covered this topic. However, after the outbreak of
hostilities, both TV anchors (47.1%) and speakers (29.4%) became more involved, in reporting on

this subject (refer to Figure 26).

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In conclusion, our analysis has provided valuable insights into the tone and dynamics of news
coverage on the "Panorama" program of Belarus 1 TV channel before and during the Ukraine war.
Before the war, news coverage of Ukraine predominantly conveyed a negative perspective, with
20% of news articles portraying Ukraine negatively. However, following Russia's invasion of
Ukraine, this figure increased to 26.32%, accompanied by a rise in neutral coverage. TV anchors
and speakers played significant roles in presenting news about Ukraine. Keywords such as
"Ukraine," "Ukrainian," "USA," "Zelensky," and "military" were prevalent in the news about
Ukraine, even after the war began. Interestingly, mentions of Russia were infrequent before the
war, but the portrayal became more positive after February 24, 2022, with a decline in positive

news about Russia after the war.

The "Panorama" program rarely covered news related to the USA and Europe, but there was a
significant decrease in negative coverage of these regions after the war. TV anchors took the lead
in reporting on the USA, while Europe was primarily covered by TV anchors as well. World War
1I was discussed positively or neutrally in news articles, with most of mentions associated with

nn

TV anchors and journalists. The keywords surrounding this topic included "war," "memory," and
"victory." Coverage of the coronavirus shifted from a mix of tones before the war to predominantly
neutral and negative coverage afterward. TV anchors were consistent in discussing this topic.
News about Poland and refugees on the border shifted to a more balanced tone after the war began,
with a notable increase in TV anchors' coverage of Poland. Keywords such as "Polish," "border,"
and "refugee" were commonly used in these reports. Opposition to the authorities was mainly
portrayed positively before the war, with journalists and TV hosts taking the lead. After the war,
when covered, the tone shifted towards negative portrayals. Sanctions were mostly portrayed
negatively or neutrally before the war, with TV anchors and speakers reporting on this topic.
However, after the war, there was a decrease in news coverage on sanctions, and positive news
emerged. Coverage of Constitutional amendments shifted towards a more positive tone after the

war, with TV anchors and speakers playing a significant role in reporting on this topic. Keywords

such as "Constitution" and "renew" were prevalent in these reports.

In summary, the "Panorama" program's news coverage underwent significant changes in tone and
focus with the outbreak of the Ukraine war, reflecting the evolving geopolitical landscape and the
channel's response to these developments. These findings provide valuable insights into the

propaganda narratives during this crucial period.
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8. Qualitative Analysis: Shifting Propaganda Narratives and Strategies in Belarus via
interviews: Post-Ukraine Conflict Dynamics

This section delves into a qualitative analysis of propaganda dynamics in Belarus following the
outbreak of the war in Ukraine. Through interviews with experts, Nadezhda Bialokhvostik, editor-
in-chief of the Media IQ project, and Anna Goleta, author and editor-in-chief of "Lukavye
Novosti," this analysis explores the transformation of Belarusian propaganda narratives and
strategies, with a particular focus on shifts in the propaganda's primary targets and messages. The
section also examines the influence of these changes on Belarusian society and media

consumption.

8.1. Shift in Propaganda Focus

Nadezhda Bialokhvostik, editor-in-chief of the Media 1Q project, emphasized that the outbreak of
the war in Ukraine led to a significant increase in news coverage about Ukraine, observed both in
state-owned and independent media sources. Simultaneously, there has been a recent decrease in
attention to this topic. Bialokhvostik attributed this shift to Russia's perceived failures in the war,
stating, "If Russia was winning and advancing, Ukraine would undoubtedly remain the primary
focus of our propaganda. However, since Russia's achievements have been limited, Belarusian

propaganda has also curtailed its coverage of Ukraine" (see Appendix 20).

Furthermore, Bialokhvostik disclosed that the "Media 1Q" project monitored news immediately
after the Russian invasion of Ukraine began. According to her data, initially, news about the war
was relatively neutral. However, in the morning Russian narratives portraying the conflict as the
"liberation of Ukraine from the Nazis and Banderovites" began to emerge (see Appendix 20).
Intriguingly, the term "war" was deliberately avoided, being replaced by the term "Russian special

operation in Ukraine" (see Appendix 20).

Anna Goleta, author and editor-in-chief of the anti-fake news program "Lukavye Novosti" on the
Belsat TV channel, corroborated Bialokhvostik's observations. She noted that immediately after
the war in Ukraine began, Belarusian news outlets featured a considerable amount of negative and
occasionally aggressive coverage of Ukraine. However, this aggressive tone later subsided, and

Belarusian propaganda adopted a milder approach (see Appendix 19).

This shift in the propaganda tone aligns with the findings of this study. In February 2022, when
the Ukrainian invasion occurred, and subsequently in March and April, references to Ukraine
remained stable at approximately 23% (see Figure 5). However, by May 2022, the mention of
Ukraine decreased to 18.75%, and by June, it further declined to 14.89% (see Figure 5).
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Additionally, Goleta noted that despite Ukraine's elevation to the status of a prominent "enemy"
of Belarus, it did not claim the top spot. Currently, Belarusian journalists are more fixated on
disseminating fake news related to life and issues in Europe, primarily targeting countries such as

Poland, Lithuania, and Latvia (see Appendix 19).

Notably, the study's data also indicates a notable shift in propaganda focus from Ukraine to
European countries. Mentions of European topics increased from 17.02% (in June 2022) to 48.39%
(see Figure 4). Furthermore, an examination of keywords used in the six months following the
war's onset revealed prominent mentions of "Lithuania" and "Latvia" (see Table 8). The proportion
of negative news content also escalated from 50% in the six months before the war to 75% in the

first six months after the war began in Ukraine (see Figure 10).

8.2. Narratives about Ukraine and Using the Portrayal of World War 11

Anna Goleta underscored that the narrative regarding Ukraine has remained consistent over time,
emphasizing themes such as Nazism, liberation, and special operations (see Appendix 19).
Belarusian propaganda frequently draws parallels between Ukrainians and World War II Nazis, a

narrative that holds profound significance for Belarusians (Kotljarchuk, 2020).

Nadezhda Bialokhvostik contended that this narrative's persistence is due to propaganda's
preference for straightforward and easily comprehensible messaging (refer to Appendix 20).
Researchers such as Ellul J. (1965), Kara-Murza (2009), and others have explored this
phenomenon extensively. Bialokhvostik argued that the image of a Nazi is deeply ingrained in the
Belarusian consciousness, making it a potent tool for propaganda when depicting various
adversaries, including Ukrainians, Europeans, NATO, and participants of the 2020 protests (see

Appendix 20).

