(Kappa de Cohen 0,74). Os pontos de corte mantém-se.
CONCLUSOES: O MNA foi validado para idosos portugueses e mantém as
mesmas caracteristicas métricas para predizer ou identificar desnutricdo.
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INTRODUGAO: A presenca do VIH/SIDA é um importante problema de satide
publica e a sua dimensédo agrava-se com a ma-nutricdo e a inseguranca
alimentar. O conhecimento desta problematica é fundamental para implementar
programas de monitorizagdo nutricional materno-infantil em Sao Tomé e Principe.
OBJETIVOS: Avaliar a seguranga alimentar e nutricional das méaes VIH+ e das
criangas menores de 5 anos nascidas de mulheres VIH+.

METODOLOGIA: Foram avaliados 79 cuidadores de criangas menores de 5 anos
nascidas de mulheres VIH+ e obtidos dados de peso e comprimento/altura de
73 maes VIH+ e de 87 criangas; para as méaes calculou-se o indice de Massa
Corporal (IMC) e, para as criangas, as curvas de percentis da World Health
Organization.

A seguranga alimentar dos agregados familiares foi avaliada através da Food
Insecurity Experience Scale da Food and Agriculture Organization.
RESULTADOS: O IMC das maes distribui-se em: 37% com excesso de peso,
58,9% com peso adequado e 4,1% com magreza. O estado nutricional das
criangas pode ser consultado na Tabela 1.

Mais de 50% dos agregados familiares apresentam um nivel de inseguranca
alimentar severo, e 37% apresentam um nivel moderado a severo ou leve de
inseguranca alimentar.

CONCLUSOES: Estes resultados mostram um ambiente adverso com niveis
elevados de excesso de peso materno e atraso de crescimento nas criangas, e
inseguranca alimentar severa em mais de metade das familias.
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INTRODUCTION: lodine is an essential micronutrient for a healthy development.
Recently, the iogeneration project verified that 32% of the school-aged children
in the north of Portugal were iodine deficient and that no school canteen was
following the mandatory iodized salt policy. Although one year has passed since
the end of this project, little or no progress was made in terms of health policies
to prevent iodine deficiency in Portugal.

OBJECTIVES: This study intends to evaluate the impact of a comprehensive
intervention that include the monitoring of iodized salt usage in the school
canteen, on iodine status of school-age children, at Lisbon.

METHODOLOGY: The urinary iodine concentration (UIC) of 534 children (6-12 years)
from D. Filipa de Lencastre school cluster were evaluated in the beginning of the
school year. Children’s urine and salt samples from households and from school
canteen were collected. A lifestyle online questionnaire was completed by parents
to assess children’s consumption of iodine food sources and their knowledge about
iodine. UIC was measured by inductively coupled plasma-mass spectrometry. A
global intervention directed to all school community (children, parents, teachers,
school staff) is being implemented throughout the school year. In the end, iodine
status will be revaluated.

RESULTS: The median UIC of 87 pg/L indicates inadequacy of iodine status, with
59% of the children below 100 pg/L. The older children presented lower UIC
levels. The school canteen only implemented the iodized salt policy after the study
evaluation and now, iodized salt is being used in the preparation of school meals.
CONCLUSIONS: In this stage of the project, it was verified that about two thirds of these
school-age children had an UIC below the iodine adequacy interval recommended
by World Health Organization. In conclusion, primary results of this study reinforces
the importance of the intervention that is currently being implemented.
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