Moreover, Anna Goleta noted that Belarusian propaganda continues to search for symbols and
attributes of Nazi Germany on Ukrainian medals and other symbols, reinforcing the narrative (see
Appendix 19). These themes were also identified in this research. For instance, the April 27, 2022
edition of the Panorama program referred to the Ukrainian government as "Ukroreich," directly
alluding to the Nazi term "Third Reich," synonymous with Nazi Germany (Homola, Pereira, &
Tavits, 2020). In another episode on June 17, 2022, Belarusian President Alexander Lukashenko
expressed concerns about Ukraine's trajectory, stating, "The main thing in their policy is not even

nationalism anymore, but Nazism. God forbid they reach fascism" (see Appendix 11).

8.2.1. Coverage of Ukrainian Refugees
Anna Goleta observed that Belarusian TV channels have increasingly covered the situation of
Ukrainian refugees, highlighting their favorable experiences in Belarus. Stories about refugee
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camps, positive refugee testimonials, and the availability of services in Belarus have become

prominent themes (see Appendix 19).

Nadezhda Bialokhvostik also mentioned that in the summer of 2020, when Belarus positioned
itself as a mediator between Russia and Ukraine, Belarusian news extensively featured stories
about Ukrainian families. These narratives were a recurrent element in the final segments of
newscasts during that period (see Appendix 20). However, it is essential to note that this study's
analysis extends to the six months following the war's commencement and cannot validate or

contradict these claims.

8.3. Russia as a Main Ally

Anna Goleta emphasized that Belarusian propaganda consistently portrays Russia as a primary
ally, both before and after February 24, 2022. The narrative emphasizes a close bond between
Belarus and Russia, presenting them as "brotherly countries" united in mutual support (see

Appendix 19).

Nadezhda Belahvostik expressed concerns about the potential consequences of this close
association. She contended that Belarusian propaganda has shifted its stance on Belarus's
sovereignty and no longer resists the idea of Belarus becoming absorbed by Russia. According to
her, this shift is evident in the removal of Belarusian language and nationalist symbolism from
public spaces in Belarus (see Appendix 20). Data from this study corroborates Russia's prominent
role in Belarusian propaganda. Keywords related to Russia often carried positive or neutral
connotations, such as "Union State," "Security," "President," "Nation," "Perspective," "Discussion

platform," and "Economic" (see Table 6).

8.3.1. Russian Influence

Anna Goleta also suggested that Belarusian propaganda occasionally mirrors Russian narratives
and disinformation. She noted instances where Belarusian propaganda seemingly replicates
Russian fakes (see Appendix 19). However, this study does not assess the presence of

disinformation in Belarusian propaganda, as it is beyond its scope.

8.4. Propaganda Strategies

Nadezhda Belokhvostit characterized Belarusian propaganda as "schizophrenic" due to its use of
opposing narratives on the same topic. For example, the topic of sanctions is presented in two
contrasting ways: one framing sanctions as a tool used by scoundrels to stifle Belarus, while the
other depicts them as a positive force strengthening the bonds between Belarus and Russia (see
Appendix 20). This study also identified similar shifts in propaganda messaging. For instance, in
the March 15, 2022, edition of the Panorama program, sanctions were discussed as testing
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Belarus's economic strength and promoting adaptation to new realities (see Appendix 13). In the
same episode, President Alexander Lukashenko voiced a resolute stance, stating, "We need to

endure" and expressing optimism about the country's economic prospects (see Appendix 11).

8.5. Public Support and Media Consumption

Anna Goleta reported that around 40% of Belarusians support Russia in the war with Ukraine (see
Appendix 19). Notably, a survey conducted by Chatham House between June 2022 and March
2023 revealed that 33% of Belarusians fully or partially support the war in Ukraine, while 44%
oppose it. A significant 24% did not have a definite opinion (Chatham House, 2023, p.15).
Importantly, the data highlighted that among state media consumers, 53% expressed support for
the war, while among independent media consumers, only 7% did so (Chatham House, 2023,
p.15). These statistics underscore the impact of Belarusian propaganda on public opinion, as Anna
Goleta suggested. She noted that many Belarusians rely on government sources for their
information (see Appendix 19). The reason for this may be fear due to possible reprisals. Nadezhda
Belokhvostik emphasized that Belarusian society is very intimidated, because a person can be
fined or even imprisoned for reading or disseminating information from independent sources of
information (see Appendix 20). Independent sources of information in Belarus are called
“extremist”. According to the new laws, for subscribing to such an “extremist” telegram channel

in Belarus, you could be imprisoned for seven years (Polzik, 2021).

8.6. Demographic Influences

Anna Goleta remarked that Generation Z, the youngest age group, remains relatively uninvolved
in politics and political issues. They tend to focus on matters in their immediate vicinity (see
Appendix 19). Instead, Belarusian propaganda predominantly targets Generations X and Y, as they
are considered the most politically conscious age groups. Belarusians aged 27 to 39 (millennials)
are "less susceptible to propaganda's influence" (see Appendix 19). Furthermore, Ana Goleta
mentioned the fear cultivated by Belarusian propaganda following the 2020 protests so it means
that a lot of people don’t use independent media as a source of information (refer Appendix 19).
Bialokhvostik alluded to undisclosed sociological studies identifying six distinct categories within
the middle age group, suggesting correlations with education, profession, and geographic location

(see Appendix 20).

Anna Goleta, on the other hand, noted that individuals aged 60 and above are more likely to trust
propaganda, with a significant number of them relying on Belarusian television for information
(see Appendix 19). Data from the Institute of Sociology of the National Academy of Sciences of
Belarus supports this observation. According to BelTA, television was the primary information

source for 60.2% of Belarusians in 2022, marking a 12.8% increase from 2021 (BelTA, 2023).
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8.7. The Role of Belarusian Society

Anna Goleta emphasized that Belarusian society, characterized as "tolerant and calm," rarely
reacts strongly when asked to comply with directives or information presented to them. They tend
to trust propagandists as authorities on various topics. Moreover, many Belarusians, out of fear,
limit their exposure to independent information sources (see Appendix 19). Goleta also mentioned
the influence of Russian propaganda on some Belarusians, particularly during the 2020 protests,

which contributed to support for Russia in the war with Ukraine (see Appendix 19).

Nadezhda Bialokhvostik offered a contrasting viewpoint, asserting that Belarusian society is less
susceptible to propaganda than Russian society. She cited statistics indicating that 60% of
Belarusians consumed information from independent sources in 2020, compared to only 15% of
Russians (see Appendix 20). This observation aligns with a Sociolytics survey, which reported
that 54.3% of Belarusians engaged with independent media in 2020, while 29.4% relied on state

media as a source of information (Meduza, 2020).

The analysis conducted by interviewing Nadezhda Bialokhvostik and Anna Goleta provides
insights, into the changing landscape of propaganda in Belarus following the Ukraine conflict.
This thorough examination reveals findings that shed light on the dynamics of propaganda within

the country.

¢ Shift in Propaganda Focus: The analysis shows a change in the emphasis of propaganda.
Initially it heavily focused on Ukraine; this attention diminished as Russia encountered
challenges during the war. The decline in Russia’s perceived accomplishments resulted in
a decrease in how much Belarusian propaganda covered Ukraine. This shift demonstrates
how propaganda adapts to events and the changing political situation.

e Narratives about Ukraine: The consistent use of specific narratives particularly
portraying Ukrainians as similar to World War II Nazis highlights how simple and easily
understood messaging is within Belarusian propaganda. These themes resonate with
society and effectively shape perceptions of adversaries.

e Coverage of Refugees: Belarusian propaganda increasingly highlights experiences of
Ukrainian refugees living in Belarus potentially influencing public opinion regarding
Belarus role, in providing assistance during times of crisis.

e Russia, as a Key Ally: The propaganda in Belarus consistently highlights the alliance
between Russia and Belarus raising concerns about the implications for sovereignty and
national identity. The removal of language and symbols from spaces further emphasizes

this shift.
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e Propaganda Tactics: The propaganda in Belarus exhibits an approach by employing
narratives on topics like sanctions demonstrating the adaptability of propaganda strategies
to suit changing circumstances and political goals.

¢ Influence on Public Opinion and Media Consumption: The impact of propaganda is
evident through the varying levels of support for the war in Ukraine among consumers of
state-controlled media versus independent sources. This underscores the role played by
propaganda in shaping opinion.

e Demographic Factors at Play: Different age groups demonstrate varying degrees of
susceptibility to propaganda messaging with younger generations showing less
engagement in politics while older generations tend to be more trusting of propaganda.
This highlights the importance of considering influences when assessing the impact of
propaganda.

e The Role of Belarusian Society: Belarusian society is often characterized as "tolerant and
calm." According to some experts, these traits may indicate a proclivity to place trust in
propagandists as authoritative figures while restricting access to independent sources of
information. These differing viewpoints regarding susceptibility to propaganda within
Belarusian and Russian societies suggest nuanced distinctions within the information

ecosystems of these neighboring countries.

In conclusion, this in-depth analysis provides a nuanced understanding of how propaganda in
Belarus has adapted in response to the conflict in Ukraine. It also delves into the consequences
this adaptation may have on society. The study highlights the resilience and flexibility of
propaganda as a tool used to shape narratives and influence opinion. Moreover, it emphasizes the
significance of factors when examining its reach and impact within Belarus. As the media
landscape in Belarus continues to evolve ongoing research and analysis will play a role, in

comprehending how propaganda is evolving within the country.
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9. Result discussion section

The present study adopted a mixed-methods research design, incorporating both qualitative and
quantitative methodologies, with the overarching objective of evaluating the transformation of
propagandistic content within the "Panorama" program on Belarus 1 television subsequent to
Russia's military engagement in Ukraine. This research endeavor was guided by a set of four
hypotheses (H1, H2, H3, and H4) devised to offer a comprehensive exploration of the multifarious

dimensions inherent to the realm of propaganda within the Belarusian context.

In summarizing the principal findings and aligning them with our research hypotheses, our initial
hypothesis (H1) postulated that there would be a pronounced increase in the frequency of news
articles characterized by a negative tone concerning Ukrainian affairs subsequent to the
commencement of Russia's military intervention in Ukraine. Our analysis substantiates this
hypothesis by revealing a noteworthy escalation in negative coverage pertaining to Ukraine during
and following the conflict. To elaborate, our analysis confirms a twofold surge in the volume of
news items concerning Ukraine within the Panorama dataset after February 24, 2022, rising from
3.92% to 8.89% (refer to Figure 4). It is noteworthy, however, that we observed a gradual decline
in the quantity of news coverage concerning Ukraine after April 2022 (see Figure 5). Furthermore,
the quantity of news items bearing a negative connotation increased by 6.32% subsequent to
Russia's armed incursion into Ukraine (see Figure 6). Concurrently, there was a 5.49%
augmentation in references to Ukraine originating from the news anchor, implying that the
unfavorable portrayal of Ukraine is dictated by the editorial policy of Belarus 1 TV channel. It is
pertinent to note that all news content, particularly the utterances of news anchors, undergoes a
multi-stage editing process prior to airing (Manaev, 2014). Given that Belarus 1 TV channel is
recognized as a platform for propaganda and aligns closely with the official stance of the
Belarusian authorities (as detailed in Section 5.4, "The primary Belarusian channel Belarus-1 and
the news program Panorama'"), we can infer that the adverse stance towards Ukraine is a reflection
of the policy of the Belarusian authorities. Regrettably, while examining the list of keywords (see
Table 5), we did not encounter explicitly negatively biased terms. However, during our analysis,
we observed a recurring tendency to draw comparisons between the actions of Ukrainian
authorities, the Ukrainian military, and Ukrainian citizens with those of Nazi Germany during
World War II. Terms such as "Nazis," "Ukroreich," "Nazism," and similar phrases were employed
for this purpose. The discernible uptick in the utilization of such terminology was further
corroborated by the insights garnered from interviews with experts conducted during the course of

this research (see Section 8.2, "Narratives about Ukraine and the Utilization of World War 11
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Depictions"). These experts also affirmed the adoption of Russian propaganda narratives within

the Belarusian media landscape (see Section 8.3.1, "Russian Influence").

Transitioning to our second hypothesis (H2), which posited a noticeable increase in the prevalence
of news articles conveying a favorable tone regarding Russian subjects following the
commencement of Russia's military intervention in Ukraine, the findings of this study do not
substantiate this hypothesis. The overall coverage of Russia within the "Panorama" program
diminished from 5.01% (during the pre-war period) to 4.03% (within six months following the
initiation of Russia's military intervention in Ukraine) (refer to Figure 4). Furthermore, the quantity
of news articles characterized by a positive tone also experienced a decline of 5.02% compared to
the pre-war period (see Figure 8). Nadezhda Belokhvostik, Editor-in-Chief of the Media 1Q
project, suggested that this decrease can be attributed to the unfavorable course of the war for
Russia (as discussed in Section 8.1, "Shift in Propaganda Focus"). Additionally, our study implies
that the infrequent mention of Russia within the "Panorama" program, as compared to the pre-war
period, is influenced by the official policy of Belarus 1 TV channel, as we observed a significant
reduction in the participation of news anchors in covering this subject matter. Notably, the
proportion of news items about Russia presented by TV anchors nearly halved, decreasing to

31.58% (see Figure 9).

Our third hypothesis (H3) postulated that Belarusian propaganda would employ World War 11
imagery as a means of characterizing Ukraine as the adversary in the context of the Russian-
Ukrainian conflict. The analysis underscores the significance of World War II imagery, thereby
confirming the validity of this hypothesis. First and foremost, we observed an unprecedented surge
in the volume of news coverage related to World War II following Russia's armed intervention in
Ukraine. According to the study results, the frequency of mentions of World War II increased
nearly sixfold after February 24, 2022, reaching 7.48% (as depicted in Figure 4). This increase can
be attributed to the coverage of events such as the commemoration of Victory Day in the Great
Patriotic War (May 9) and the observance of mourning events in honor of the commencement of
the Great Patriotic War (June 22, 1941) (as discussed in Section 5.3, "World War II's Psychological
Impact and Propaganda in Belarus"). However, the heightened prevalence of this topic also stems
from the frequent utilization of World War Il imagery by Belarusian propaganda to construct the
image of the adversary, personified as Ukraine and its citizens. Insights from experts interviewed
during the research process corroborate this finding. The portrayal of a Nazi figure, actively
employed by Belarusian propaganda, emerges as a potent tool for characterizing the enemy due to
its accessibility and comprehensibility for the average Belarusian. It is noteworthy that Belarusian

propaganda employs this imagery not solely in the context of Ukraine but also extends it to
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encompass Europeans, NATO, and participants in the 2020 protests (as elaborated in Section 8.2,
"Narratives about Ukraine and the Utilization of World War II Depictions"). This phenomenon
aligns with existing scholarly literature on the influence of cultural factors on human behavior

(Bechmann, 2008) and the utilization of simplistic imagery by propaganda (Pratkanis and Turner,

1996).

Furthermore, our fourth hypothesis (H4) conjectured that specific societal conditions within
Belarus contribute to the prevalence and effectiveness of propaganda within the country. Although
this hypothesis was not subjected to explicit quantitative analysis, our qualitative insights yielded
inconclusive results, primarily owing to data limitations. Experts interviewed during the study
expressed differing perspectives on this matter. In particular, Anna Goleta, the author and editor-
in-chief of the program "Lukavye Novosti," concurred that Belarusian society fosters the existence
of propaganda due to its inherent attributes, notably tolerance and composure. Conversely, the
editor-in-chief of the "Media IQ" project contested this hypothesis, referencing sociological
surveys conducted in Belarus and Russia. These surveys indicated that nearly 55% of Belarusians
relied on independent media as information sources in 2020, while only 20% of Russians did the
same in 2019. It is noteworthy, however, that both experts underscored that Belarusians now
consciously limit their information consumption due to apprehensions about potential repression
(as detailed in Section 8.7, "The Role of Belarusian Society"). Furthermore, both experts concurred
that the primary target of Belarusian propaganda efforts encompasses individuals from generations
X and Y, who continue to use state television as their primary source of information (as discussed
in Section 8.6, "Demographic Influences"). Notably, experts contend that Generation Z exhibits
the least interest in procuring information from state-controlled media and relies more heavily on
social networks as sources of information, a trend corroborated by existing scholarly literature
(Urano et al., 2022; Androsova & Khramkina, 2016; Prakash Yadav & Rai, 2017; Oleshko &
Mukhina, 2020).

Connecting our findings to the relevant literature (Robertson, 2022; Pospieszna & Galus, 2019;
Jakubowicz, 2007; Manaev, 2014; Jowett & O'Donnell, 2012; Huang, 2015; Urano et al., 2022),
our results resonate with the broader scholarly discourse on propaganda, media manipulation, and
the portrayal of international conflicts. The use of narrative and tone shifts to influence public
opinion is a common strategy in the realm of media propaganda (Jin, 2023; Fouts, 2022;
McConkey, 2023). Our study provides empirical evidence of these strategies in the Belarusian
context and contributes to the understanding of how propaganda operates in authoritarian regimes

with specific sociopolitical conditions.
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While our hypotheses have been partly substantiated, it is essential to acknowledge that alternative
explanations for these shifts in propaganda narratives exist. For instance, geopolitical
developments, international alliances, or even changes in audience preferences could play a role
in shaping media content. Even in the course of our research we could observe the change of the
editorial policy course depending on the agenda. For example, the November 17, 2021 issue of
Panorama was almost entirely devoted to the refugee situation at the border (see Appendix 8). Or,
for example, the topic of Covid-19, which practically disappeared from the agenda after the society
returned to normal life after the pandemic (see Figure 4). Future research may explore these factors
in greater depth to provide a more comprehensive understanding of the drivers behind propaganda
shifts. Through this discussion, we have illuminated the evolving landscape of propaganda within
Belarus, contributing to the understanding of media manipulation in authoritarian regimes and

setting the stage for further inquiries into this multifaceted domain.

Contextualizing our findings within our research objectives, our analysis contributes to
understanding media content evolution in Belarus amid the Russian-Ukrainian conflict. We
acknowledge study limitations, including the specific timeframe and data constraints, maintaining
transparency in our research process. Our study raises intriguing questions about propaganda's
lasting impact, media-geopolitical dynamics, and audience susceptibility. These questions pave
the way for future investigations, encouraging deeper exploration of propaganda complexities in

authoritarian contexts like Belarus.
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Conclusion

In this thesis we have extensively explored how the content of the "Panorama" program, on Belarus
1 television changed after Russia’s intervention in Ukraine. Our research has been guided by four
hypotheses (H1, H2, H3 and H4) to gain an understanding of propaganda dynamics in the

Belarusian context.

Starting with our hypothesis (H1) which predicted an increase in negative news coverage about
Ukrainian affairs following Russia’s military intervention in Ukraine, our findings strongly
support this notion. We have observed a surge in the amount of coverage related to Ukraine within
the "Panorama" program. This increase is evident not in the number of news items addressing
Ukraine but in the consistent portrayal of Ukraine from a negative perspective. Importantly this
trend aligns closely with Belarus 1 TV channel’s policy and reflects the official position of

Belarusian authorities.

On the hand our second hypothesis (H2) which anticipated an increase in news articles about
Russian subjects after Russia’s military intervention, in Ukraine does not find any evidence to
support it based on our analysis. Instead, we've noticed a decrease, in the coverage of Russia on
the program along with news articles that have a positive tone. This change in coverage can be
attributed to Russia’s position in the conflict and the editorial decisions made by Belarus 1 TV

channel.

Our third hypothesis (H3) suggested that Belarusian propaganda would use World War Il imagery
to depict Ukraine as an enemy in the conflict. Our investigation strongly supports the importance
of World War II imagery in propaganda showing an increase in its use after Russia’s intervention
in Ukraine. This imagery has played a role in portraying Ukraine as an adversary with references

to Nazism and comparisons to Nazi Germany.

Lastly our fourth hypothesis (H4) examined how specific societal conditions, within Belarus
contribute to the prevalence and effectiveness of propaganda. Although our qualitative insights
gave us perspectives it's clear that generational differences greatly affect susceptibility to state
controlled media with older generations relying on these sources. Interestingly recent trends show

that younger generations are turning towards alternative information channels, networks.

The findings of this study align, with existing research on propaganda, media manipulation and
how international conflicts are portrayed. These findings provide real world evidence of how
propaganda operates in regimes under sociopolitical circumstances. However, it's important to
recognize that there could be factors, such as developments and audience preferences that also
influence media content.
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In summary this study not only offers insights into the complex world of propaganda in Belarus
particularly in relation to the Russia Ukraine conflict but also raises intriguing questions about the
long-lasting effects of propaganda the interaction between media and geopolitics and how
audiences perceive information. These questions warrant further investigation to delve deeper into

the complexities of propaganda within contexts like Belarus.

Our research approach combined qualitative and quantitative methodologies to comprehensively
explore the aspects of propaganda within the context. This methodological blending was necessary
to gain a nuanced understanding of the research problem at hand. Following Creswell’s (2009)
Sequential Explanatory strategy we seamlessly integrated quantitative content analysis, with
interviews to examine our chosen line of inquiry. The collaboration, between our research findings
and the combination of quantitative content analysis and qualitative interviews has provided us
with a foundation of evidence and contextual understanding. By analyzing the frequency and
subtle nuances of news articles we shed light on aspects. At the time by conducting interviews
with experts and media professionals we added depth to the data through real life experiences and

relevant context.

However, it is crucial for us to acknowledge limitations within our methodology. The timeframe
of our study, which spans from September 2021 to August 2022 may not capture long term trends
or significant developments that occurred before. After this specified period geopolitical changes
and propaganda strategies often evolve swiftly surpassing the boundaries of timeframes.

Therefore, an extended timeframe could potentially provide comprehensive insights.

Furthermore, gathering data sources can be particularly challenging in contexts where
authoritarian regimes are present. While we heavily relied on data from Belarus 1 television and
expert interviews—which were essential—it is important to recognize that they may not fully

represent the entirety of propaganda across all media outlets in Belarus.

Additionally, although qualitative interviews offered insights into our research topic their scope
was limited due to capacity constraints. Expanding the pool of interviewees from backgrounds

could offer a holistic perspective on the role of propaganda, within Belarusian society.

This study provides contributions, to our understanding of propaganda in relation to the context
particularly during the Russia Ukraine conflict. It offers evidence on how propaganda narratives
have evolved highlighting the prevalence of portrayals of Ukraine and the use of World War II
imagery to discredit it. These findings are important for research on propaganda, media

manipulation and how international conflicts are portrayed.
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Our research approach involved a combination of quantitative content analysis and qualitative
interviews allowing us to thoroughly explore the complexities of propaganda within a regime. By
triangulating our findings, we have enhanced their reliability and validity creating a framework

that can guide investigations in similar contexts.

Based on our insights from this study we propose recommendations for researchers, policymakers

and media professionals:

1. Longitudinal Studies. Conducting long term studies is crucial to document how propaganda
evolves over time. Given the changing nature of geopolitics and societal dynamics capturing the

fluidity of propaganda narratives over extended periods is essential.

2. Diverse Media Sources. It is important to promote a variety of media sources and ensure diverse
information flows, within Belarus. Promoting diverse media outlets is crucial, for providing

citizens with a range of perspectives thereby strengthening media diversity.

3. Importance of Media Literacy. It is essential to prioritize media literacy programs to equip
citizens with the skills to critically analyze and navigate through the array of media content. A

informed public acts as a defense against the spread of propaganda.

4. Transparency and Accountability. Advocating for transparency and accountability within media
organizations should be a focus in discussions. Establishing monitoring systems based on

standards serves as a safeguard against the dissemination of propaganda.

Our investigation began by observing changes in how Belarusian state media approached the
Russia Ukraine conflict in February 2022. We highlighted the shift from emphasizing information
sovereignty to retransmitting Russia’s perspective. Through analysis we have explained the
intricate details of this transformation using empirical evidence and contextual explanations. As
we wrap up this journey through the world of propaganda it is important to emphasize that our

study serves as an introduction, to more explorations yet to come.

It enhances our comprehension of the artfulness of propaganda. Importantly it sparks curiosity
about the uncharted territory that propaganda still represents in authoritarian strongholds. In an era
where information holds power the pursuit of truth becomes incredibly significant. It is the shared
responsibility of society, academia and governance to ensure that the clear voices advocating for
transparency and accuracy resonate, above the noise created by manipulation and distortion. This
is where we establish a foundation for a vigilant citizenry. In the changing narrative surrounding

propaganda our research acts not as a conclusion but as an introduction. It invites scholars,
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policymakers and practitioners alike to dig question further and consistently shed light on the

depths of propaganda — especially within authoritarian contexts such, as Belarus.

1) How did the attitude of Belarusian propaganda to Ukraine and Russia change after the
beginning of hostilities in Ukraine? Did you notice any active manifestation of negativity or
positivity towards the news that would somehow touch upon the situation in the countries

mentioned above?

I would not say that there has been any change in attitude towards Russia. Yes, after the protests
in Belarus in 2020 and the story with PMC Wagner (when PMC Wagner came to Belarus before
the elections), Vladimir Putin was not exactly friendly, telling Lukashenko, "How can you do this?
But after that, I would say that the narrative towards Russia is the same: "we are together with
Russia", "everyone is against us", "we are brotherly countries", "mutual support" and so on. As for
Ukraine, the attitude has certainly changed after the outbreak of hostilities. We remember that
before the war, Lukashenko said that nothing would ever happen from our side with regard to
Ukraine. But the opposite happened. Belarusian propaganda takes Russian propaganda narratives
as a basis. And sometimes it simply copies Russian fakes and Russian disinformation. And I would
also say that while right after the war in Ukraine started, Belarusian propaganda was tougher on
Ukraine, now it has calmed down a bit and become softer. While the Russians continue to broadcast
fakes, Belarusian propaganda is more restrained. That is, the narrative and the general sense of
Russian and Belarusian propaganda are the same, but there are fewer outright fakes in the
Belarusian propaganda. Belarusian propaganda is now more focused on fakes related to life and

problems in Europe. As for Ukraine, the narrative is as follows: Nazism there, liberation there,

special operation there.

2) Who embodied the images of the main enemy and friend before the outbreak of war in Ukraine?
How did these images change after the outbreak of hostilities?

I would say that before the beginning of the war in Ukraine, Ukraine rose in the so-called rating
of the main enemies of Belarus, but still did not take the first place there. Europe is in the top now:
it is Poland, Lithuania, Latvia and so on. These are the main enemies for the Belarusian
propaganda. There is much less aggression towards Ukraine than towards the above-mentioned

European countries. Russia, of course, remains Minsk's main friend.

3) What means does Belarusian propaganda use to influence people's minds and prove its point of

view? Does it matter who voices this or that news (TV anchor, reporter or speaker)?

There are no strong media persons in Belarus, like, for example, Kiselyov or Skobeeva in Russia.

In other words, there is no single character in Belarus who would be the face of Belarusian
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propaganda and would lead it. Therefore, in this connection, there is no special difference who
broadcasts the news. As for the speakers from the power structures, the weight of the news directly
depends on the authority of the source. For example, news voiced by the president or prime
minister will be more weighty than news voiced by a regional official. Usually, if something comes
from the president's mouth, it is believed. And of course, it should be understood that the
mentioning of a topic by a TV anchor means that the TV channel officially confirms this
information, that this information is verified. Reporters in this sense do not have such a strong

authority. As for speakers, as I have already said, it all depends on the credibility of the speaker.

The most effective means of Belarusian propaganda is the repetition of the same narrative: "there
are Nazis in Ukraine", "Belarusians are offended in Europe", "Europe and the USA suffered more
from sanctions", and so on. If you repeat it from minute to minute, these statements are memorized
and then perceived as truth. People believe it on a subconscious level. It was the same in Russia
after 2014, when there was a lot of aggression and negativity towards Ukraine. As a result,
Russians got the opinion that Ukraine is bad and it is not our friend at all. But it used to be quite

different. Ukraine was a brotherly nation.

Belarusian propaganda manipulates facts, distorts reality and spreads fakes. Before the war, there
was no such thing as spreading fake videos or non-existent quotes. Belarusian propaganda is also

very fond of manipulating figures and exaggerating the successes of the Belarusian authorities.

4) How does Belarusian propaganda use the image of the Second World War when covering news

about Ukraine?

Belarusian propaganda compares Ukrainians with Nazis, implicating Bandera without going into
the history of where he was during World War II. The propaganda does not leave attempts to find
symbols and attributes of Nazi Germany on the medals awarded to Ukrainians and on any other
symbols in Ukraine. They say that Ukrainians were Nazis during the Second World War and are

still Nazis now.

5) Has the number of news about the war and related events increased (if yes, by how much) on

Belarusian TV, in particular on the Belarusian TV channel Belarus 1?

There was a lot of talk about Ukraine after the war started, but now there is no such news flow.
Belarusian TV tells more about how well the Belarusian authorities are doing. There is a lot of
news about refugee camps, about how refugees like everything in Belarus, about sanatoriums that

accept refugees.
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6) Have you noticed the principle of selecting the news that gets into the newscasts of "Panorama"

on Belarus 1?

As I have already said, a lot of news is taken from Russian colleagues. There are also often stories
that praise the merits of the Belarusian authorities, state enterprises and so on. News is usually
related to the news agenda, as on any other TV channel. But it is important to understand that news

is covered only from one side, which is favorable to propaganda.

7) How do you think representatives of different generations perceive the Belarusian propaganda:

X (40-60 years old), Y (30-40 years old), Z (13-30 years old)?

Judging by the polls, unfortunately, a lot of Belarusians support Russia in this war. About 40%, if
I'm not mistaken, and that's a lot. And a lot of people draw information from state sources, among

others.

Generation Z is too young to worry about the fate of the country. They are schoolchildren and
students, they are far from politics. For the most part, they do not watch political news. They only
care about what is happening right next to them, right under their noses. They get their news from

social networks.

As for 27-39 years old, this is the most thinking, I think, return group. Among them there are those
who of course support the Russian and Belarusian authorities. Also, we should not forget about
the fear that Belarusian propaganda instilled in all these people after the protests in 2020. After
mass detentions and beatings, people became simply afraid to even think differently. It became
much easier to deal with some of their everyday problems, to abstract from politics and just live
in the conditions they are given. It is easier for them to believe what they are told on TV than to
confront it and find excuses for themselves, why do I still live like this and do nothing. But despite
this, this return group is the most able to analyze and look for alternative sources of information

to the Belarusian propaganda. People of this generation are least inclined to trust propaganda.

I would say that generation X is in the same conditions and has the same qualities as generation Y.
However, people close to 60 and over 60 are more likely to trust propaganda. There are a lot of

people in the age group 60+ who believe Belarusian TV.

8) In your opinion, does Belarusian society promote the existence of propaganda? If yes, in what

way?

Belarusian society is very tolerant and calm, and therefore, of course, it promotes the existence of
propaganda. For example, if employees of a state enterprise are told to subscribe to the state

newspaper, which nobody reads, they will not refuse and will do it without indignation. People are
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told to go to some propaganda events, where, for example, Tur and Azarenok came, and they will
come. And propagandists know how to persuade and manipulate. Many of those present at such
an event will think that Tur and Azarenok are smarter than me, they know better, and will start to

believe the propaganda and the Belarusian authorities.

Very many people are also afraid, for example, to read Telegram channels with an alternative point
of view. They are simply afraid, and they limit themselves in receiving independent information.
And news has to come from somewhere. So they turned on the TV. 30-40% of the interviewed
Belarusians use the state mass media as a source of information. This is very much. If we look at
the statistics on YouTube channels, the ONT TV channel is the leader. It overtakes Belsat, Zerkalo
and so on. But it's true that there may be special manipulation of views. The more time passes
since the protests in 2020, the more people agree to the conditions they are in. They agree to live
the way they are told on TV. And all of this comes to the point where a person who came out
fiercely to the protests, but lives in Belarus, in this fear, he slowly becomes a Lukashenko

supporter. I talked to sociologists and psychologists, and all of them confirm this point of view.

And separately I want to say about Russian propaganda. The people who came out to the protests
in 2020 were against Lukashenka, but not all of them were against Russia. Because Belarusian and
Russian propaganda have been working together for decades. And so many people supported and
continue to support Russia. Because they don't know everything. They only see and hear what they
are told. They have only been to Moscow and St. Petersburg, and they have seen how modern and
organized these cities are. Very few people have been to the Russian regions and seen how badly

people live there. Therefore, for them Putin is a good and strong president, not like Lukashenko.
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Appendix 20: Interview with Media I1Q Editor-in-Chief Nadezhda Belokhvostik

1) How did the attitude of Belarusian propaganda to Ukraine and Russia change after the
beginning of hostilities in Ukraine? Have you noticed an active manifestation of negative or
positive attitude towards the news that would somehow touch upon the situation in the countries

mentioned above?

Actually, we believe that the war has been going on since 2014, and that it is just a new phase. And
so we can compare how Belarusian propaganda has behaved since 2014, when, in fact, Russian
aggression began. Then the propaganda was quite restrained, and it was very different from the
Russian propaganda. Belarusian propaganda has never allowed itself any derogatory assessments,
there have never been any Banderites in our propaganda. Those narratives that Russian propaganda
promotes, there were none of them. On the contrary, Belarus rescued Ukrainians, it accepted
refugees there, gave them an opportunity to live and work... There were many different reports
about it. It was literally the summer of 2020. I remember that every week in the final news there
was a story that told how a family of such refugees from Ukraine, who had fled the war, had
escaped to Belarus. They told how wonderful it is here, how wonderful the president is here, and
how everything is wonderfully, wonderfully organized here. That is, it was every week in fact. It's
a big enough story. But literally on February 24, 2020, in one day everything changed very
dramatically. And we have been monitoring, we monitor, for example, Telegram as well. And our
monitoring allows us to track by minutes what news, what information, where it appears. And it
was obvious that Belarus had lost its information sovereignty (we even made such a headline at
that time), because even before 08:00, when there are night shifts in news agencies, there was
information about the Russian offensive, I can't say that it was objective, but it was balanced. But
it was like that without estimation, enough. It was later, apparently, when the bosses came to work
there, it was a complete repetition of all Russian narratives: about the liberation of the Ukrainian
people from the Banderovites, from the Nazis, from the Nazi government. And there was not this
word "war". Then we measured for quite a long time who uses the word "war". No state media
actually ever used this definition. And of course, there was such full support, at least in the
beginning, full support for Russia, for the Russian position, for all Russian actions in general. Yes,

100 percent full support.

We have propaganda following Lukashenko. And before the 2020 elections, he had complicated
relations with Russia. Sometimes he was very critical of Russia. And of course then the propaganda
was also telling us how our goods were too poorly promoted there, how we were not sold oil or

gas at the right prices or whatever. But it wasn't related to the war. It had to do with all the events
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of 2020 in Belarus. But when Putin supported Lukashenko, of course all these narratives went

away.

2) Who personified the images of the main enemy and friend before the beginning of the war in

Ukraine? How did these images change after the outbreak of hostilities?

The term "collective West" appeared before the war started, but now it is very actively used, of
course, including in Russian propaganda. That is, they are no longer at war with Ukraine, they are
at war with NATO, with the very collective West. That is, everything has changed very noticeably
over the year. Now in general, all our propaganda, the whole ideological machine is built on the
formula that there are enemies everywhere. We even did a special series and analyzed each country
separately. It is clear that the worst enemy is Poland, of course. Then Lithuania, then the Baltic
states, then the European Union, of course, and then America. This image of the "collective West"
absorbs everyone. There was one case, we thought it was a mistake, but then it turned out that
propagandists insist on it. When it was the date of the liberation of Brest in 1944. Belarusian
propaganda published a photo of Brest Fortress in social networks and the caption under this photo
was that Brest was liberated from NATO troops and in brackets: "this was the name of Hitler's
army at that time". And everybody started laughing, of course, on social media and everybody got
a big laugh. But they did not correct themselves, they said that everything was absolutely correct.
Lukashenko keeps saying that this is when "you attacked us" in 1941. He says it in an interview
with a British journalist, for example, "you attacked us". That is, Europe attacked us. The enemy
1s like that. Accordingly, the only friend is Russia. Russia is the Union State, fraternal nations. This
is the Russian narrative. Because Russia needs to promote itself. Russia has already done so much
to absorb Belarus. And our propaganda does not resist it in any way. There used to be
propagandists, for example Semchenko. In his time (even before 2020) he used to talk about our
sovereignty and the importance of our independence on the main channel. Now there are no such
propagandists. There is practically no Belarusian language. I know that earlier in Minsk you could
see a stork in outdoor social advertising, words about the motherland in the Belarusian language.

Now there is no such thing. That is, nothing reminds you that you are not in Russia.

3) What means does Belarusian propaganda use to influence people's minds and prove its point of

view? Does the perception of news change if it is voiced by a TV anchor, reporter or speaker?

Well, there are no such measurements, nobody has done them. That is, we can only assume what
methods they use. Propaganda, unlike journalism, works primarily on your emotions. And it works
with very short messages, very simple and primitive messages that are well memorized. So

propaganda is very difficult to refute and very difficult to counter. When you start proving
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something, citing some facts, a person has to make a lot of effort. Well, that is, first he must want
to hear some other point of view, and then he must get into it. It is such a serious intellectual work.
And propaganda is very simple. That is, it puts together a short message and that's it. You just
believe in it. And today, I believe, Belarusian propaganda is doing very dangerous things, because
it builds all its activity on cultivation of hatred and fear. It's very destructive to people. This is from
my point of view, because there are no studies, no measurements. I think it is hard when you are
told every day that everyone around you hates you, everyone around you wants to attack you, to
take your territory, and to drive you into some kind of slavery. And this is broadcast. No positive
image is given, as Soviet propaganda did, for example. I remember it as a child, as we were told
how wonderful the Soviet man was, how wonderful he was. And it worked. Now there is no such
positive part. And plus conspiracy theories about world conspiracies and puppeteers who guide us.
All this does not give people confidence in their own strength. It is very difficult for sociologists
to conduct research. They themselves admit that their samples are limited, mostly just the Internet
audience. So just from my subjective observations, these narratives about everyone wanting to
attack and take something away are the most dangerous. These formulations "everything is not so
clear-cut" and "we don't know the whole truth" are the most dangerous. Because they do not allow
you to form your own idea of the world and take a position. I call the Belarusian propaganda
"schizophrenic". Because it gives directly opposite messages on one and the same occasion. For
example, sanctions. On the one hand, they told us what scoundrels they were, who imposed
sanctions against the country, and that they were all enemies. And the "fugitives" want more
sanctions because they don't love their country and they are traitors. That's one such narrative. And
at the same time, you can hear the exact opposite, that thanks to sanctions, we have developed our
own production, we believe in ourselves, and we have our own goods. This is the exact opposite.
And there are many such examples. For example, speaking about the war, Belarusian propaganda
supports Russia, but at the same time it says that we are not involved in the war and have nothing
to do with the war at all. We rescue Ukrainians, we give them asylum. That's what it sounds like.
It's completely schizophrenic like that. At first [ thought it was from total unprofessionalism. We
do not call people who work in state publications and on TV channels journalists. We call them
employees. Since 2020, they have stopped even trying to give the appearance of journalistic work,
so we call them propagandists. Still, professionals worked there, but many left in 2020. So they're
deliberately doing this just to disorient people. It was a terrible dream, I could never imagine in
my life that in our time you can be cut off from information when there is the Internet. But it turns
out that repressive methods work perfectly well. That is, it is enough to close and expel
independent media out of the country, imprison all the top management, block websites, call all

these media extremist, introduce administrative and criminal liability for reading and
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disseminating information... And that's it. And that's it. And a person is simply afraid. A person has
to use a VPN, hide to read the news, and then cover all the tracks on his phone before leaving the
house. It's a lot of unnecessary actions and that's why not everyone goes for it. And the more time
passes since the protests in 2020, the more we see that the fear... when you realize that you can be
stopped on the street and check your phone, or when you ride the subway and you don't know who
is sitting next to you, they can see what you are reading on your phone, that this fear is just absorbed

into your pores. So, a huge layer of information is cut off from you.

4) How does Belarusian propaganda use the image of World War Il when covering news about

Ukraine?

It's not just the war in Ukraine, it started in 2020. All protesters were called fascists. Yes, and now
any person who is against the government, who is in favor of Ukraine or something else, he is
declared an enemy. And the enemy is called the heir of those Nazi collaborators, these here
representatives of NATO troops. Plus the fact that they led the law on the genocide of the
Belarusian people. It's such a fetish. Of course, this is a very difficult topic, because in Belarus the
subject of the Great Patriotic War has always been very important for people. But the way they
exploit it is just a crime. Because a generation has grown up, which has not seen any living
veterans, which has not heard any stories from grandparents, how it was. And so they are forming
an idea of this war in such a monstrous, distorted form. It's a nightmare. These parallels are the
easy part. Propaganda needs very simple images. Tell a Belarusian that this person is a Nazi, and
the Belarusian will immediately understand what we are talking about, because he knows. The

image of a Nazi is formed in his consciousness.

5) Has the number of news about the war and related events increased (if yes, how much) on

Belarusian TV, in particular on the Belarusian TV channel "Belarus 1"?

After the beginning of the war it increased, of course, but it increased everywhere. First of all in
independent media, of course. But we have been recording for quite a long time (for almost a year
now, probably) that the number of these news has been decreasing and decreasing. Independent
media continue and try to write about it, but the audience perceives this information very
difficultly. People just don't want to read it. On the one hand, it's hard. On the other hand, when
you are told that your country is a co-aggressor. And then there is such a rejection. And it's very
complicated, and propaganda needs to be simple. [ mean, if Russia was winning and capturing and
advancing, it is clear that this topic would be number one. But since Russia has nothing to brag

about in this sense, the Belarusian propaganda does not write about it either.
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6) Have you noticed what principle is used to select the news that gets into the newscasts of
Panorama on Belarus 1? Is it possible to say that Belarusian journalism has no information

sovereignty?

Nothing has changed here. For the last 30 years there has been one newsmaker in the country. And
the selection of news depends on what he says. And naturally, there is an information agenda. We
have a weekly review of the final news. That is, we do not consider Panorama separately, we watch
all three TV channels. In 2020, for example, we recorded when they talked about the protests. We
even made a video on YouTube, when all 3 TV channels released reports that were exactly the
same. Right down to the word and comma, the same text on all three channels. On the one hand,

it's funny. On the other hand, you know, how editorial policy is formed and by whom.

7) How do you think representatives of different generations perceive the Belarusian propaganda:

X (40-60 years old), Y (30-40 years old), Z (13-30 years old)?

I can only talk about my assumptions because there is no research. According to studies on media
consumption, the source of information for the older audience is mainly television. And TV
viewing in Belarus has grown over the last 2 years. For young people, of course, television is not
a source of information. When there were polls, they named social networks, TikTok, YouTube.
There are 25% of them. And the middle part is such, that's what sociologists once called a "swamp"
and then they themselves began to ask that please do not use this term. Sociologists distinguish in
the so-called "swamp" almost 6 different portraits, different types of people. And this is most often
the middle age group. And there is a lot of correlation with education, with profession, with the
area of residence. It is clear that Minsk is very different, and no regional city gives such indicators
as in Minsk, not to mention small towns and villages. People in the middle age category indicate
that (I can't say by figures, as this is a closed survey) that they trust independent media. There are
those who say that they do not, I only watch and read state media. And there are those (15-18%, I
think) who say that they read both. It is impossible to check how true this is. As for young people,
they are definitely not watching TV. What they consume on TikTok and YouTube is another
question. Yes, it is mostly, of course, entertainment content. Interest in socio-political topics has
fallen very sharply, but it is quite natural, as all the researchers say, that it is impossible for so
many years (it has been 3 years already and the country is in depression), a person is physically
and psychologically unable to maintain himself in such a state, well, in such a tense, agitated state.

Naturally, that's why people go into something entertaining.

8) Do you think that Belarusian society promotes the existence of propaganda? If yes, in what

way?
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In this sense we can compare Belarus and Russia. There before the defeat of independent media
the audience of independent media was 60% according to all measurements. This is a huge, huge,
simply unprecedented figure. And now it is down to 30%. And everyone, of course, is very upset,
because it has fallen by half. But in Russia, in the best years, only 15% watched the liberal media.
Now they have something like 5%. At the beginning of the war, you probably remember that
everyone thought that it was Putin, and therefore it was necessary to quickly tell the Russians in
general what a nightmare was going on. And the same Ukrainians were calling, recording video
messages, sending evidence of what was happening. Because everyone thought that the Russian
people did not know what was happening there, what was going on, that they were not being told.
And then it turned out that Russian society is quite supportive of Putin. And this is the result of the
work of the Russian propaganda, which is much more professional than the Belarusian
propaganda. Belarusian propaganda has never had a strategic plan. It is like a weather vane behind
Lukashenko, following his delusional statements without building its own policy. Russia had all
this for the last 10-15 years. It was professional and clearly strategic. And the main thing is that
they were able to introduce this marvelous formula "where were you when you were 8 years old,
when the children of Donbass were being killed there?". This propaganda was able to put into the
heads of Russians. I don't see anything like that in Belarus. I don't see a single message that
propaganda was able to put into people's heads. I only see the narrative about "we don't know the
whole truth". Of course, I have already said that the society is terribly frightened. There is, of
course, a percentage of people who think that everything was fine in the Soviet Union, that we
kept everything, while other countries destroyed it. We kept that social justice, and factories, and
collective farms. But these people are nostalgic because they were just young and strong and
beautiful and fell in love. Because there was nothing good in the Soviet Union, but they still have
that image. And so they believe in it. There they are, of course. And this formula that "Belarus is
peaceful", "Belarus has never attacked anybody", but "everybody wants to attack Belarus". They
have no answer, so why do they all want to attack us? I believe that the events of 2020 showed
that the ideological machine achieved nothing. It just strangled everyone with repressions,

intimidated people to the point of death. Now it's all just based on fear.
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
